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-with bis father, the hired man and 
{he housekeeper, he secretly worried 
as to. wha t would be the least peril­
ous way- to set out to gain his par­
ent ' s permission for the plan he had 

' made. When the milking was done, 
the two Btrolled along the lane In the 
blue of t h e evening to look a t some 
new fences tha t marked the fa rm 
boundary. After iw"o or three false 
s ta r t s and a deal of circumlocution, 
the? young man- r i sked the opinion 
that he would soon have to be think­
ing of college. ,He was surprised a t 
the older man's acquiescence. The 
father had come to the . same conclu­
sion. Things had gone well on the 
farm and there were eight or nine 

, hundred dollars to be drawn upon., 
which would be enough to pay far a 

• > course in the college in the neighbor-
i ing valley twenty miles away. At a 
l Farmers ' Inst i tute lately the" fa ther 

had talked with one of the professors 
'< who had pointed out, besides other 

things, how a student could tu rn a 
•dollar now and then a t mowing lawns... 
shovelling snow,..Jerking a 'furnace!' 
o r wait ing on tabled All this came 
with a sickening shock to- the youth 
who had wa'ked in t h e courts of the 
great city. Halt ing and half asham­
ed, he told of his "plan to go to the 
•great university. As he recounted 
it, standing there by the fence under 
the closing night hundreds of miles 
from t h e city, i t did sound prepos­
terous, and the f a t h e r ' W a s plainly 
•astonished. What March madness 

. had come into the boy? Bid he think 
he was rich? , College in New York, 
indeedl" The most expensive place 
in the. world! He was willing and-
anxious to pay for things within rea 
son, bu t none of his hard earned 
money would be sunk' in such a wild 
•spree! I t was the college in the val­
ley or back to teaching school. But 
t h e young man had hitched his wag­
on to a Stat and" would have none of 
small th ings . ' He had pored over 
the catalogue of the great university 
and had lingered o v e r ' t h e names of 
the mas te rs of whom everyone had 
heard, t h e wri ters of fa t volumes and 
text-books, the"argonauts for whose 
treasure ships all had to wait. He 
would see these and know them. How 

" ever estimable might be the profes­
sors a t home, they were unsung and 
inglorious people, who must be al­
ways following after. He and his 
father walked silent'y- back, the old-
•er man hiding his chagrin behind a 

. hard and stolid front, the younger 
conquering penitence by the s trength 
-of his self trust . H e explained to 
his fa ther temperately, and with no 
show-o£.-boasting t h a t he proposed 
to command his own fortune and 
would go to the university with lit­
t le a t hand besides his determination 
"Before t h e week was gone he left for 

• his old place in the summer camp, 
-whence he would come to college in 
the early days of the autumn. 

In the lazy heat of "September the 
. young m a n set out to find quarter? 

•on Morningside Heights whose price 
migh t be squeezed into the modest 

• compass of his purse. Through the 
| help of th*e University Christian As­
sociation he found _ a forrn fitting 
room in a flat £hfee*b1ocks irornTth'e" 
campus a t the moderate r a t e of two 
dollars a week, moved*in his suit cas-
-es'and arranged his t iny home with 
a flush of, fine excitement at the pros 
pect—four years of college tha t must 
mean everything to his life—all on 
the capital of his willingness to work 
The sense of self dependence was ex­
hilarating, any small" discomforts 
and self denials seemed only to add 
to the' luxury. On a tiny apparatus 
attached to a gas jet he prepared his 
breakfasts, whenever he rose in time 
to get any a t all, and he lunched and 
dined around the neighborhood, some 
times a t the Commons, sometimes at 
a stool in a nearby restaurant , and 
by judicious comparing of prices re ­
duced the weekly cost of board to be­
tween three and a half and four dol­
lars. 

With the aid of the regis t rar he 
gained the ear of a kindly committee 
on scholarships, and after many long 
interviews, he was allowed his tui­
tion on terms of strict probation. 
When classes begarf he did an absurd 

-amount-of-stttdyjn'g, on a well found­
ed theory of the value of first impres 
sions, but he looked wistfully on his 
classmates, well acquainted in their 
second year and magnetized into fra 
temities, societies, squads, and cli­
ques of chums. The student who 
comes with advanced credit has a 
hard break to make friends. ' He 
wears no'-freshman cap that profes-
es an innocence, of a new situation 
and marks an anxiety for acquain­
tance. He feels like one unexpected 
who has been slipped in surreptitious 
ly. I t seemed infinitely bet ter to be 
where al l stood for each other, than 

. to be unknown and ignored as one in 
whose advent no one fcl(t concerned. 
The rushes helped a little. Clas-, 
wars had seemed puerile when he had 
heard of them, but now he realized 
their social significance when he pack 
ed himseff in the mass around a pole 
hugging with ,deadly embrace, stran­
gers on ci ther 's ide so as to form the 
solid lump of human flesh to resist 
the onrushing freshmen. Here, at 
least, he fe l t -he-was a member, and 
strove with every cell of his body to 
protect the honor of a class of whose 
men he knew practically, nothing. He 
was avid of being known, and he en­
rolled in a college campaign club, al­
ong with other collegiate orators, 
and shieked out ra the r poor cart-tail 
speeches from the Bronx to the Bow 
ery. This was the foundation of half 
a dozen friendships t ha t grew in the 
next three years t, and he looked back 
afterwards a t the' flambeaux and the 
drum corps of those s t range excur­
sions with something more than gra­
titude. ' 

But he was obliged to forego many 
a college event because of his outside 
work. Throuch his old tent mate at 
the camp he learned of a settlement 
in need .of a play advisor, and with 
his experience in school management 
and with hoys' games in the summer, 
lie was able to secure the position. 
Then, during the autumn and winter, 
'ie ran from his nftomoon English 
Jioitr to catch tho subway .train for 

the far Eas t Side where children 
were waiting for him, . scampering 
around a little hive and flying about 
on the "giant stride" and the "ocean 
roll." The work was exacting and 
wearing, and , sometimes he looked 
on more fortunate classmates with a 
tiny trace of envy, but always with 
a rebound of self confidence that a t 
least he was making good in the city 
—he and his kind, for in less than a 
month he had come upon a goodly 
number of students whose experience 
differed from his only in detail. The 
work paid well, and, reaping rewards 
of frugality, when the playground 
closed on account of-t-he-. icy season 
he found he could take a few weeks 
respite. • . -

On the campus he was lea rn ing 
the lesson of humility. While he 
had been principal of a school, tho' 
ever so small, he had borne the mark 
of importance. He had, in a degree, 
belonged to the . professional class 
along with the lawyers and doctors. 
He had gained a factitious dignity 
by avoiding the society of young men 
and women of his own age and strik­
ing the pose" of a citizen. Here at . 
college he found he was passed by 
chattering groups unseen and unre= 
garded. No one cared to hear his 
opinion; his name was never found 
in the news of the college daily. Tho' 
he was younger than many, he had 
acquired professional mannerisms in 
his two years of teaching tha t ' deep-
ened the impression of maturity, and 
he discovered that in speech and ac­
tion he was trying to patronize his^ 
classmates, hot out of vanity and not* 
that he meant to be rude or tha t he 
had nj^ seijsB of proportion, but be­
cause they seemed so "careless about 
tf i ingllnfi3ad'"taught, himself to re­
spect, he-thought he should t ry and 
help them. For his trouble, he learn 
ed in a roundabout-way tha t he was 
building a small reputation for quaint-
eccentricity. I t seems absurd en­
ough now, but there is much to 'earn 
in college.. He thought all this out 
in his room, under the faint light of 
the gas jet, and resolved to get ac­
quainted a t any cost. When „the call 
came, he went out for the crew, tho' 
no one knew better than he what a 
groundless hope it was -that he should 
ever sit in" the shell. He was a little 
shocked at the time it took, consid­
erably more than the playground 
work had required, and this paid 
him no money. His class work he-
gan to fail off, a b i t / l i t first, and 
then a good deal, -and he dropped his 
eyes when he met his professors on 
whose es teem'he had placed such a 
value. But he was rewarded with 
new intimacies with the men who 
pulled near him in the sweaty row­
ing room. ,In the easy intercourse 
of the showerbath rooms he .learned 
to call some of them by their nick­
names. For the mostjPart ' they were 
a carefree lot, given to ra ther slangy 
phrase, more picturesque than origi­
nal, very much bored in the class­
room and always t borrowirig some­
one's lecture notes. The i r irrespon­
sibility he thought he ought to des­
pise, y e t ' t h e y professed such a san­
guine confidence in the outcome, and 
such glorious resolve not to be em-
farrassed* Tn any contingency! t h a t 
fie "was obliged to admire, however 
ill i t ran with his iron-ribbed school­
teacher notions. He was appointed 
to two class committees and he drop­
ped the crew. Dutifully he went-
back to the playgrourid, this time for 
but three afternoons in the week, and 
with^the leisure this allowed he won 
a prize for an essay and wrote two 
articles for "Monthly" which, tho' 
they were both declared unavailable, 
gave him an opportunity to meet the 
editor, whom he regarded as a very 
wonderful person, and by whose 
nomination he was .admitted into" a 
famous literary society. Here, at 
least, he found many who knew much 
more than he did and were willing 
to think about the great , beautiful, 
terr ible" world outside the campus:, 
this was a company tha t fulfilled his 
faith about college and he entered, 
upon the~work assigned him with the 
comforting conviction of a neophyte 
who has had definite proof tha t he 
has not been deceived. At the end 
of the year, therefore, he could look 
back with some satisfaction. 

With his experience in teaching 
and play : supervision, the employ­
ment bureau found him an excellent 
place for the vacation as a tutor in 
a family who lived on Riverside 
Drive. So he travelled during the 
summer from one smar t hotef to an­
other, learning little refinements he 
had supposed existed only, in novels, 
picking up suggestions on the quid­
dities of dress, and acquiring a some­
what sprightly facility in the use of 
French phrases, ' aided in no^smail 
measure, by the pleasant acquaint­
ance with two young men from Par is 
attaches of the legation in Washing­
ton, who fell in with the party a t 
one of the watering places. At t imes 
he was taken off his guard in parlor 
car conversation about matters of 
music and art , but calling into play 
a certain theatrical instinct he e s : 

caped unscathed for the moment, 
though he felt like a charlatan t ry­
ing, to make a show of learning where 
none existed, and resolved not long 
to be ignorant of the ' tennements of 
civilization. Even in hotel • drawing 
rooms he could study the game of 
conversation—the sure winged flight 

of those Who knew both the ar t of-
life and the a r t of speech; and the 
poor mechanical flutter of those who 
sought- to make an * impression. In 
this society he found, it is true, much 
that was false and inane, however 
bright the glitter! but time after 
time he saw spurious aristocrats 
snubbed by the people he really re­
spected and he felt his ideals were 
vindicated. At the close of the sum­
mer he had a composite image of 
half a dozen men in early middle life, 
whom- he had met on the tour, en­
shrined in his heart as the ideal of 
his ambition. It was only twelve 
months since he had come to Morn­
ingside Heights. What a year it had 
been I He knew himself now as a 
fortunate youth, the sculptor of a 
destiny whose model he had built in 
his brain, but he knew, too, that it 
was a difficult piece tha t he had set 

to carve out and that n o time was to 
be wasted, 

When he returned t o New York 
he drove a bargain with" a classmate, 
who lived across the hal l in the dor­
mitory where he had t a k e n a room, 
and who ushered on Sunday after­
noons a t the concerts in Carnegie 
Hall. He was able thus to ar range 
to take the place himself from t ime 
to time when the<«Philharmonie play 
ed. He had thought t h a t chamber 
music was only for cranks until he 
had heard human" people talking ab­
out i t and then such a course as this 
had become a certain p a r t of his pro­
gram. He was under no illusion tha t 
he was to become a connoisseur in 
three or four weeks, he only wanted 
to know "what i t was a l l about so 
t h a t he eould sympathize with criti­
cism. 

In November he secured the rom­
antic privilege of helping to jcarry 
Rhadames in the second act of "Ai-
da," and was paid a l i t t le fee, hear­
ing a t close hand the g rea t singers 
of the race, for which t h e people in 
the great blue mass in front of the, 
footlights paid considerable money. 
This was such an unfa i r advantage 
tha t i t seemed -almost immoral. 
Whenever he had a chance he played 
in the "mob" . of the g rea t opera 
house, carrying a shield and a pen-' 
nant, OK,the club of ajstreefe "brawler, 
or the "propertyT '"of a gipsy—tt ma t ­
tered not so long as Tie. heard t h e 
singing. On free afternoons he went 
to the Metropolitan Museum and de­
veloped an intelligent friendship for 
certain of the masterpieces, ' l ingered 
in the galleries, only W o or three a 
day, till he knew something about 
schools 'and their technics, and the 
evasive spirit of paintjngs. Before 
he was through he could actually un­
derstand why one might care for 
old silver or iace or jade vases. There 
were trips up . and down the avenue, 
with peering through windows and 
looking at exhibitions of etchings., 
and bronzes. The group of buildings 
just off the Drive on • 157th street 
claimed him several t imes, and he 
surprised Some of the secrets in the 
Spanish style of paint ing from II 
Greco down to Soralla, looked on cu-
rous medals and age-yellowed maps, 
until he had polarized his taste, i s 
it were, and learned wha t was worth 
learning. He saw th ree different 
productions of Shakespeare, one of 
Goldsmith and one of Moliere, be­
sides half a dozen plays of the sea­
son, all at the reduced ra te offered 
by the Peoples' Inst i tute through. the 
university students ' employment J a i -
resu. A course in anthropology was 
illuminated by a pilgrimage to the 
Museum of Natural History, where 
he examined utensils and weapons 
of the. tribes from the Veddas on to 
the Zuni. On the classroom recom­
mendation of the professor of eco­
nomics he went once t o Ellis Island 
on an excursion of the Christian As ­
sociation, spent an evening in the 
open council of a t rades unioh, and 
an afternoon in the gal lery watching 
the ceaseless shuffle of the Produce 
Exchange. All this from the t reas-
u re nouses and laboratories of t h e 
city! If the university were to be 
k i s A l m a ,Mat«-. ^then t h e city mus t 
be a rich aunt whose bounty he might 
enjoy without stint. I t might have 
been in Chicago, or Philadelphia or 
-Boston, anywhere that the university 
and the city stood, together to open 
life to a boy. 

Sometimes he wondered what 
would have happened if Ke had cone 
to college in the valley near home-r-
a worthy place enough with distin­
guished- alumni, and yet he thanked 
the ' s tar . t h a t had led him away. Boys 
brought up in' the city to whom all . 
these things were commonplace-; 
might thrive best in t h e health-giv­
ing rest of the country. Boys so im 
mature that the city might master 
or only distract them might get on 
better where life was simpler and 
there was less' chance of confusion^ 
Without the university to control his 
thought the city might have seemed 
chaotic and meaningless, just as 
-'•ithout the citv the university might 
M v e seemed abstract and dogmatic. 
Rut the two, the truth and the illus­
tration, seemed to him a ' heaven-
made harmony: He sniiled over Iejt-

- ters from home warning him of the 
iniquity of great cities, when he re ­
membered with what effrontery wick 
edness walks in the country village 
in all its sodden frowsiness, and r e ­
flected that here a t the university he 
had. never had much t i m e to worry 
about the "temptations of which he 
had been so often admonished. A 
man could be better or worse,in t h e 
city than anywhere else. 

In the village one w a s bound b y 
neighborhood custom, one could not 
differ far in any way without a vas t 
deal of trouble, but the single man in 
the city was unknown to the man 
next door and responsible only to t h e 
God of his soul.. The results were 
sometimes surprising even to t h e 
man himself, as if his tastes had 
been drawn on the lan te rn slide of 
character .and, set in f ron t of ah in­
tense and powerful l ight, had been 
thrown large on a screen, clear and 
unmistakable. But one should not" 
blame the l ight ,or the city. To send 
a boy to this tes t wi thout guide or 
council would be indeed a hazard. 
Here was the function of the univer­
sity, to" build and control character 
so tha t it might be safe for the g rea t 
opportunities tha t the c i ty has t o of-
fer". Those things" he pondered as he 
walked by the river in the evening, 
or on late afternoons when he stroll­
ed over to Cathedral across the way 
or stood looking a t the statues. 

All this t ime he was doing good 
class work, as well as earning his 
way through a dozen devices. Twice 
he was head usher at football games, 
played between other colleges a t the 
Polo Grounds, which net ted him fif­
teen dollars. He tutored a l i t t le, 
though his' favorite s tudy of English 
offered "less opportunity than if he 
had specialized in mathematics or 
foreign' languages. He led two boys' 
clubs for a down town church, which 
gave him the bulk of his income, and 
spent an hour each day on the simple 
hooks of a nearby res taurant in re ­
turn for his luncheon and dinner, 
and finally a t the end of the year,

NEW HIGHWAY COMMISSIONER 

John F . Carlisle Tenders His 
Resignation. 

Edwin Duffey of Watertown, a 
former classmate of Governor Whit­
man a t Amherst , is now Sta te High 
way Commissioner, and i t is under­
stood on good authority t h a t no leg­
islation will be offered a t t h e capitol 
designed to create a triple-headed 
commission in place of t h e present 
single-headed commission. As was 
predicted, John N. Carlisle has ten­
dered his resignation as Highway 
Commissioner and the name -of Mr. 
Duffey was sent to the Senate by the 
Governor, where i t received unani­
mous confirmation. One of the re­
ports about the capitol was tha t Mr. 
Duffey would retain Mr. Carlisle in 
the department as counsel. 

"The Democrats," sajd Minority 
Leader Wagner when the name of 
Mr. Duffey was read, "a*e gratified 
to see the son of so distinguished a 
Democrat ;as Hugh Duffey of Water 
town' nominated for such an impor­
tant office, and in behalf of the Dem­
ocrats I ask tha t the nomination he 
made unanimous." 

"I congratulate the Senator from 
the sixteenth," said Majority Lead­
er Brown, "because he is pleased 
with the selection o f the son of an 
old line Democrat, as near ly all the 
sons of old line Democrats are be­
coming Republicans." 

"My interest in the highway situ­
ation in this s ta te ," said Mr. Car­
lisle in his resignation, "is so great 
that I do not want to see anything 
done now tha t will tend to disorgan­
ize the department or prevent the 
work of construction and mainte-
