Carrie Chapnran Oatt,' who has won 
ah in'ternaHonarreputation as a suff­
rage- leader .and orator and whose par­
ents were born in Potsdam. She was. 
eloquent, witity and extremely sarcas­
tic. It would he djfHcjiIt indeed for 
«ny guest to more thoroughly down 
the gods whom her hosts tad met to 
worship. If it be t r u e that the. people 
of St.. Lawrence -county he -more ignor­
ant and more 'illiterate than, the East-
tfiders of New York City; if the people 
are' SO moss-covered that they have 
learned -nothing in- -a hundred years; 
If It be t r u e in substance that St. Law­
rence County is unexcelled in its god-
forsakenness, then we" do not wonder 
that the speaker congratulated herself 
on- havinig escaped at an early age. As 
* suffrage address i t was in,teresfim.g. 
It could not be called persuasive." 

If Mrs. Catt made n o "statement* 
which could have been so construed 
by the 'most indifferent listener," it is 
a rather strikimg coincidence that a 
New York writer in the Normal Mag­
azine, who was present on ISilif occa­
sion but of whose identity we are ig­
norant, has am • account of her speech

to this paper. 

We note that »Mrs. Catt's le t ter t o 
the Courier, wac-^pubitshed in the Wa-
tertown Times last Saturday evening.

Daniel W. Finnimore .was., born in 
Morley, N. Y., December 24, 1S54, 
the son of Joshua Finn-imore, a native 
of England who came t o 'this 'country 
in 1835. Dr. Finnimore's home has 
always -been in t h i ^coun ty ; He was 
educated at Canton Academy and he 
taught ''school for two years before 
entering the office of Drs. J. H. and 
C. C. Benton, of. Ogderosburg where he 
read medicine for a like .period. Dur­
ing this time he attended a course of 
lectures' ait the University of 'Michigan 
in 1880-81 and his diploma and degree 
of -M. D. .were received from Fori 
Wayaie College of Medicine March 1, 
1883. In 1884 "he" was elected Pro­
fessor of Mate ia iMedica and Thera­
peutics in the college Jtrom-which-he. 
graduated. At the close of the year 
he resigned, however, and commenc­
ed the practice of medicine and.surg­
ery in Northern. New York. After 
practicing some time he took a post­
graduate course in the New York Post 
Graduate School and then- 'began prac­
tice in Potsdam where he has since 
remained. & _. „ 
• Dr. Finmlmore devoted mu-cjh time 

to the study of his profession and 
became one of the best read men in 
tjife section on medical topics. He 
''delivered a series of lectures on pro-
fesjsfonal subjects' in various" educa­
tional Institutions throughout the mid­
dle West -and also lectured at Clark-
son - College and other ,-Iocal schools 
Dr. Finnimor'e was the owner of a 
large farm of-.20.0 acres on the Han.na-
wa road near th,is village, and at one • u n ( j e r Col 
time operated a plant for the m a n u - ' 
factu-re of brick, die and flower pots. ' 
employing about thirty hands. ' ..-I 

Dr. Finnimore began 'his career, in \

Country" arraigning me for remarks 
purporting to have- been made 'in a 
speech at the Potsdam Alumni dimmer 
in New York. TJhe report must have 
been written- by a person either very 
strangely lacking in- a sense- of humor, 
or so hostile to the cause I represent, 
that he meant to deal it a sly blow at 
my expense. Most of the statements 
put into my 'mouth by t h e correspon­
dent, I not only did not -make,., but 1 
made none which could have been so 
construed even -by the most indiffer­
ent listener. The remainder are a 
confusion of disconnected half state­
ments joined to other partial -sentenc­
es in such way as to produce a senti­
ment I did not express or feel. I did 
say, that "the moss- grows thicker in 
the East than- in -the West." It does. 
Why- otherwise should such political 
reforms as woman suffrage, t'ne initi­
ative and referendum, the recall, the 
dcrect primary, minimum wage beards, 
etc., etc., be coming Eastward from 
live West? ,,, I did not insinuate that 
"moss" wis thicker in St. Lawrence 
County than Tn other .sections of the 
State; and most assuredly did not say 
or imply that the North Country had 
an undue share of illiteracy. 

What I attempted to convey, and 
failed in one case at least, was my con 
tinual surprise at the'-frequent reluc­
tance of the American from to take up 
a new idea, although quite in line with 
his training; and -the avidity with 
which many, of the foreign born ac­
cept such ideas. 

To be , misunderstood and misquot­
ed lis.the inevitable fate of.any person 
who ventures to speak- extemporane­
ously and I accept it as part of t h e 
penalty of being a reformer. I can 
onty say in defense that d'd I not cher 
islt a reverence for the "land of my 
fathers" and a respect for the Pots­
dam Normal next io my own Alma Mei­
er im the West, I should mot have been 
at the dinner. 1 apologize to the cor­
respondent for my presence there.
