'Corporation Would Recover For Al­

leged Fai lure To Complete A 

Pulp Wood Contract. 

Trial of t h e action-of The In ter -
mational P a p e r Co. to recover-about 
$90,000 from William -Rockefeller 
for-fai lure to complete a contract to 

• -deliver pulp wood,- has been complet 
•ed at Sa ra toga Springs, Just ice 
Borst direct ing the at torneys to file 
briefs. The plaintiff alleges t h a t 
t h e contract called .for Rockefeller 
t o furnish t h e pulp wood, regardless 
of where i t came from. , 

The defendant sets up that t h e 
•contract called for wood from, t h e 
Uranklin County t rac t near Loon 
t a k e , t ha t a fire devastated the t r a c t 
:and made i t a physical impossibility 
to carry t h e contract out, thus nul­
l ifying the contracts. On a previous 
t r i a l the plaintiff was awarded $48,-
00.0, but th i s was reversed by t h e 
Appellate Division. ' ' 

Testimony as to t h e amount of 
t imber "in t h e Rockefeller t rac t and 
the number of cords delivered to the" 
paper company was presented. W i t 
messes were produced to show t h a t 
' there were 60,000 cords of spruce.' 
a n d balsam in the Rockefeller' and 
"Hibbard tract'""and t h a t only 26,000 
-cords were delivered. I t is alleged 
-that the contract called for 57,000 
•cords, leaving a deficiency of a p ­
proximately 31,000 cords. / 

Arnold F . Lee, a iumberman for 
m a n y years in Franklin county, was 
called as a witness for the plaintiff. 
H e testified t h a t . he had worked- in 

\ t h e woods fo r many years and was 
familiar w i th the land and timber. 
The witness said that he had cruised 
through the woods of the Rockefel­
l e r t ract w i th G. ,W. O'Neil and had 
•estimated t h e amount of lumber in 
t h a t tra<fi\and found it to be approx­
imate ly 60,000 cords. •' 

G. W. McNeil testified that he 
w a s a lumberman and had worked 
in the Frankl in county woods all his 
life. The w i t n e s s \ a i d that he had 
helped survey the lot? in the Kings -

„ l ey t ract afterwards purchased by 
Rockefeller, and had -cruised around 
t h e t rac t wi th Lee for the purpose 
of ascertaining the atriourltNqT pulp 
wood in it.. The witness said, t h a t 
h e found over 60,000 cords. O r h t h e 
cross examination t h e witness de-. 
nied tha t he had taken Lee over t h e 
s a m e lots several t imes and repre­
s e n t them a s different lots. He ' fur­
the r -den ied t h a t he had told Fred 
"Norris and J o h n Emlott in the court 
•room tha t " t h e y would mix old m a n 
Xee up on t h e stand, for he did not 
lmow where he was "when he wen t 
over the lo t s . " On direct examina^ 
t ion the wi tness said t ha t he w e n T 
over the lots only once to es t imate 
t h e t imber and tha t wha t he -told 
Mr . Lee regarding them was- t ru th . 

S. B. Morgan, superintendent of 
- t h e Cadyville mills, was recalled an,d 

•gave evidence as to the production 
•of pulp from different qualities of 
•wood. He said t ha t peeled wood 
would produce from 10 to 15 per 
•cent more pu lp than t h a t from wood 
w i t h the ba rk on. The witness also 
said that t h e wood from the Rocke­
feller t rac t , was superior and would 
-produce more pulp than that brought 
from Canada. * 

. • Adalbert Sprague, a bookkeeper 
f rom the N e w York office of the In­
ternational Paper Co.-, was recalled 
t o the s tand to give evidence of t h e 
amount ofNyvood received from Cana-
•da. 'This w a s objected' to by Mr. Kel 
l a s and Jus t i ce Borst refused to re ­
ceive it in evidence. Mr." Sprague 

- t h e n presented a ^ b u l a t i o n from t h e 
books showing the "amount of wood

whom is a deaf and dumb gir l of ab­
out twenty-years , the others ranging 
from fifteen to nine years. The wo­
man had made complaint to the au­
thorities of the life she was compel­
led to live by her husband, who ap­
parently has no regard for her good 
name or the good name of his chil­
dren,, the oldest girl being compelled 
to lead the. Same life as the mother. 

Httman,e Officer Hennessy was ac­
companied on t h e t r i p by Assistant 
District Attorney Wiikins of Essex 
county, and the conditions they dis­
covered at the home of the Shappy's 
is unfit for publication.. F o u r of the 
children Between the ages ''of nine 
and fifteen ye'ars' were taken by the 
officers before Jus t i ce of the Peace 
A. D. Shiith of Willsboro and on a 
complaint of Officer Hennessy they 
were committed to an institution 
where they will receive proper care 
and training. 

Shappy was a t his home a t the 
t ime the officers were a t t h e place, 
but he was in hiding, and a s soon as 
the opportunity offered h e effected 
his escape and s tar ted in~the direc­
tion of Willsboro Bay on foot. 

• All- of the facts in this disgusting 
case have been placed before District 
Attorney LaDuke of Keeseville, who 
will move in t h e ma t t e r ,w,ithout de­
lay, and that- t he re will be a number 
of a r res t s in Essex county in connec 
tion with the Shappy family is al­
most a certainty.'

Oswegatchie r iver a t Gouverneur, 
were thrown into the w a t e r when 
they stepped on a portion of thin 
ice t h a t refused to hold them, and 
considerable difficulty was experi­
enced faL t ry ing to extr icate them.

A bargain, was struck between t l } / 
two, the captain agreeing to take the 
lean man and his cotton to England 
for 20 per cent of its value in l ive r -
pool provided the blockade could be 
run safely.

Colds in t h e h e a d very o f t en follow a lower ing of 
vi tal i ty due t o t h e evTTeffects of cons t ipa t ion or of overeat ing. 

T r e a t m e n t by a physician will o f t e n shor ten t h e period of a cold and 
lessen t h e dange r s of complicat ions. Many ser ious diseases begin l ike a 
cold in t h e head , and i t is i m p o r t a n t t o recognize them early. 

I t should be r emembered t h a t a l i t t l e cold i n a big person m a y pro­
duce a big eold in a l i t t l e person. Pa t i en t s should k e e p away from 
babies and t ake every precaut ion t o avoid in fec t ing o the r s b y t h e dis­
charges f rom t h e m o u t h .
