His place was filled by 
Dr. W. H. Mace of Syracuse Univer­
sity, who spoke on the political! car­
eer of Lincoln. Dr. Mace also dwelt 
on 'the Freeport debate between Lin­
coln and Stephen A. Douglas, and in 
this connection spoke a-t some length 
en the life of the latter. 

Following Dr. Mace's address a re­
ception was held in Normal Hall to 
the visiting teachers. 

. President Brubaehes of the State, 
Teachers College at Albany had been 
scheduled to address the conference 
in the morn.'mg, but there was again a 
change of plan', and Commissioner 
Finley was the first speaker. As Dr. 
Mace the previous even.'ng-h'ad dwelt 
on -the political side of Lincoln's char­
acter, Commissioner Finley took up 
the. human, and educational s'de. The 
address was one which Dr. Finley~had 
delivered in Paris • some years ago, 
when he was American lectures: in a 
French - university.'" -He read it from 
the-man-uscript. Dr. Fin-ley's address 
was a splendid example of rhetoric, 
and a model of all that is best in Eng­
lish. It was replete with finished, 
well-turned phrases and it is doubtful 
if Hs emial was ever i e i r d . in- this, 
village. . . ' " 

The various sections met during the-
mqjrnmg. Dr. Mace had charge of 
the history section. President Bru-
baeher of the English «ect;on, and In­
spector Arms of the Education --"De­
partment, of the Latin section.

was an address before the language 
seorVmby Prof-Carl MicheL.of Clark-
son Coi1>g-e/ Dr. Michel spBTie or" 
"The Relation of the Military System 
of Germany to • the Educational Sys-
Um." He sr.ok.e in German. A meet­
ing- of the Training Class Teachers 
was held for t'he. first time this year, 
and prelfnrnary'' plans for a perma­
nent organization perfected.- A com­
mittee" was appointed to draw up a 
constitution and by-laws. Luncheon 
was served in the gymnasium at noon 
to about two hundred fifty. 

• •Pres'dent Brubacher spoke after 
luncheon on "The Synthesis of Edu­
cation." Dr. Brubacher said that 
there was too much specialization -in 
education at the present time which-
woulid not fit the student ..for the va­
rious'vocations of life. He advocated 
an- education, to prepare the scholar 
for tina-f which he was going to make 
his life work. Dr. Bpu-bacher divided 
the workers of the country into four 

.classes: those whose, labor was pufe-
ly of a manual nature, those partially 
under •the direction of olihers, those 
subject t o their own direction, such 
as the farmers and ' mechanics, and 
finally those, as Dr. Brobacher term­
ed them, "Vh'o blaze out new trails, 
the leaders." here -were certain rudi­
ments, which the speaker •claimed all 
shoufld possess. In ithese he included 
a physical education, o r knowledge of 
the care of the body t o promote- the 
public health; a social education; a 
business or trade education; a moral, 
or religious ednication, and a knowl­
edge of the inheritance of p-rescu:
