THE ROCHESTER GOES WEST., . 

Ogdemburg Boat To Run On Great 
Lakes Next Summer. 

The big passenger steamer Rochesite-
whiich ran the last"two seasons bet­
ween Ogden'sburg, Rochester and To­
ronto 'and piic. , . to that between 0.gd-
ensburg. and Youngstown is to be run 
as a night boat between Chicago, Sau 
gatuck and 'Douglass, .Mich, the com­
ing season. The steamer is winter­
ing at Ogdens'burg and., after being fit 
ted""6u"r*itiithe spring will go to- Lake 
Michigan ito begin her season-June 2*6 
continuing unfil 'Sept. . 15 "when it is 
expected she will 'return to Ogdens-
bur.g t o go info winter quarters. 

The withdrawal of the Rochester 
was not entirely unexpected but nev­
ertheless is regretted as the steamer 
provided considerable local business 
for merchants and 'supply dealers. 
Last year was a .poor year for river 
traffic some of the boats being with­
drawn .before they had gone throu'gh 
their regular schedules. With the 
probability of the war beiiriig prolong 
ed through f!ie summer, tourist traf­
fic is expected t o 'be no better than it 
was last year, owing' to the fact thai 
to a certain' extent a state of war ex­
ists in Canada. The most of the boats 
running in tRe tourist traffic are Can 
adian boats and are controlled by the 
Canadian Steamship Lines, limited, 
which owns the ' Rochester. The lat­
ter flies the American flag as she was 
built in the United States for Ameri­
can trade exclusively- and has never 
been changed over. The Rochester 

-can carry 500 passengers but she has 
seldom been loaded, to capacity be­
cause she is a night boat.

Schwartz closed the station at once 
if is said,- even refusing the milk on 
that day so that the farmers supply­
ing milk to the station were at a toss 
as to how to dispose of their milk. 
Rumor has it that other stations will 
refuse to -accept milk because 'of the 
combined effort to force up the price.
