; REPRESENTATIVES PAY TRIBUTE 

T O E. A. MERRriT, JR . 

Eulogies Delivered By NIhe Congress­

men At Service Sunday. > 

Memorial services were 'held 'by Hie 
ffoirse of 'Represenitatives in.Washing­
ton Sunday, February .7th, for Hie laite 

' Congressmen Sereno C. 'Payne and 
•Edwiin A. Merritt, J r . Tributes on the 
life of 'Mr. .Metritt 'were given iby Con­
gressmen Calder, Underwood, Len-
root, Fitzgerald, . iHamllton,- .Mott, 
Moore, Wallln, and. Parfeer. ,,,_, ., 

Mr. Calder said in part: 
"'Mr. Speaker, a main who rises ito 

.distinction above.ills fellow men does 
~*so' by reason of some exception as a 

public servant and as a man, and this 
question of the value- of a man In the 
public Service is >the_ question I de­
sire t o discuss brelfly in connection 
with .Edwin' A. Merrill, Jrl,-. whose 
memory we .revere in flie ceremonies 
today. 

"The people oif a community tan 
receive and deserve no 'higher- enco-
mium'""for"lhelr initelligence, their In­
tegrity, stend'tetness and patriotism 
than by their c-ontinued and hearty 
support of sudti x man as Mr. Merritt, 
who for -many'years '^af"afforded an 
opportunity for such public service. 
He earned and 'received and appreciat­
ed it, and the ^people reaped their full 
reward 'by the dedicatidli'of- a rare life 
solely t o their welfare. The close of 
such a lonig, useful, and honored life 
could n o t arouse a poignant sorrow ex 
cept as - one" would sincerely mourn 
Miat 'su'di a departure is the divine dis 
pemsatlion -and that such a friend has 
finally left us. 

"To his deair old father, a hero of 
our great war between the States, now. 
an old man, and to -his loving wife and 
daughter, all of us here extend our 
heartfelt sympathy, and in their sor­
row I am su.re it will be some comfort 
to t'liem to "feel tnat their beloved-one 
had the confidence and esteem of the 
stromg me* with whom he had come 
in contact during his years of service 
for the State and the Nation." 

Mr. Underwood said: 
"I d'id not know the late Edwin A. 

Merritt, jr . , intimat-ely. I was one of-
Me delegation who attended his fune­
ral alt -his. former home, Potsdam. A 
finer t r ibute could not have been ren­
dered than 'that whic'h took place there 
that cold December day, when the 
pulse of business was still," and people 
gathered. from many parts of North­
ern New York, Albany a-tid New .York 
City, as well as from the National 

, Capital, to offer their last tr ibute of 
respect t o 'one whom they had learn­
ed to love and admire. The services 
were of the most dignified character. 
If was Temarked-that..tiliose...who parti­
cipated- and-ttoTS" who attended seem­
ed to 'be filled with a personal obliga­
tion which they were endejworin^: to 
discharge in tlhe most fitting manner 
possible." 

Said Mr. ienroo.t. 
"He attended on ly a few o-f the 

meetings of the Committee on Rules, 
for the illness which caused his death 
came upon him shortly after his ap­
pointment to that committee; but in 
the meetings lie d-;d attend he so im­
pressed himself, upon his colleague,-
that we have a . keen realization of 

.what the committee, the H.nise, and 
the country has lost bv his 'death. He 
was a man nf-hut few'word's, as we 
knew h 'm, but^when he d;d speak.we 
knew that it was from a mature and 
well considered judgment, formed af­
ter carefully c> ns 'dering all sides of 
the question inv.-Ived. H's mrdestv. 
his kindliness, and his \v!se . counsel 
we shall 'always remember. . The 
House has .lost a valuable member, i t s 
Stale ;iy.l Countrv a faithful servant." 

O ntrressman Mott said is part: 
"Fdwin A. Merritt, ,1-r:, was a ' big 

man; that was the imp-ession he left 
on'.ill who niet,h''m.. "Not'alcne a bis 

• man pliys'cillv, for he' had a giant's 
• frame and,strength, but proportionally 

big mentally. It was hist the strength 
of body and mind that one would ex­
pect', knowing h>'s splendid father, 
who still lives at tlhe family home, and 
knowing the kind of men who suc­
ceed in the North Country where cour 
age and perseverance' and ability to 
fight are brought in to dally play. 'He 
was the typical giant of the north. 

"But few men at Waslrn'gton came 
Jo know Mr. Merritt well. He was 
not here long before he was attacked 
with •vJ'hat proved t o be a fatal illness. 
But -be was here lorog enough to stu­
dy out tihlnigs and long enough for his 
friends to realize that if he were con­
tinued in -service, as he would have 
been, 'h-e would have 'been as success­
ful and useful a Member to this House 
as he rud proved, to be at AB'hi'nv in 
the Assembly' of fh'e State of New 
York." 

Mr. Moore pa?d the following trib­
ute: 

"Mr. Speaker, it is a 'sad .commen-
<ary upon 'human affairs tint I'fe must 
end, not always* in youthful maturity 
or ripened old age, but sometimes at 
that period \v5i<m it Is best equipped 
for useful public s-ervice.. The ' career 
of 'nur"Tafe "cTfTIeague, "Mrr MerrlM, at 
'he brr and In the legislature of the 
State ,.f New York, had p-enared h'm 
for" (hose higher duties .whfoh are im­
posed' 1171011 a Kopresentath'e of the 
people a l \ the Nation's Capitol.

Mr. Wallln sa'd: \ 
"Mr. Merrll't's service here was 

brief, but It was sutficlently long to 
Promise ,a brilliant and useful, career 
in the House, when a fatal malady at­

tacked him and 8ie gradually succumb-^ 
ed to the Inevitable. When Wis life 
went out a bright light was exting­
uished and a wide circle mourned. 
The sympathy of an Empirical State 
and of his colleagues-in.this Chamber 
from every State In the Union was ex 
tended Si their sorrow and affliction 
t o the members.of his family, and it 
is now we- place- on the record our 
tribute of appreciation and recogni­
tion of his ability and worth in every 
walk 'of life, and our expression of 
grief that he wtlT be with us no more" 

Mr. Parker spoke as follows: 
"Mr. Speaker, 1 consider it Indeed 

an honor to pay my tribute to the 
memory of .the Hon. Edwin A. Merritt 
Jr., a truly great and remarkable man. 
Probably n o man In this body kneiw 
Mr. Merritt *aSN*intimate!y as I, having 
been associated with 'him In ilegisla-
.ttSbJKf11*' !or over a decade, jimd d u r , 
tog. that time 'hav-tog-been, 'his imti-mait'e 
friend. „.„..„„ 

"He had the most accurate mimd of' 
any man that it has eve-j been .my-pri­
vilege to be Intimately associated with 
—few spectacular flights of brilliancy, 
but his mind always worked like an 
accurate, well-oiled machine, His fin­
al determination and opinions were 
universally accurate, so much so that 
his opinions and judgment were eag­
erly sought by tiis friends and ac­
quaintances. -He gave the best years 
of his life to the service of his_State, 
and'there is n o question'but 'what the 
same energy and ability expended in 
private life would have brought him 
tremendous personal advantages. 

"•He left his decided imprint upon 
the-policy of t'he State of New York, 
and knowing him as I did, I am abso­
lutely certai'n'^that had. he lived his 
tremendous force of character would 
have made the. same imprint upon the 
policies of the national legislation. 

"Personally, he was a most lovable 
man. The primitive surroundings of 
his youth strengthened his regard for 

I friendship, and a man that was his 
friend was indeed fortunate, for there 

j- was .no.1.sacrifice;tihatj he,..would not 
make for that friendship. One of his 

' strongest characteristics was his, en-
' (.ire and absolute loyalty to his friend". 

He'was a big-hearted, generous, intol-
' erant of the petty meannesses of Title 
'minds, but always tolerant o-f hones:

Act Creating Str« Lawrence Passed in 
1802. 

The Commercial Advertiser'of Can­
ton savs: 

"M0nd.1v. February S, was in truth 
the b'rthday of St. Lawrence Countv. 
though the act creating the countv did 
not reach its final passage until Ma.ch 
3. It \v.is Feby. S, 1S02 tlrat. the pe­
tition of 15rt, calling for the creation 
of a new county was- presented 'to the 
legislature. An old and esteemed res­
ident of this village, Miss Tmrna S. 
Brown, has not let the date slip bv 
without giving a gentle reminder in 
the fallowing written by her Feby. S. 

'One hundred fifty-six voters 
The legislature pray 
St. Lawrence County to found, 

On -the eighth day of February. . 
Of the year eighteen hundred two, 
A goodly year and true.' 
The year 1802 was a historic one 

in the annals of the county and -for-a 
quarter of a century there was strife 
over the location of t'he county bu>"!d-
togs wMch were first located at Og-
denisburg. This location was never 
satisfactory to a very large majority 
of th'e residents of the county and 
there were various attempts to secure 
a cilvanige of the county seat. The act 
that, created the change came in, 1828 
wh.'ch was followed by the abandon­
ment of Ogdwisburg as the county 
seat and the coming to Canton of the 
county buildings where • they . have 
since remained,"..., .

They were lightly 
clad fir sninvshoei'iig and suffered 
i-'.-atlv from the cold, ias they had 110 
means of nuking a fire. .-When found 
in ' rough country near McKenzle 
Pond, they were exhausted.

Coroner Metzger was summoned 
and gave his decision Mut".death was 
caused by the young man's own act, 
wfliifle In a state of despondency Jsro ' t 
on by hard study and accentuated by 
the news in the letter. The ring wias 
found in the 'bed, but t'he letter had 
been destroyed. 

The young man and his brother 
were adopted by John Kelley. . The 
boys were twins. The dead man en-
loyed the high regard ^of all who 
knew him andh i s S'3d dtiath is deeply-
regretted in t'he community.'
