CAN WORK BUT SIX DAYS. 

Pulaski Butter Maker Loses in Day of 
Rest Law Case. 

William J. Peach of Pulaski, a prom 
Snent buyer on the Watertown Prod­
uce Exchan'ge and 'the Gouverhewr 
cheese board, has lost out in the state 
court of last resort, in his effort to 
test the •constitutionality -of the «o=-
cailed day .of. rest i'aw. iMr. Peach, 
who is widely known throughout Jef­
ferson, St. Lawrence and Oswego 
counties, permitted employes to wort 
the full seven days in order to test 
the law, and not because he desired to 
be a law breaker. There is no more 
law abiding citizen in al] New York 
State than W, J, Peach, as the genial 
cheese buyer is best known. 

\An Oswego exchange sayS: 
!£r-6«"C0Wt"of appeals Friday fiand-

ed down a decision affirming an order 
of-Justice Hubbs, in which he dismiss 
ed an application for a writ or habeas 
corpus, sought by W. J. Peach, pres­
ident of the village of Pulaski,. and a 
(big cheese dealer, after the latter had 
been technically arrested for the pur-

• pose of testing the constitutionality 
of 'the day of rest law, particularly in­
sofar as it related to cheese factories 
employing over seventeen men, those 
with less being exempted from the 
provisions of the statute. ' 

"Mr. Peach permitted eight men 
and a foreman, to work seven consec­
utive days .in a cheese factory owned 
by him in Richland and was detained 
on <» warrant issued by Justice of the 
Peace George W. Morton, who placed 
Mm in the custody of the constable. 
The application for a writ of habeas 
corpus was then m'ade and the ques­
tion, of the constitutionality of the 
act formed the basis for the appeal 
on the 'denial of that motion. Mr. 
Peach took the position that the act 
was-unjust in that there is no .element 
of danger or unhealthfulness in the 
Jbusiness and t t e t cows give milk each-
•lay, which requires attention. 

• The appellate division, affirmed. Jus 
tice Mulbbs' decision and with the af­
firmance of the court of appeals, -Mr. 
Peach will be taken before Justice of 
the Peace Morton, for sentence next, 
week unless an. appeal to the United 
States Supreme Court is perfected. 
The violation, of the low is misdemean 
or, punishable wilth a fine or Jail sen-

L. Wright was •written by Carlton -E. 
Sanford: 

1 fain, would Pay am humble tribute 
on .the grave of this really noble 
woman, .not that the act or the tribute 
can or will be of any service or avail 
to her, though it may be of some lit­
tle service to us who knew her, who 
.yet tarry here for a little while. I 
would do St, we all would do it, as a 
tribute to womanly worth, as also 
from the promptings of ouir hearts and 
the warmth of our natures,. for_ho.w 
else, or how better else, can. we as­
suage'the" anguish of our own 'bereave­
ment? There is hoty a well recog­
nized .psychological law that that 
which we would keep we must first 
give away. We" who knew her, deep­
ly respected and loved her livm.g for 
her sterling character "and 'Strength of 
purpose. And now that she.has left 
lis, departed, gone hence, we .would, 
to keep heir life, heir • upright living, 
and her noble .character sweet in our 
memories, express our affection, our 
esteem.and our love that we away be 
consoled and comforted while .we 
remain. 

She was Hie daughter of George S. 
Wright and Harriet M. Eastman, and 
born Maich 21, 1859, on the farm 
which her grandfather, Caleb Wright, 
"fCofc-U'p as -a pioneer in Hopkintcn in 
1805. The grandfather Caleb died in 
1839. He .was the most successful 
man of h.is time in the town. The son 
George S. was fifteen years old on 
the.odeath..of..,his«,father. The-widow 
of Caleb, 'Mrs. Rosalinda Wright,, at 
once on. her husband's death, took 
charge of his several farms, making 
a solid farm of five hundred. acres and 
handled and conducted them,- as^also 
the other .property which came to her 
in a most capable maimer. , Mr. Geo. 
S. Wright throughout all his life was 
ever speaking in the most .complimen­
tary and loving terms of the strength 
and .business -capacity of Ms mother. 
She died on the farm which she had 
conducted and looked after so well, 
assisted by her sons Caleb, Jr. and 
Geonge S., an August 8, I860! 

In the settlement of the- estate .Mr. 
George S. Wrf'ght came into posses­
sion of the farm and most successful­
ly conducted it until his death Sept. 
11, 1905, attaining a high .position Sn 
Eastern St. Lawrence as a citizen and 
nt'snt On his death the farirf and his 
estate passed to his daughter and on­
ly child, 'Rose L, The only other 
child, Mat'tie, 'had died when only 14. 
years of age, v 

The charge and burden'of caring 
for .the -farm and estate -was .assumed 
by Rose L. with confident! courage 
and fortitude, since she-had for years 
been the confidant and boon compan­
ion of her father, who counseled and 
advised with her in practically all mat­
ters of business and as to the ways of 
business. She proved an apt student 
for she soon became one of the most 
capable, if not the most capable busi­
ness woman in all this locality. In all 
things and ways she was most careful, 
conservative, .prudent and withal pos­
sessed great 'good judgment.' \ 

The regard and love of he* father 
for her and'of her for hej'iafttfer-^was 
pleasing and most estimable.' He'was 
all to her and she was all" to him. 
Very willingly he passed his estate 'in­
to her -hands. She conducted the 
farm by a tenant for a few years when 
some' three years ago, she sold the. 
entire farm excepting ths large brick 
house and some ten acres about it 
to James H. Knowl.ton. Since then 
she- has put the premises Into splend-
*?. Sihape, making it one of, if not the 
handsomest - and best rural home in 
all these parts. In this house and 
premises she took supreme delight 
and ^spared nb pains to' make them 
cheerful, tasty and beauiKful. When 
.she became quite ill and weak and had 
forebodings as to her recovery, she 
manifested much uneasiness and con­
cern as to how this old home of her 
father's would be cared for, and into 
whose hand.s St would fall. Poor wo­
man! Weak in body; her heart and 
her spirit centered in the elegant 
home of h'er father's, made beautiful 
by her hands, which she, with 
the work of beaufifyfimg about com­
pleted must leave to the tender mer­
cies of others and the cold and calcu--
latinig finger of time. 

For some years she had made this 
place her summer home, passing the 
winters, when not traveling, in he; 

sad, oh, how sad. We do not know 
why".and .maybe it would be wrong to 
inquire. If we did jwe could not 
learn;'1"- There are many mysteries in 
this life. Our limitations are'So great 
it behooves us to accept complacent­
ly the filings unseen and unknowable. 

She was a memtvn- of the Congrs-
gational church of Hopkinton and a 
devoted christian woman. 

In 1903 .she was United in marriaige 
with Daniel Wright. 

.For some little time before her de­
mise she became sweetly reconciled 
to the fates -that were upon her and 
unfelgnedly -designed herself to God, 
and in many whispered prayers plead 
with .IHim to .mercifully. receive her 
spirit. 

She was stricken in October last 
at her home to Hopkinfon and though 
she had good .medical care and -nurs­
ing she did not seem to improve. In 
November she came to her home here 
in Potsdam where she was 'attended 
by. the best imed(cal skill to be ob­
tained, notwithstanding which she 
slowly sank- tnto^eiernal sleep on Feb. 
13 th. Her trouble seemed to be en.-
tirely internal and is understood to 
•have been initestional tuberculosis. 

With her departure the family of 
Caleb Wright, the Pioneer, disappear-!

I have' known Rose L. Wright for 
over fifty years and in all that time' I 
learned to respect her and to hold her 
in high regard..
