COLTON CASES GO OVER UNTIL 

APRIL. 

Probation Officer Getf Many Young 

Offenders. 

Tuesday, 'Feby. 16th John iPeatody 
entered a plea of guilty to am indict­
ment charging 'him with the sale of 
liquor In a no-license town, Pairishvi'lle 
last faH. Grace R. Hale is his attor­
ney . 

The forenoon, was consumed by the 
trial of Floyd Washburn on a c'jiarge 
of forgery in t'he second degree. He 
is a you»g man. who last fall lived in 
Piewepont not very far from one of 
the Labile butter factories. On Uie 
18th of Sept..ah. thfyfacfory there was 
a check in an .envelope d rawn to Mot 
ris P. Cota, a patron of the factory, 
watting for him' to call after it. IJ 
was for something over $50. That 
day defendant was at the factory and 
the check disappeared. The same day 
it was cashed by a merchant a<t Colton 
village. It was brought t o his store 
by a man who gave his name as F. • 
Clark and said he was a stranger. It 
then had the name of Cota on the 
back and this man wrote bis name "F 

• Chirk" there also and it was cashed. 
It was rejected by the 'bank on the 
ground tliat the indorsement of Cota 
was a forgery. The merchant who. 
cashed the check- swore positively 
that defendant was 'the man who bro't 
it and took away the proceeds. He 
sa'd he had known liim some years 
before and when he came in\ while 
not able to give his name, a t once .re­
cognized him as one he had prearious-

._ Ty known. There was .evidence also 
that the forged endorsement in the 
opinion, of experts~was in the hand of 
defendant. The defense was an alibi. 
The defendant swore that h e was ar 
home at the time the check was cash­
ed at Colton, and his wife and other 
members of the family 'bore Jrim out, 
and the. jury acquitted him..—'He was 
defended by Herman J. Donavin. 

And next came one of t h e Colton 
Primary 'Election cases, and , Colton 
and Potsdam were out, in force. There 
were two lindictments against Michael 
J. BarneM charging him with ^ivterinig 
a booth with a' .person not needing 

' assistance. One named Orrjn Hanes 
as the person in. the 'booth when Ba.r-
rnett entered, t h e other gave-no names 
but charged it generally, and a demur­
rer to ffiiis indictment was sustained, 
and Barnett went to trial o n the other 
T h * issue 'was kept within exceeding 
ly mar.row limits, what happened in 
the case of Hanes being all that the 
court permitted, evidence as t o what 
happened to numerous other electors 
being excluded. Hanes swore that he 
got a ballot and entered the booth, 
and. neither asked or desired assist­
ance, but that defendant fallowed hjm 
in, asked him if he was goimg to vote 
as the other boys did, and took, his 
ballot and marked it. Barnett denied 
this, admitting that he had sdme con­
versation with Hanes about the 'ballot 
•who said he did not understand it be­
cause there wasn't any emblem, and 
defendant says he explained its ab­
sence, but neither went.into the booth 
or marked the .ballot, in that case or 
any other save one old man who need 
ed help. The defense gave consider­
able ^evidence of good character, and 
lifter a short absence the jury found 
Barnett nbt guilty. He was defended 
•by Geo. W. Fu.ller and Robert Moore. 

It was expected that on Wednesday 
morning another of the Colton Elec­
tion, cases would be moved, 'but at the 
opening of court District Attorney-
Dtolan. stated that in view of the fact 
that the present panel of juro»s.had 
heard one case, 'he thought n o other 
one ought to be tried before tmVpifr- -

el. The defendants objected to any 
postponement, tout finally it was ag-.j 
reed that this term, should 'be adjourn 
ed to the first Monday in April and a 
new panel of jurors drawn. 

'Marshall LaBalrge had (been convict­
ed of mon'-su'p.part, and an appeal al­
lowed. Chas. M. 'Hale appeared for 
him and. presented affidavits on his 
behalf. Time .was granted to allow 
the District Attorney to obtain an-
swerinig affidavits.

. der. The evidence, was brief. De­
fendant was working on the bridge at 
Ogdenistiwg' last fall. He had some 
trouble over his-wages, and two wlt-
nesses swore t h a t ' shortly afterward 
he came to t'he 'bridge one mornirog at 
about 4:30 with a long gray overcoat 
on, and .that had a rifle u'nder it, and 
also a revolver; they were positive as 
to his identify. The defendant denied 
beinig there with a gun, and produced 

'several Italians who 'had never seen 
him wear a gray overcoat or- carry a 
rifle. Cartridges for both a rifle and 
revolver were found in his trun.k, and 
he admitted-that they were his, 'but 
said t'hey were left by some Spaniards 
It was-urged t'ljat he fad been mista­
ken for someone else but t h e jury 
promptly convicted him. He received 

-_a_sentenice of not-less-than a ,year -and-| 
.six-mortths-or more than three years 
in Danmeniora. Lenn G. Crary rep­
resented him. 

Victor Oa'foe of Canton was placed 
on trial charged with burglary in the 
third degree and grand larceny in' the 
second, after he had been convicted 
of a felony. • The specific charge was 
that he broke into John McCormick's 
store at Pyrites last October and stole 
four guns, some ammunition, knives, 
etc. Edgar Pea'body who says he was 
with Mm on the occasion, in- question, 
to ld 'bow Oafoe planned the job. and 
carried }t out, and how they started 
for" JRensselaer Falls, but .encountered 
the officers, and Peahrdy was 'captur­
ed with one[ of the stolen, guns and a 
knife ire his possession! while 'Dafoe 
after firing several shots, escaped, 
'shedding and lostag a, stolen macki-
naw on the way. i t appeared that 
one of -the stolen guns was found lat­

er at the -residence of Dafoe's father. 
The defense moved t o dismiss the in­
dictment, and -when that motion was 
denied, alleged that- it did .not care to 
submit any evidence, and did not care' 
to sum up the case, and so it went ito 
the jury on the charge alone, and the 
jury 'after a short absence returned a 
vd.dict of guilty. He -got'5 years and 
2 months at Danmemora,- 'Herman J. 
'Dbnavin.defended Da-foe. . 
"Tlnu'isday imorn.'wg Elmer Carbine, 
of Massena, charged with sodomy was 
placed on trial, and the case consumed 
nearly the en-tire day. r The Distr-ict 
Attoirney requested that t'he court­
room be cleared of all save jurors, 
court officers and attorneys on ac­
count of the revolting character of 
the evidence, and it was done. The 
evidence itself .fully justified such 
action. Three little toys from Mas­
sena gave most damaging evidence as 
to the relations of defendant with 
them. He denied it all,, and strove to 
prove an alibi. The jury found him 
guilty and he. received a sentence of 
not less than a year and S months or 
more than three years and four mos, 
at Dannemora. Thomas E. Shean de­
fended him. 

The 'remainder of the afternoon 
was consumed in sentencing a portion 
of the defendants who had pleaded 
guilty earlier in the term. The court 
went slowly, find'n-g out all the facts 
he could in .each, and, every.case. The 
newly appointed .probation officer of 
the county, John .M. .Nichols, received 
quite a lot of work-,as the .result .of 
the "Kiii iTg^vi^^etoidant whose sen­
tence was suspended, being warned 
that he was subject t o the orders of 
the probation officer, and that if the 
court was informed by that official 
that -things were not goimg right, a 
speedy and severe' sentence would be 
forthcoming. In each case of a sus­
pended sentence the period of p"o-
bation was fixed at three years. The 
following were the cases disposed of:

Perley Rookey of Gouverneur, for­

M. 'Hale appeared for him. 

Cecil Despaw and Alfred Garvey, 
burglary in the 3d degree and petit 
.larceny got .suspended sentences. C. 
A. -Murphy is their attorney. 

James Sha'ughnessy and Chas. Dart 
of Oswegatchie, burglary in -the 3d 
degree and petit' larcey, got suspend­
ed sentences. R, C. Sanford appear­
ed for them. 

Roy Lancaster, grand larceny in the 
2nd degree, committed at Depeyster 
last fall, was given a year at Danne­
mora. Thomas E. S'hean represented 
him. 

Earl Dennis-4s-l-Sr-he was previous­
ly convicted of a felony, and received 
a suspended sentence and is "now back' 
\vifh_a plea of guilty- to hu-rglary in the 
3rd degree and .petit larceny.' The 
court imposed a sentence, of one year 
and eight months at Dannemora. 

Charles -Trim, jointly indfcted with 
Dennis for t'he same offense, also got 
one year and eight months at Danne­

John-Jones of Gouverneurr- burglary 
in the, 3rd-degree and petit larcey, af­
ter conviction of a felony and wi th a 
suspended sentence, got a year and 
eight months at Dannemora. • Geo. H'. 
Bowers was his attorney. 

At this "point an_adjourn'ment was 
taken until Friday morning at 'which 
time the ^balance of the prisoner's were 
brought into court and the -entire fore 
noon spent in'disposing of the-m. 

IRoy Lancaster, who had been given | 
a straight yea t in Dannemora was bro't 
'back, he bein-g a first offender and the 
law providing that he -be given -an in­
determinate sentence. The new one 
he drew was not less than' a year and 
five months, or .more than .three years 
at Dannemora. 

Allen "Seavey, selling liquor without 
ITfax certificate at Parishville was fined 
$200 and given 30 days in. jail He 
was told that if he had not the money 
for the fine he, could stay 40 days 
more. He is hopelessly paralyzed, 
and will probably stay the 70 days. 
Chas. M. Hale was his attorney. 

John Peahody, selling liquor at 
'Parishville without a tax certificate, 
drew the same sentence as his pred­
ecessor. Chas. M. Hale was his at­
torney. 

•George Laniger, Heuvelton, selling 
liquor on Sunday, was fined $100 and 
given. 20 days 'in jail unless he paid. 
Herman. J. Donavin was his 'at torney.

Guy Mosher,,. Parishville, rape first 
degree on the person of a woman 79 
years 61 age, received a sentence • 'hi 
not less than 5 years or more than 8 
•years and 6 months at Dannemora. L. 
G. Crary appeared for him. 

. James Mazza, without counsel,, had 
pleaded guilty t o selling liquor in a 
no-license town, Edwards, but Ceylon 
G.-Chaney appeared for him and said 
he had made the plea under a misap­
prehension and asked leave to with­
draw it, which was done, and he .plead 
ed not" guilty and his case- went over. 

This 'closed the business of the 
term, and it was adjourned until-April 
when the o ther Colton cases come up 

The workings of the law under the 
new probation officer will be waited-
with interest. Mr. Nichols, the ap­
pointee, seems much interested in the 
work, and 'believes he can make a suc­
cess of it. It looks as if it was the 
policy of the court to turn over a 
goodly share of the first offenders to 
him, and give them a chance to amend 
but to bring them up and sentence 
them upon a relapse into their old 
wSys.

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CATTLE QUARANTINED AGAIN. 

Vermont Bars Massachusetts Animals. 

F. 1. Davis, state livestock commis­
sioner of Vermont, has announced 
that orders have been issued to rail­
roads and express companies prohib­
iting all stock ...from Massachusetts 
coming Info Vermont. This order 
was issued after discussing the -matte.-
wifh Governor Gates. 

There have been several outbreaks 
of the foot and mouth disease in Mas­
sachusetts of late, and this fact caused 
the issue of the order. Up to date' 
Vermont 'has been free from the dread 
disease, and is one of four states east 
of the 'Mississippi river In the free 
area. 

Massachusetts is ^ c e p t i n g milch 
cows from Vermont and calves were 
shipped from the state last week. 

In- all .probability Vermont will issue 
quarantine regulations not admitting 
stock from any quarantined state, M.. 
Daws saM. 

A state quarantine will not be neces 
sary to suppress the new outbreak of 
foot and mouth disease, Dr. L.,'H. How 
ard, commissioner of animal industry, 
stated in Boston. Tine recent outbreak 
has affected eight places and 249 
cattle have been condemned. 

Delegates to the United States Live 
Stock Sanitary Association^ conven­
tion I'm-Chicago-agreed that exte'mi-
nation is the only solution to the foot 
and mouth disease problem. Speak­
ers from IS states told of the means 
utilized to wipe out the ep'dem'-c in 
their localities.

In a letter to 'Mrs. McCuen-, Mrs. 
Dora Fallon. Sails, formerly of Colton, 
writes interestingly of life in Home­
stead, .Florida. She says: ' 

"This has been ' the grandest day, 
ideal June. We have had the doors 
and windows open all jday and sat on 
the veranda till dark. In fact the 
doors and windows are seldom Jlosed 
To say 1 like Florida would be express 
im-g' it mildly. There are many things 
here.,:that I do not like, but there are 
so many move that I do like that the 
balance hangs heavy on that side. The 
flowers are .pe.fectly beautiful, really 
1 never saw such .roses fill I came 
here. We have fresh vegetables from 
our own garden all the time. 
. There has 'been a bumper crop of 

grapefruit and .oranges this year, and 
one has all he wants for the asking. 
They "form a good share of our living. 
The trees are all in hloom for the 
next crop and to ride through the 
country one would think he was In a 
perfume laboratory, the air .is .charg­
ed with such fragrance. I have seen 
grojvjnjg; cotton, sugar ca.ne, rice, to­
bacco, lemons, bananas, oranges, 
grapefruit, p-neapples, and many c.'ti-
er th'ngs. Have seen sugar refined, 
ami turpentine distilled. One grand 
experience from start to finish that I 
shall never regret. 

After I had been-here a couple of 
weeks I found out there was to be a 
teachers' examinatfnn in Miami, 30 
miles north, the next week, so I b ush 
ed up a little on Florda history and 
took the exam, through curiosity. I 
endeavo-ed to tell whnt little I knew 
in eleven subjects ar-J was successful, 
much to my surprise. It had been 
such a long time since I graduated, 
and so long since I had. had any .w-ork 
above fourth grade, that 1 felt pretty 
rusty. Made an average of 8-7.3. 
Good for four years. I finished on 
•Friday and came home. Sunday got 
a telegram to fake primary 1st and 2d 
grades, here in Homestead at $60 a 
month. It's useless to say I was 
'Johnny on .the spot.' 
, 'Florida is much behind New York 

in educational lines, although if is get 
ting quite progressive. I get out at 
three every day, so have quite a little 
time to myself. 

'It seems queer to have the dark­
ness follow the sun So quickly. We 
have very little twilight, s'hoitly after-
t'he sun disappears if is lamplight. 

Democratic times have affected this 
.place as -well as every where else, Aut 
the people say if is only war. You 
could travel a week and not find a 
•Republican Provisions are very Jalgh-. 
flour $2.40 a sack today, -but am in 
hopes i t will be like sugar, -fall 'back. 
Otherwise I am afraid we "will e l f a 
good deal of hoe cake. 

As a rule I don't like the^So-uth-
erners, but I am in"their country', "So 
get along, but they are so very differ­
ent from .Northern folks, i hd the •'bit­
ter hatred of bygone days has been 
instilled till .one would think the civil 
war a-recent thing. I observed Lee's 
birthday Jan. 19, of course, but the 
children weien't told anything about 
the old rebel, for I don't know any­
thing to tell them about him." • 

NORTH COUNTRY REPRESENTED. 

Will Have Exhibit At The Panama 
Exposition.

While the general supervision of 
the New York State Exhibit has been-
under the eye of t'he State Commis-
sioni for the, Panama-Pacific Exposition 
the actual labor of collecting and .a r ­
ranging this display ' has fallen upon 
the .staff of the state geologist. The 
time available for the preparation <sf 
this e.\Mhit_:has been very limited, but 
the efficient co-operation of the pro­
ducers In the various lines of indus­
t ry has enaWed the state geologist to 
bring together an exhibit entirely in 
keeping with the reputation which 
New -York has acquired in former ex­
hibitions, ft is a matter of pride am.-
'oii'fg' those interested in New York's 
mineral and quarry products that the 
display of them has many time, result­
ed in awards for the highest merit. 

. The three iron belts of the s ta te— 
the easte n Adirondacks, the Clinton, 
and the "southeastern highlands—are 
to be represented by effective exhib­
its. Of especial int'erest in this con­
nection will be a collection of mine­
rals and rocks to be'displayed by the 
Witherbee-.Shernian Company, repre­
senting the geological occurrence of 
the' magnetities in the eastern Ad'r-
on-dacks. The student of the soeialog-
ical conditions in mining settlements, 
will be interested to see in this exhib­
it photographs of the surface and un­
derground equipment to be displayed 
by this company. 

The unique garnet mines of Essex 
county, the granite quarries of Clin­
ton- and Essex courxtie.s, the various 
products of the mining and .quarry in­
dustry of the state, such as graphite, 
pyrite, talc, feldspar, gypsum, slate, 
building stones, each has received 
special attention. Adequate and sub­
stantial cases .have beera constructed 
for the display of the exhibit, and 
it is believed that in. spite of the ' l im­
ited time, for Its preparation, it^will-|. 
prove of in teres t and—in. keeping with 
the high position whidh the state of 
New York occupies as a mineral pro­
ducing state.
