Ogdensburg Citizen! Subs'cribe $ 6 0 0 0 

Prominent business men of Ogdens 
burg consulted Friday with officials 
of the Flos Shade Roller Co. as to the 
possibility of resuming operations. It 
was decided to ask the citizens to 
subscribe toward the required' capital 
stock with the understanding that the 
indebtedness of the former Flos org­
anization is to .be liquidated, by the 
Hayward & Flos interests. 

Thej.matter was threshed but b$>- the 
committee appointed by Andrew lr-
virag:. W." T. Hayward, treasurer; Chas. 
R. Flos, .trustee, and S. F. Peavey, 
counsel of the F-kw Co.,<£nd-Mr. Kaisel 
accountant for the Jay C. Wemple Co. 
of New York and Chicago, siles agents 
for the Flos Co. The required capi­
tal stock is S25.00O, of which "S6000 
has been subscribed there.

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WANTS VEHICLE -LAW AMENDED. 

State Association Favors Changes. 

The New Y, rk State AutomoK'e 
Association. which—List year-das suc­
cessful in putting through .the legisla­
ture the bill calling for fights on all 
vehicles, has piaeed- itself back of 'a 
movement tliat .Will make a person li­
able to be 'summa-ily arrested^jjio vi­
olates this law, according' to ,an an­
nouncement made by A. J. Deer.-pres 
ide'it of the AutenwbUe. Association. 
Mr. Deer, who1 was in"Arb*ny._.tp con­
fer with Melvin Bender, general coun­
sel, regarding the legislative program 
of- the State Automobile Association, 
asserted that the present lights on. all 
vehicles bill does not have enough 
teeth in it and that the amendment to 
make a violation of the present law a 
misdemeanor was sought not only by 
motorists but by drivers of all vehi-

'cles. 
Foliow'irg the conference with Mr.. 

Bender, Mr. Deer stated that the mo­
torists of the State were very keenly-
watching the legislature-and that as 
a result the law and legislative com­
mittee of the .New York State Auto­
mobile Association had adopted the 
plan of meeting weekly in Albany dur 
ing the legislative session of I'M5. 

"The New York State Automobile 
Association." said Mr. Deer in a state­
ment, issued after the conference, "has 
approved the p-oposal to appropriate 
a certain sum of mon-ev for the elimi­
nation o f .g rad ' r -crossings. T h e - A s ­
sociation has placed itself on record 
as opposed to any legislation which 
will restrict the rights of tourists in 
'he State of New York a n d ^ s favor­
ing free in'ereourse between the 
states of ail motor traffic. 

"The passage of any law which 
wou'd tax out-of-t.he-state motorists 
«'i'u'd accomplish lust the results that 
the law-makers who favor such a meas 
lire .lo not want. In the first place, it 
would dec-ease louring so that the 
tax collected would not' amount to 
anything, and In- the second .place 
strch legislation would simply result 
'n oilier sfrtesTass'n'g-ar-bitrarv meas 
I'-res affecting New York motorists, 
v. ho invel out of the stale, and fire 
'- ->vi 'Me result would be a congiom-
ei it', II <f .irbit-arv tax measures with 
out a-'iv basis,of common sense. 

"The I aw and Legislative Commit­
tee of the Stale Association have also 
gone on record as favoring legislat'on 
for a pi'ope-rtv tax i n motor buses. A 
number of other b'Ms which it is un­
derstood h-ive been inlviduced or will 
be introduced shortly, were taken up 
and lin.il notion postponed until our 
next meeting." 

Who burns his brid'ges beh'iki him 
may ult'mately have to'swim or drown 

It Is a fact significant of 'the mirac­
ulous growth of the motor car indus­
try that the most .prominent figure to­
day In the U. S. government's efforts 
to 'reconcile capital and labor should 
tie a niotor car manufacturer. -That 
man is 'Henry Ford of Deir-oit.- And 
the testimony which he recently gave 
to the Federal Industrial Commission, 
was easily the most impressing and 
comviimcing that has ibeen -offered. A 
burst of applause swept through the 
afder.manic chamber in the- old New 
York City hall when Mr. Ford, testi­
fying, said quietly: "We will guaran­
tee to take every man out of Sing Sing 
and make a man of him." 

In explaining the purposes and the 
actual results of the stupendous Ford 
Profit-Sharing Plan Mr. Ford saidi-j-
If employers of labor have a genuine 
interest In the improvement of the 
condition .of labor, no conditions that 
-are irksome or distasteful will be laid 
upon the 'men." This is even -more 
to the point: "We cannot expect a 
man to give us his" best efforts when 
he is in- debt and has not enough to 
keep his family on." J '• 

Naturally, some of the representa­
tives of capital and large employers 

-present at the session were curious to 
know whether this distribution in one 
year of about 5)0,000,000 of • Ford 
profits "really-paid or not." 

'Mr. Ford smiles and said: "1 don't 
know Ihow you would figure that out . 
however, there has been an inoreass 
of between 15 and 20 per cent effici­
ency since the inauguration of the S5. 
a day minimum wage, and the profit-
sharing plan." 

It is Interesting to see how that es­
timate of the increased efficiency, "be 
tweeri 15 -and 20 per cent", is borne 
out in t'he production of Ford cars. 
Last year the Ford Motor. Company 
manufactured and delivered 249,340 
cars. This year, between August 1st. 
1914, and August 1st, 1015, 300.000 
Fords will ' be manufactured and sold 
at retail, an-d. that accomplished, Fc.rd 
purchasers will share in Ford profits. 
To reach the 3 00,000 mark means an 
increase of about 20 per cent. over" 
last year's production. Ford produc­
tion for August, September , October 
and November snowed an increase of 
just about 100 per cent over the cor­
responding period of last year. In oth 
er words, the Ford schedule for ful­
fillment of the 3 00,000 production 
has a margin now of nearly 80 per 
cent. Also, it is clear that Ford effi­
ciency—under one year of t'he profit-
sharing plan— has increased between 
15 and 20 per cent, as Mr. Ford con­
servatively stated to the Federal In­
dustrial Commission. 
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GOOD ROADS FOR THE FARMER: 

Wlvat the farmer needs most is a 
road from the farm to the nearest 
railroad station, according to Dr. B. T. 

-6alloway, deaTrrrrf^i-he-state-^iUege~cf-
agriculture -in a ,talk during the ..pres­
ent week farmers' exercises at Cornell 
He stated further that wiiat was need­
ed most was more miles of dirt, sand-

j&iy or gravel instead^of so many 
highways. 

He commerced highly the nation­
wide movement for good roads, but 
felt that a great deal of the work had 
been undertaken without due consid­
eration of all the facts involved. • He 
pointed out that; onlv ten per cent of 
all the 'oads in the United States had 
been improved. <~>f the individual 
states Ohio leads with 27 per cent of 
'nip', ved r..ads; New Jersey nas 23 
per cent. New York IT per cent or 7-
per cent ab.'v'e the average rf the 
country as a whole. -Pennsylvania 
has oniv 4 'pe . .cent of its ro.uis im­
proved. 

He'mainta'ns that the farmer'is noi 
specialiv interested in "highways and 
that too much attention has probjblv 
been given roads of this type—tha-
wli.it the farmer wants is a r.'.ad which 
is good.-enough for the readv trans-
poitation of'his products and his sup­
plies, and not so ex-pensive that he is 
, verburdere'd to build it or maintain 
•;. He advocates the building-of the 
sard-clay roads and roads made of 
Riave'l-cr other readily ' available ma­
terial. 

The movement fojr federal aid for 
good roads has depended on a num­
ber of factors, according to the direc­
tor, one of the chief of which has 
been the influence of the automobile 
owner and manufacturer. In addition 
to this there have been demands made 
on Congress for highways connecting 
cities which have -been planned to 
parallel railway and trolley lines. Al­
together, so the director states, about 
fifty *ills have been' introduced in0the 
past five years, and -he has had occa­
sion to follow. the legislation, closely 
in "connection with his former work 
as assistant secretary of the United 
States department of agriculture. 

Offerimg constructive details as to 
what a proper federal road bill should 
include, the director made the follow­
ing points: First, 'that any legislation 
for. good roads should involve CO-OPT 

eration between the states and the 
federal government, and that under 
this co-operation the states should fur 
pish funis equal to those appropria­
ted by the .govem-mertt or dou'Me 
.'hose set aside th-ough federal ap-
propip'a.tiop.Si Second, a combined 
federal and slate fund should be us'ed 
for construction onlv. the stales ,as-
sum'ng all" responsibility for'-'mainte-' 
nar.ce. .His reason for this is that the 
.government ca'rniot commit itself to 
expense for maintenance for an indefi 
rite pe-iod, and further, the eonvmnn-
itv wh'lch uses the road reasonably 
shou'd be expected to keep it un. The 
smallest unit to be dealt with by the 
•federal authorities should -be the 
state, wliVlu-rfiOu'd develop an oroan 
tzation.jn the slate Irchwav der-a>-l-
ment to handle the work mucih as the 
oTgairzation has been developed in 
the state aprictillural colleges fir the 
h.ii'dl;ng of agiiculttiral extension 
work under' the Lever act.

ROBINS ARE MOST NUMEROUS. 

Bird Populat ion Should Be Much 
Greater. 

A census of birds of the United 
States announced by "tne department 
of agriculture, shows an . average of 
60 pairs of English sparrows to the 
square mile or seven to every 100 of 
the native birds throughout the coun­
try. 

The robin is shown to be the most 
numerous bird with the English spar­
row a close second. In the Northeast 
robins averaged six pairs to each farm 
of 5S acres, while English sparrows 
averaged five pairs per farm. Taking 
100 robins as a unit other birds were 
noted in t'ne following proportions: 

,Cat birds 40, brown thrusfiers 37, 
house wrens 2S, King birds 27, and 
blue birds 26. 

As for.density of population on each 
acre of farm land there was an aver­
age of cne pair of birds. 

The bird population is much less 
..than it ought to be according to de­
partment experts, who claim that if 
birds were- given _ more protection 
there would be an increase in num­
bers.

Ghap'n distinguished himself in hi: 
tie :n the storming of Fort Fisher on 
Lmuarv IF. 1S65, when the I'-'.-i 
forces under the late Ma.i. Gen. N M. 
Curtis i f Ogdensburg captu-'ed the 
rebel stronghold ard' earned fo" ' ':< 
captor the title "Hero of Fort Fisher'" 

Recently a_ wr t e r in a New ).'.o?k 
paper pointed out that tne .open s ; \ ' r 

of fori-nat:on used so successful^' :n 
the present European war. was invent 
ed by Gen. Curtis, and was used for 
the first time in the attack upon '&*: 
Fisher. Curtis lost an eye in the bat­
tle. 
- Chapin responded to_a call for vol­
unteers to lead a column. . He was 
then.a boy of 16. 'His comrade of the 
same age fell: in -the charge of Co. G. 
142nd regiment, which was recruited 
in Ogdnsburg. 

In the .package sent to Mr. Chapin 
was the 'Congressional medal of hon-
)or, "awarded for distinguished gal­
lantry." It is of gold and embossed 
in green are the words: "Valor, Un­
ited States of America. .The Congress 
to Alaric B. Chapin. C o . G , 142nd N. 
Y. Infantry Volujiltears, Fort Fisher, 
N. C , Jan. 15, 1S65."

-On Jan. 25, 1915, telephonic com­
munication! was held' between New 
York and San -Francisco. This was 
'.he first time that the human voice 
had ever been transmitted across the 
continent, or in any- other direction 
for such a great distance. 

The circuit when put up" extended-
•from New York to Washington, D. C , 
Jekyll Island, Geongia, and California. 
From the capital, President Wilson 
spoke to President Moore of the Pan­
ama-Pacific Exposition, while the 
president of J h e American Telephone 
and Telegraph Co. "listened in" from 
Jekyll Island. Before this, however, 
Dr. Alexander Graham Bell, inventor 
of the telephone, seated at a desk in 
Gotham, talked with Thomas A. "Wat­
son in San Francisco. These' two men 
the first to.S-peak across the continent 
were also the first ever to use the tel­
ephone.—From the March Popular 
Mechanics M'agazine.
