appreciate' the great mass of often be 
wSJderimg statistical and scientific data 

Friends of reasonable restriction 
are. therefore .planning to put the facts 
before the public. Some of these, 
facts, Mr, Burnett, Mr. Gardner and 
others say, will astonish the igreat 
bulk of the voters when, they are thof 
oughly realized.
