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OLDEST RIVER IN WORLD 

ST. LAWRENCE HAS ALWAYS BEEN 

HERE. 

SING SING MUST GO. 

State-Wide Campaign To Abolish The 
Prison. 

Unchanged Since The Beginning of 

Creation. 

What is the oldest river in d ie 
world?. The St. Lawrence. It is also 
one of the few rivers that did not have 
to make its own 'bed, and has remain­
ed unchanged since the very 'begl-nninig 
of the American continent, says a 
Montreal writer. 
u T r y to think of the time wfte-n the 

«ar-rh was covered by a mass of water, 
hot, stemming,, and often •tremendous­
ly disturbed by the throes., of a 'globe 
Jienieath it that was shrinking because' 

. It was -becoming cooler. As the globe 
Shrunk, every particle of 'the outside 
was naturally pulled 1n toward the "ceo 
fre, and the hardening crust, which 
could not be packed any more solidly 
than it was, had to -wrinkle, staking 
down here, and bulging up somewhere 
else. After a time certain of these r.i-
sta'g ' wrinkles, or folds, the thicker, 
or -finmer,. parts of the earth's crust, 
stood the stran, and became perma­
nent ridges." The oldest of them that 
geologists knSWT. and apparently the 

""f irs t - that bulged up above the univer­
sal ocean and remained high and dry, 
was the broad mass on .which Canada 
now rests. - It is a part of the original 
crust of the earth, and we can see it 
today, wherever it is n&t covered 'by 
newer rocks or soil, just as it erystal-
ized and cooled out of the primeval 
molten mate ial. 

This mass formed a broad V from 
Labrador down to Lake Huron, and 
thence nrrthewestwa d. to Alaska; .on 
account of its shape geologists call- it 
the Canadian Shield. It is the oldest 
land known, and apparently the.very 
strongest, for there are no sipis of 
any extensive changes in it (except 
tlh.e wearing away of the surface),, 
since it first rolled the ocean off its 
Shoulders. r - * 

-Off-the easte-n coast of this primi­
tive- continent lay a Chain of lofty 
islands, about-on the line of the Blue 

'"Kidge, .the White Mountains, the-Maine 
coast, and .Nova -Scotia. Between 

., these islands aiid_the_m-ainiland .was„a_ 
<roughjItke space that ran -from east-

• cr-n Quebec southwestward -to Ohio, It 
was itwo or three* hundred miles wide. 

. *nd •filled "with a shallow sea, and just 
.outside th'e island chain was the great 

holilo-w that held the Atlantic ocean. 

Time went on. Fof ages the strain 
ing and cracking of the.. shrinknrg 
globe, earthquake, sun and frost potra 
ding surf, running water, blowing gales 
ice—all labored to tear down the 
mountains and carry the wreckage of 
rocks and dust away into the valleys 
and seas, in layers and shales, sand-
stOTenuid wtiaTriot, were Jaid^dowfT 
in that narrow, trough-like sea be­
tween the chain of islands and the con 
tin-ent. 

.All these "sedimentary" rocks were 
.and weak, -eonnpared-with the sol-

yl-anite deeply rooted on ei-the-r 
side of them; and the trough itself, a 
sagging fold, was a line of weakness 

'the crust. As the load of deposits 
heavier and heavier, Jhe floor 
trough slowly yielded, and as 

it sank toward the heated region be-
law, the under side melted and grew 
thinner" and thinner. 

That could not go nn forever, and 
soon the continual shrinking of the 
globe and the enormous pressure of 
the weight of the ocean became ' rre-
sistible. -The Canadian Shield was im­
movable.' so the rock in, the trough 
began to bulge or crumple ail along 
Ms length. Gradually, not all.at once, 
but by slow and varying movements, 
these folds were squeezed up, which 
in their broken and worn-down form 
we know as the Appalachian moun­
tains. 

Toward the south there was room 
for this action to 'be rather gentle 
*nd regular, but in ffne fat northeast 
the trou-gh was narrow; and the soft 
rocks were set on edge, overturned 
and-spiiimt-ered against the solid con­
tinent. Very early 'm the struggle a 
great fracture of the earth's cru.it oc-, 
curred here alon.g a curviwg northeast 
*nd southwest line. It left, a deep and 
bro*d . trench betw-een the crushed 
and displaced rocks of , the trough -and 
Hie granite shore of the. Canadian 
Shield. Into -this ' trench rushed all 
toe interior waters of the continent, 
dr-ainin'g away to the sea, arid the St. 
L»wrence»river was ibarnl There, no 
doubt, i t will remain as, long as -the 
ear.Ht keeps its present form. 

At t ha t time there was no Gulf of 
St. Lawrence. T f e land extended out 
to a coast that stretched 'unbroken 
(from Nova Scotia to Labrador. The 
present gulf is the result of a sinking 
of t i e coast region. Most of it as 
very shallow, but a chart of soundtagS 
shows tlhe ancient river bed as a chan­
nel winding out between •Newfounid-
lind and Cape Breton to the deep 
ocean. 
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To abolish Sing Stag, to prevent 
the ibuilding of a huge cellblock at the 
present prison, and t o establish a farm 
indust-rial prison in. place of Sin-g Sing 
in the country, not too far from New 
York, are the principal .features of a 
State-wide campaign now being con­
ducted by the Prison'Association oT 
New York and 'by members of the Pri­
son 'Reform' -Co'ini'riission'. and mem­
bers of the Women's Department of 
the National Civic Federation. Among 
those -who are ftghtimg .any plan to re­
build Stag Sing as a permanent prison 
at a huge expense t o the state, are 
Richa.rdoJM, Hurd, President of the 
Lawyers' Mortgage Co. of tfea- York; 
Prof! George V . ' Kirchwey of Colum­
bia University, Miss Anne Morgan, 
Mrs. August Belmont, Mrs. 'Francis 
MaNeil Bacon, Jr., Miss Maude Wet-
more and Miss Emily Cross of the Wo­
men's Department o.f the National Fed 
er.atiorr, and members of the Joint 
Committee on Prison Reform; .Dr. O. 
F. Lewis, General Secretary of the 
Prison Association, and Dr, E. Stagg 
Whitin of the ...National Committee on 
Prison Labor. - ,; 

The Prison- Association has long 
maintained that Sing.Sjnig prison- i s ' a ' 
disgrace t o the State of New York. 
"It never can -be- satisfactorily made 
over 'by any rebuilding of cell-blocks." 
sa'd Dr. 0 . F. Lewis. "There is not a 
single modern buildin.g in -the .entire 
Stag Stag-plant except the new p'owar_ 
house '.and perhaps the Warden's 
house. To cause the State to enrbarkr 
on the rebuilding of Sin.g Sing would 
be the height cT folly and extrava­
gance,'in my opinion, and would ulti­
mately cost the State m'-llions. We 
believe in a farm, industrial prison 
with- wide acreage, with as .inexpen­
sive buildings as possible, 'constructed 
by prison labor, -and"with a great va-. 
Wty %of open-a'r occupations. The" 
results obtained at Great -Meadow pris 
on in our own State have shown us 
the way." 

The Prison Reform Commission 
among whose members are .Thomas 
Mott Osborne, now Warden of Sing 
Sing; John B. Riley, State Superinten­
dent of Prisons, -and Professor Geo. 
W. Kirchwey of Columbia University, 
has strongly recommended that . Stag 
Stag be abolished and that.the settled 
policy of the. Stale, declared in 1906 
by act of the legislature, providing 
for the abandonment of that ' ins t i tu­
tion and the provision for' a new pris-
in elsewhere, b e carried into effect 
without delay. The report of the 
Commission, ireads' as- follows: 

"Neither would "it be fit or. proper 
to rehabilitate the institution by the 
erection of a new cellblock on t h e 
present site. It would 'be a doubtful 
measure of economy to fix and stereo 
type conditions for at least, another 
generation when -the times are ripe 
for the establishmenf of a place ,of 
detention on new lines, better situa­
ted t o modern penological science."

They Purchase Nearly SO Per Cent. 

Of Mach ines . 

Nearly one and a half million auto­
mobiles have been sold in the United 
Sta'tes.-simce. 1912, when the -business 
mav be said really to have begun.' 

The number of these machines that 
have gone to the scrap heap is as yet 
negligible for commercial reckoning. 
The^oldest is only 12 to 13 years old. 

-Every one has seen the quaint old-
timers in- daily service. 

These facts cause many to wonder 
where the hundreds of thousands of 
automobiles manufactured each year 
will go. They figure tha t there is now 
one automobile to each 70 or 80 peo­
ple in. the country. How many possi­
ble purchasers remain, to be supplied?

Tupper Lake Murderer Shattered the 
Nerves in Shoulder. 

Jack Morijson, the Canadian who 
shot and almost instantly, killed Ezra 
Alpert, a popular young man e t Tup­
per Lake Junction on the eveni'n-g of 
January 2, and then attempted sui-
c'de with the same gun with 'which he 
shot Alpert, will never regain the use 
cif his Jeff arm. 

The muscles of the arm have al­
ready begun to shrink and wither, so 
that at the present time the member 
is scarcely more than half as large as 
trinSot'her. The nerves were shattered 
by the bullet in I ts flight through the 
fleshy part of the shoulder and the 
statement which Morrison has made 
so many times that "his left arm felt 
as though there were a million" need­
les sticking in it" bears out the''tlheop' 
that it is fast losing its vitality and 
strength. 

The man talks little and thou.gh' he 
is strong enough to sit up for a cou­
ple of -hours each day, he maintains 
his attitude of reticence.

The marks' are caused'by what! are 
called "compression failures," which 
occur when the fibers bend or buckle 
u.nder a too heavy strain. In cuittln.g* 
u p logs collected -for experiments at 
t h e laboratory, it was noticed t h a t 
these compression- .failu'res appeared 
on the north side of a -number of 
trees which came -from t h e same lo -
fiality- to Florida. By countinig the 
anmual rings of the wood and from 
Knowledge of -the time wh-em it was 
cu t .in the forest, it was decided t h a t 
the compression -failures must have 
been- caused by a severe" wind 'from 
t h e south about flhe'yeair 1898, 'In­
quiries were made in Florida and it 
was found that a hurricajne had, in 
fact, swept over the -region at the 
t ime Indicated. 

The experiments have determined 
that the str-eragth of a piece of wood 
may be seriously impaired by slight 
compression- failures due to rough 
handling. Dropping a beam across a-
.skid may cause a compression- failure 
at the point at which the' TVeam strikes 
tlhe s'k'rf and it will be a t this point 
t ha t the beam gives • -way . when ' At 
breaks under a strain t oo severe for 
t h e weakened fibers to withstand. 
Hitherto unaccountable breakage in 

.hickory wagon spokes and other pre­
sumably strong material a r e now a t ­
tributed to compression failures caus­
e d , '̂ 'y wind storms in the pedod of 
growth or by hard usage in lumbering 
and manu'facturin-g processes.

Albany—Governor Whitman has sei»t 
to the legislature the following spe­
cial message, on extravagance by the 
state workmen's compensation com-

Such a dehciency is cuusetl either 
by-.tho intentional failure lo~provme sullleieut 
tunds in an appropriation bit!, or by great 
extravagance, or both, in this instance Lie 
uutortunute condition of tho uduiiuiHtt-ut-iou--
of the law by the workmen's eouipensution 
commission stems to be due to bom cuuses.

1 ue luw creating the Co'ti 
mission-provides that it shall llioe us prin­
cipal otlice at A'll.ttny. Instead of this it 
hits hired ua' ofiice in the .City of .New X'ork 
ut an uunuul rental of thirty-live thuusuud 
dollurs. Its bilLtor tlie lurnislnugs et muse 
omees is absurdly extravagunt. The rate ot 
compensation paid to enii-.o>ces is inexcus­
ably hlfch, one special counsel receiving ten 
thousand dollurs lor three months' services. 
The number of employees seems gross.y 
excessive. 

\t hue the average expenditure of the Com­
mission seems to liuvu been up to this time 
in excess ol a bundled thousand' dollurs- u 
month, 1 .shall recouilnond an .uppropiiullon 
for the balance of the liscul year of not more 
than one-half of that amount, or a totul ap­
propriation of four hundred and twenly-bve 
thousand dollnvu. While 1 am unwilling to 
recommend an appropriation insufficient for 
the effective operation of the Commission, I 
beg leave to communicate to tho legislature 
my sincere hope that in the re orguuizut.bn 
of the Commission, a way may be found to-
reduce the expenses of tne commission to at 
figure considerably less than this.

This special message was prompted 

by a report from State Comptroller 
Travis in which he stated that his ex. 
perts had made a searching.investiga­
tion .into the affairs of the compensa­
tion commission- because that body 
reported its appropriation was ex­
hausted and immediate' funds weio 
needed to carry, on its work. His ex­
perts found that the commission had 
be'en extravagant in payment of ex­
cessive salaries, high rent for'offices 
in NevV~ToTir"and elsewhere and for 
"the . costly furnishings therein, 
amointing almost to luxury."

These paragraphs in the comptrol­
ler's report show how the up-to-date 
rura l taxpayers are taxed to furnish 
cheap compensation insurance in-, the 
manufacturing districts: 

Maintenance of Insurance Fund.—-The 
law governing the Workmen's Coni(..-iisat.l,iif 
Commission provides that until January' 1, 
1&17, all the expenst't t.f tin. State insurance 
Fund shall be borne by tin- Suite. There is 
nothing to indicate tq., what extent tin- Legis­
lature intended to fiuhsitlizp this fund.-but 
the fact is that if this provision of law re­
mains unchanged, and the cost of administer-
ing the fund continues as' at present, the 
State will have contributed by January 1 
1817, over $450,000. 

It Is recommended that a study be made 
of this feature at once by.- experta of the 
State Insurance Department, to determine 
if this fund will be self-suataining before the-
time now fixed. It is not unlikelv that such
