ON NUISANCES 

PUBLIC HEALTH HINTS 
Prepared Each Week For the Readers of This Newspaper by t h e New 

York Sta te Department o f H e a l t h . 

So Tired of Burninf, Aching, Calloui-

ed Feet and Corns? Use "Ti i . " 

AN"EW section of t h e State Sani tary Code deal ing with "nuisances 
which may affect life and hea l th" goes into force this we.ek in 

- ,all t h e towns and^villages of New York statV, These new regu­
l a t i o n s should make it much easier to secure P R O M P T and effective 

control of unsani tary condit ions t h a t i t has been in . the -pas t . . 
The aba tement of nuisances res ts primarily with the. local Boa rd of 

Health in each town or village. T h e public heal th law s ta tes that 
"every such local board shall order t h e suppression and removal of all 
nuisances and condit ions detr imental to life and hea l th found to exist 
within t h e municipal i ty ." \ 

There. .are many kinds of nuisances, some of which are merely offen­
sive (having'"ii'"bad smell or an unsightly -appearance, but not likely to 
cause disease). The new section of the Sanitarv Code deals onh; with 
those which MAY A F F E C T L I F E A N D H E A L T H . It provide!-
that complaints of such nuisances "which may affect heal th" must* In. 
promptly investigated by the local health officer and a full report fired 
by him with the local board within five days of his receipt of t h e conV 
plaint . If. hjs report s ta tes that the re is a nuisance .likely to affi'd\ 
health whiclf has not bectixabated the local hoard imi*t promptly nice! 
and take acftiun, and a report of its action must ho filed with t h e Stuti 
Commissiomof Health within t'orty-eifiht hours after its entry. If th-
Statc t ' omlnWioncr deems pu t l i e r action necessary he may then ordc: 
t h e local board. to take sucb 'act ion. 

With the copies.of this new section of the code t h e State Cornnnt 
sioner of Health has recently sent a circular letter to the presidents o! 
local Boards of Health which contains a list prepared bv the Publii 
Heal th Council »f "cer ta in of the M ( > i r K " " n r P n T n \ \ X T condit ions 
anv of which, in its opinion, inavc.-nn-sii.tute a nuisaneif L I K E L Y TO 
A F F E C T H E A L T H . " A few of these conditions which the average 
citizen is likely to mine in contact with and to which he may well call 
the a t ten t ion of the local health ollicer are the following: 

Bakeries, res taurants and other places where fyod is prepared 01 
c,served tha t art^ not kept in a clean and.-sanitary condit ion, or in which. 

persons, who have any communicable disease ajvj'inipjoycd, or for which 
suitable toilet facilities are no t -prov ided , or in whi ib rats, mice and 
vermin are conspicuously present. 

Spoiled I T diseased moots, whether exposed and offered for" sa le or 
being t ranspor ted or kept for sale. 

The discharge of sewage within the municipality or of excreta into 
water courses used for dr inking, ba th ing or the cult ivation of shellfish. 

The discharge of stables, hogpen or manure leachings wi th in o 
municipali ty or drainage into a public water supply. 

Barns or stables, hogpens, chicken yards or manure piles so main 
lained as to be a fruitful breeding, pla'ce of flies. 

The discharge of sewage, garbage or any oth^r organic filth i n t o oi 
on any public place in such a way t h a t transmission of£ infective mate­
rial may result t h e r e b y ... • 

Privies not screened against "flies in populous dis t r ic ts and privies 
presumably polluting t h e ground or surface water from whjch a public 
water supply is obtained.^-''
