President 
Pert and Messrs! Brown, Woods, Per­
kins and Sutherland of the Board were 
present. A large number of bills were 
ordered paid. 

V. A. Stoughion and C. P. Scheller 
of the Northern Power Company ap­
peared before the board in regard to 
submitting a proposition for lilghjfmg 
the streets of the village. The repre­
sentatives of the power company made 
n o definite -propositior» to the 'board, 
other than to ascertain its sentiment. 
It is unlikely that any definite action 
will ,be» taken along this line at the 
present time,.it was stated yesterday. 
It is believed that the power 'company 
would "be willing to put in a'bid should 
the opportunity arise. 

Mr. M inkier appeared'.-before the 
board in regard to leasing the Pest 
House on the Norwood road. 

Moved by Mr. Perkins, seconded by 
Mr- Brown that the Pest House prop­
er ty h'e leased to 'Mr. H. H. Minkier 
for a term of five years at an annual 
rental of $60 per year and that the 
President be' authorized to secure such 
lease. Carried.

Two of these are 
worthy of special attention. Tne el­
ectors will ballot •upon a proposition 
involving no extra expenditure t o add 
to the duties of the water board the 
care of the electric light plant. At the 
present wne this, plan is under the 
supervision of the board of trustees. 
It is. located immediately adjacent to: 
the municipal pumping station, gets 
its water power from the same dam. 
•uses a part of the same building, and 
is partially operated from the same, 
'boiler. Under present conditions, 
however, ft is necessary to carry two. 
complete accounts for alii material us­
ed, h'ils for one plant have to be- di­
vided 'between the . two and employees 
who work in bolih get a part of their 
salary from one and the balance from 

' the other. Superintendent Littell is 
responsible to both the •board of trus­
tees and the board of water comm^s-i 
sione^s.

The second proposition revives the

priate $'1,500 to investigate possible 
sources "of~supply which m'jrW be 
ut-il'zed -by the" village. The money 
would be taken from the surplus now 
available in the water fund. •

INSANE CONVICTS ESCAPE. 

Four Make A Getaway From Prison a t 
Dannemora. 

Four insane convicts -made their e s ­
cape from Dannemora state prison h a s 
pital late Friday afternoon, and the 

officers1 who were searchirajflox the>rn_ 
have not succeeded in effecting tKeir 
capture, althouigh they have received 
positive in formation that they 'have 
been seen going over Danhemor-a, 
mountain. 

AM of the four men are young and 
none of them is viciously insane. One 
is an Italian and the others are Amer­
ican bom. That the men had .planned 
to escape is thou.ght 'by .the authori­
ties of the asylum t o be almost a cer­
tainty. The men, together with o th -

.er inmates of the institution, were at 
work on. the new~~wiwg"of-the asylum, 
and durinlg a heavy fog which fell 
shortly before the hour they ore tak­
en back into the asylum they made -a 
break for liberty. 

As scon as their absence—was dis­
covered .by, the officer in charge of 
the gang he reported the escape t o 
Superintendent North, who immedi­
ately sent out a lange' force of attend­
ants in search of the runaways? The 
officers soon learned that the con­
victs had been seen going over Dan­
nemora mountain, and .this informa­
tion was telephoned throughout that 
section with the request that a look­
out be kept .for the men.and that they-
be arrested and returned to the asy­
lum. A' reward of $50 is offered for 
the arrest of each' of the runaways, 
and it is probable that their liberty is 
short lived. 

"Tne asylum authorities state t ha t ' 
with the possible exception of t h e 
Italian none of the men would make 
any resistance if» a person- attempted 
to take them into custody, and tha t 
it is doubtful if^eyen an Italian would" 
put up a fight against 'arrest.

CLARKSON WINS FROM ST. MICH. 

An interesting story of a fleecing 
by professional card sharps which 
would do credit t o the New York ,Ten 
derloin, 'but which the victim claims 
occurred in this village, was told by 
him here last week.- The story that 
one or two who have taken- the trou­
ble to investigate, state is substantia­
ted,' might throw a sidelight o n con­
ditions here well worth investigating 
by the district at to mey's office. 
• The victim is a. young man employ­
ed as a representative hy one of the 
largest insurance comsafctes in this 
country. In the course of hiis duties 
he - comes into possession of consid­
erable sums of t h e caimpany's money. 
He had $300 belonging to them at a 
recant visit in tihis village. While 
here* the young man met a couple of 
affable strangers who suggested a lit­
tle game of caids to while away the 
weary hours. The game was artrang1-
ed and started in a resort which has 
borne none too savory a reputation 
for some time. It was not lonig- be­
fore it developed into a full-fledged 
poker night. The insurance man at 
first put up what money of.Jiis own 
he had about him and ' in an effort to 
recoup his losses he drew on his em­
ployers' funds. He kept drawta'g un­
til he transferred the whole of theirt 

$300 first to the table and from there 
into the ipockets of -his acquaintances. 

It took the young man a few hours 
to study m a t t e s out and he then 
came to the conclusion that he had 
been done properly. He had describ­
ed the partners t o an acquaintance, 
who recognized them as several of 
the best known professional card 
Sharps operating in this part of the 
state. It "is stated that these men 
have been hanging about this village 
and other towns in this immediate vi­
cinity for some time, and that their 
earnings in crooked, poker games. have, 
run weTT Tnto the *f«ousands. The 
young rnar?'B3ecide*i~\> make a clean 
breas't 'of the' whole affair and told 
his employers all about it, making no 
atteTi-pt to shfeid 'himself. W h a t a c -
tjon they took is not known. 

This is hot the first time that sto-
es of this .sort have been in circula­

tion recently, but it is one of the few 
definite instances which* have become 
generally known. A poker joint that 
had been in operation a few weeks in 
another section of the village was 
closed last fall "by the police, a warn­
ing to the proprietor being sufficient 
to cause him to shut up shop. This 
establishment, however, was but small 
fry compared to the game in' which 
the insurance man s i t and-the forme-
was at least on the' level. IfAvas sta­
ted at police headquarters yesterday 
that no complaint had been made ab­
out the $300 loss.

Recommends Five New Fire Hydrants 

And Purchase of Hoisting Appnf~*~J 

ratus For Pump Houie Gates. 

The annual repor t of Superintend­
ent George A. Littell of the water de­
partment has been ' submitted t o the 
Board of Trustees. Expenditures as 
shown by Supt. Littell's report cover 
expense of 1734 feet of'extended, main 
and about 2934 feet of relaid pipe in 

•place of the old mains removed. The 
-total cost amounts t o $3915.05, of 
'w>hi'Ch,,$;2724.36 went for material and 
$1190.69 for tabor. Eleven- new 
main gates have' heen installed, huk-
isiig 180 main gates in the system. 
Two "new -hydrants have been added, 
giving a total of 106. The village now 
has ,a total of 12J^ miles of water 
mains. Six breaks occurred on mains 
during 1914 which, cost $78.50 to 
repair. 

Inohis report Supt. Littell says.in 
part as follows: 

"At present we have about 4.00 ft. 
of old cement pipe left in. the ground 
—300 feet from Maricet street to the 
power house, and loo feet from Elm 
to Lerpy street. We have on hand 
enou,gh S inch pipe to relay the old 
main on Raymond street; also to relay 
the piece at Elm and Leroy streets and 
place a hydrant af-*he )unotion_._.at_ 
.Lawrence avenue and Leroy street, 
which .if done would give .Leroy St.* 
and Lawrence avenue great ' l i re pro­
tection. At the present writing we 
have had hut very little troulble with 
freezing compared with other jvinijers. 
The niew water kettles have not had 
to be thawed, and!,, this winter the one 
in French Village, 'better known, as the 
'Frog', froze and 'burst, the .pipe which 
had t o be .repaired at the expense of 
$10. 

"For the last three months we have 
been trying to locate trouble we were 
having with the large Gould Pump. 

^Every valve was taken out, also the 
/ & t o n and put -back fne best that 
could be done, but we received no 
!^a?fl't frojn ^u,-- ^6jfc. Th-en I de­
cided to take the suction pipe up and 
see if there was any trouble with- the 
foot valve.' It proved to be the worst 
thing that ever came to~ light. Tltf 
cast iron screen which has "openings 
•of ?4x4 inehef were so badly corrod­
ed it would have been impossible (to 
insert a knife blade. The trouble was 
.the pump could not -get water enough 
for-one-set" of "Cylinders, and there are 
three. Both pumps have 'been- over­
hauled this winter with1 the exception 
cf the suction on the 'small pumn, 
which will be attended to at once. Al­
so, I would ask t o be allowed to clear 
the connections between the water 
chambers. They have become corrod 
ed so that they are all one inch small­
er than when they were put in and 
cause .a great deal more frict-'on. 

"I would recommend to tne-Boa-d 
that we buy five new hydrants to take 
the place of old- ones that have been 
in use. Since the plant was built over 
forty years they have all been broken 
and repaired by riveting o,n a piece of 
iron which does not strengthen the 
head but fixes it so that it can be op­
ened and closed, but the head is lia­
ble to break away in open-'ng and in 
closing. ' Repair parts cannot be got 
for this style of hydrant and all the 
parts that have been taken out have' 
been used.
