McNALLY'S FALL FROM GRACE. 

Canton's "Finest" Takes A Fall JFrom 
, The Water Wagon. 

The Commerdal Advertiser of Gan-
ton says : 
,., "Parirolman. John .MeNaHy, who has 
made a very efficient policeman" ' on 
the streets of this village for several 
months past, fell from grace during 
the week and was suspended from 
the foTCe and toSd t o go and .sober 
up. Instead of taking kindly advice 
given^ 'hfar~by~~m-any people h'e pro­
ceeded t o drown his sorrow at every 
brook by the way and was a. pitiable 
object Saturday night when, he was 
put t o !bed at one of the host'ejries 
that had assisted in his undoing. ' As 
a result of .his .further digressions 
from .the stWaight and narrow path 
that1 a policeman should travel, his 
permanent expulsion from h'.s position 
followed. - McNailly's case is an- unfor­
tunate one as he has a wife and six or 
seven young children who are depen­
dent o n h.ks income for a living. He 
was brought here from Ogdensburg, 
and since going on t h e force has made 
an excellent record and would have 
without doubt continued to hold his 
positfon if he had remained sober. It 
is stated in this connection tha t after 
tire officer's first suspension and when 
at was known thait he was'-nn proha, 
tioiv, certain individuals wlu'le claim­
ing t o he h's friends assisted in his 
further tobogganing by helping -him 
to more whiskey and there were bars 
that s tood invitingly open to him and 
ait some of these bars he drank while 
in an intoxicated condition." 

Stephen LarrOw of W'MtehalU a. fire­
man in the employ r! :he Delaware & 
Hudson, Co., on S.:i.'u;rdiay morning was 
ground 'to pieces by the train, on which 
he was usually employed as fireman. 
The accident occurred less thorn a mile 
south of Clemens, the first station 
north of Whitehall, shortly atiter mine 
o'clock im the forenoon, the unfor­
tuna te , mm being asleep between t'he 
rails a t the t ime 'he met his death. 

Lanrow had gone from Whitehall to 
d e m o n s to at tend a. dance, and dur­
ing t h e night he hod engaged in. a 
fight. He went Itto the Olemoois sta­
tion and not finding the ticket office 
open he broke tlhe window with his 
Tistjand offered to fight all parsons in 
sight. 'Later he started-to walk, to 
Whitehall amid when about a mile south 

'of ClemonS he evidently became tired 
after 'Ms night of gaiety and without, 
realizing his danger lay down between 
the tracks for a sleep. 

He had been, .asleep but a short 
time when passenger train No. 1, due 
in Platt'sburg at 1:05, came in sight. 
The engineer saw two men up the 
track ia considerable distance ahead of 
him, and when wi thin .a shor t , 'dis­
tance from where Lanrbw lay between 
the rails he notfced what appeared to 
be a-coat on t h e -track. - For- an- in­
stant he pafd but Kittle'attention to 
the object, 'thinking it was a- coat one 
of ' the men ahead of him hid dropped, 
but almost instanlilly he- realized that 
ihe object was -a man and he then en­
deavored to bring his tirain t o a stop 
in tame to avoid t h e -accident, but was 
too >i*e. , 

•Lairrow was' practically ground to 
pieces under the wheels of tlhe cars, 
and hf* death was instantaneous. The 
unfortunate man was married 'and had 
for several years been, th'e fireman on 
the train which caused his deolth.

Speaker Thaddeus Sweet prepared 
a resolution j a s t week setting April 2 
as the date of adjournnient:—This did 
not meet-with the entire approval of 
"Senator Brown and Assemblyman Hin-
man, leaders of the two houses and 
so far has not been introduced. 

Sp.eaker Sweet thinks that the best 
way for the legislature to make ad­
journment possible on or befor^HApr. 
2 would be for t h e members to work 
more than two days a week. 

"If the legislature will work steadi­
ly instead of coming hera only two 
days a week and then- going home, it 
will be possible t o finish all our busi­
ness, by April 2 , " he said. "There is 
a great deal of economy talk now in 
the legislature, and I think economy 
should begin at home. It costs a 
great deal of money to conduct the 
legislature—about $2000. a day, I 
think—and the sooner we get thro' 
here the mere money will be saved 
the state."

WOMAN FATALLY BURNED. 

Gave Up Her Life To Save Her Infant 
Child. ' 

Mns. David Lagoy, wife of the pro-
ptrtetorof •She Exchange Hotel ait Au-
sable Forks, who. was so severely burn 
ed at an early hou r ' i n 'the iw»ranig^ 
foWow'mg 'the explosiorT ot a fam-p of 
a room in t h e hpteS in which her baby 
was sleeping, died im terriWe agony 
a t the Champlain Valley Hospital in 
Piforifcsburg. 

•Her entire body, with the excep­
tion of her feet was covered wSth "hlis 
tens, and t h e ' physician, informed the 
relatives of the ' unfortunaltte woman 
tha t there was no hope of savim/g her 
life 'and that the only thing that could 
be done wtas t o make toer few ramUim-
img hours as comfortable as possibie. 

Mrs. Lagoy was Conscious _JJt -She 
tame of h e r arrival at t h e hospiti*! and 
noaRzed the seriousness of her condi­
tion, but apparently she hwl n o *ho't 
of M , Jwr whete conjcern feeing 
for her biby and the o t t e r members 
of her family who. had not been seri­
ously buraied -in the fire.-

..A son o f ' t h e unfortunoitle woman, a 
4'punig man, was severely burned *bout 
the ihead And faceinjhils ..efforts t o ex­
tinguish t h e " flamei_which enveloped 
his mother. His tomgue-is-^badly blis­
tered and it is feared h e ' may have in­
haled some of the flames. Mr. Lagoy 
was also badly burned about th? 
hands and-body While h e was working 
to put out the fire in,his wife's cloth­
ing. The baby for whom the woman 
gave up her . life was only slightly 
burned. 

$4,000 FIRE LOSS FOR FARMER. 

Gaylcrd H, Fteetham, a well known 
Depeyster farmer, suffered a • S4000 
fire Vols when h?.s horse.and cow barns 
were burned to the ground. The fire 
started in the hay, loft and its origin 
is unknown. When discovered it had 
obtained full headway »and the struc­
ture was past saving. l The sparks 
soon 'communicated themselves' t o a 
neighboring barn and in a short ijme 
both had been reduced to -ashes. The 
fire ran through the stru'ctiures so 
rapidly that i t .was not possible- t o get 
out all of the live stock. Focrtunately 
Mr. Fleetham had Just turned, the cat-

-tSe into t h e yard but four horses, two 
calves and some pigs were incinerated. 
Harnesses, wagons, sleighs and- a num­
ber of farming utensils also were con­
sumed. Mr. Fleetham probably will 
take steps t o rebuild immediately.

Massena Restaurant Keeper Held In 
$1000 Bail for Grand Jury.

The woman produced the 
money and was allowed to go, but 
Walla was committed. 

CHILD NEARLY ASPHYXIATED. 

John Oliver, t h e one year old son 
of Mr., and Mrs. Alton Oliver of Park 
street in -Norwood, had a marrow es­
cape' from asphyxiation when » oil 
stove burner oaoighf on fire filling the 
house with smoke. Mrs. Oliyer was 
doing some baktog on "the stove when 
one of her neighbors called her ac­
ross the street. She left h e son play­
ing im the Siouse. When- she ireliur»ed 
the house was filled with smoke iand' 
It. wais with groat difficulty t h e flames 
were .extinguished and the child was 
rescued. 

That.gasoline and a lighted pipe are 
enemies, was forcibly impressed-upon 
George Wright; a well known civil 
engineer of OgdenSbu'rg. He- was in 
the Lytic & Mnitton garage where he 
used' some gasoline to wash a pair of 
gloves. After they became sufficient­
ly dry he put them on and then con­
cluded that he would smoke. Filling 
his pipe he struck a match and pro­
ceeded to light t'he pipe. It took, but 
a moment for tlhe gasoline soaked 
gloves to be a mass of flames. Those 
in the garage r u s h e d ' t o ' h i s aid and 
pulled the gloves from his hands but 
not until he was' badly burned. A 
physician dressed the burns which are
