TO GO AT AUCTION. 

Several Buyers Have Been Looking 

Over Property. Plant Is Ready 

" T o Start. 

There Is every likelihood that the 
plant of the Potsdaim Paper Mills in 
Depot street which has been closed 
since the firm "was thrown J n t o bank­
ruptcy a fe\£__months ago will be re ­
opened shortly. At a meetirog of the 
creditors in this village Wednesday of 
last week a" petition was made t o the 
Court to permit a sale of the property 
and it is expected that the petition 
will b'e""granted. Several prospective 
purchasers have been in town the past 
week looking over the' property and 
it is certain that some of them will 
bid on.it . The mills will undoubtedly 
be rimming aigain in the near future. 

The creditors' meetirog was.held.at 
the office of F. L. Cubley before Ref-'l 
eree Jrhn C. Tu-Hoch of O-gdensburg. 
Officers of the Paper Mills were ex­
amined, amon.g them beimg K. J. Snell 
treasurer; E. J. Pa'ge of Syracuse, sec­
retary, and Ed-son M. Perkins",, trustee 
under the first mortgage .against the 
plant u-pon which $2S,000 worth of 
bonds were issued. 

John C Crapser appeared for the 
Paper Mills and the H-annawta inter­
ests by whom the invoiuntairy peti­
tion in bankruptcy was filed. F. L. 
Cubley represented Dr. F. L. Dewey, 
trustee in- bankruptcy, and C. S: Fer­
ris appeared for the A. Sherman Lum-
-ber Co., A. L. Lockwood, and other 
creditors. The petition presented to 
the Court to allow the sale of the 
property asks that the plant and per-
'sona-I property of the corporation be 
disposed of ait public auction. At the 
present time watchmen are on duty 
at the mills night and day and steam 
is up in the boilers. The mill and 
machinery is ready t o start at a day's 
notice*.. -,.
