The desirability of pure bred stock and the a d v a n c e s of pure bred sires 
in improving live stock are fully appreciated by moat farmers. In many In-
stance^, however, the expense incident to owning high clas? animals has pre1 

vented inaiiy farmers from making the most of these possibilities. 
In Buiojie. especially In Denmark and Sweden, where farmers have been 

breediiu? tbelFTdulry cuttle along certain prescribed lines for years, the num­
ber of" cows in each herd. Is comparatively small, and under these conditions 
it iins not been found economical to maintain bulls for each Individual herd. 
A number of farmers, therefore, band themselves together to own and main­
tain a bull for their several herds and in this way secure a pure bred bull of 
the most approved type at less expense to the individual than he would have 
bad If he had owned and kept (Ugire of inferior quality- and breeding. 

The idea of community "breeding has up to this time never taken a Arm 
foothold -in the east, although used to some extent In Wisconsin, the general 
plan followed here being to maintain a male on each farm, often for a small 
numher of females, Frequently this animal is of Inferior qualities and medi­
ocre hieedins and consequently of small value in herd improvement. 

To encourage the production of pure bred and better live stock In the 
dairy territory of the New York Centrar Lines President A. H. Smith has pur­
chased and presented to the Agricultural Department of that road four pure 
bred Holstein bulls from ancestors with records for high pi'diluction of milk 
and butter fat. and arrangements have been 'made with local dairymen in 
different sections to maintain the btfll fur the benefit of their."communities."

M A M M O T H A E R A T O R S . 
How th»-W«ter In the Catikill Aque­

duct Will Be Purified. 
The great Catskill aqueduct of New 

York city is to have two immense 
aerators. One is to be a t Ashokan, 
•n here the w a t e r can be purified before 
i t enters tile aqueduct, and the other 
a t Kensieo, where the water will be 
purified a second time just before it 
reaches New l'ork city. 

The second aerator will be in the 
center of )a three acre 'basin, -100 feet 
long and 24n feet wide in the widest 
par t . Into the floor are set, in row 
af ter row, l.don nozzles, each of which 
will throw a jet of water from fifteen 
to twenty feet high. The-Jets will 
s t r ike each other and thus break up 
t h e water into clouds of spray a'nd 
bring every drop into contact with the 
a i r and help free It of impurities. 

This thorough nirtnjrTVlfl be especial­
ly b'eliolicioi in the autumn, -when the 
water from the lakes and ponds is like­
ly to have a.n-unpleasant taste, owing 
to the- presence in it of microscopic 
vegetation.—Youth's Companion. .
