R'unniftg through Me town of Mas­
sena is the Grasse river, ' now" Mi-e 
scene of the 'big dred.gin.g operations, 
though at present the work is 'tempo­
rarily suspended raiiti'l .sprtog. - The 
wor-k was closed for the winter one 
week before Christmas, at which time 
ill three dredges-, engaged were bro ' t 
to the Grasse river yards one mile be­
low-the power house of the Alumiarom 
Company of America, where they will 
lie durimg the .emainder of the winter 
undergoing repairs before contmen'C-
iriig work in the sprnvg. 

This huge undertaking, Uie prima­
ry object of which is to make possible 
the development ^f-=rfiore power, is 
being cairied on by the St. Lawrence 
River Power Company, a subsidiary 
concern of the Aluminum Company 
of America, whose largest plant of 
several scattered throughout the Uni­
ted States and Canada, is. situated ab­
out one mile from Massena village. 
The remarkable natural power •ad­
vantages, made possible at tSiis point 

^ y itihe Massena Canal cormectinig ittie 
Stv Lawrence .and Grasse rivers, are 
responsible for the. plac'rog of such 
an imrnense plant at Massena. The 
powerSdeveloped iby means of the ca­
nal bxs been found inadequate t o t h e 
needs of the company, »s during t i e 
last ' few yews tney ihaye greadly en-
Iwged tfteif pJrot. The primary pur­
pose of ,the dredging is for the devel­
opment of several thousand more 
horse power, wfoVh cam be accom­
plished by deepening stnd straighten-
img the channel of tfie Tiver from- the 
company's power house, at the end of 
the carol thsough to the^St Lawrence, 

' a .distance «f spreral mileV Tlie r e ­
sult of this will be to take\ the back 
water away from the failrac\ of the 
power house enough faster, to\devel-
np the needed power increase. 

The Grasse river is natural ly\ a 
shallow and rather sluggish stream,, 
very susceptible to currents at th!s\ 
point. The dredging will do awav 
with fall a i J spring flVvds, which have 
regularly proved a serious liand'cap 
to the normal power development a: 
the power house. It-is a big under­
takes: at-d the fact that it is beinc 
handled d'rectlv by the company rath 
e r - than by some dredging cencern. 
makes 'it of unusual interest. About 
5oo mei are employed in the dreds-
ins; department. Several: departures 
f-ora the usual system of dredgirjg 
streams are being taken. One 'of par­
ticular interest is .in the operation of 
the booster stations along the p'pe-
I'ne. It is commonly known that 
booster stations have been used for 
several years on practically every im-
p'ortsnt dredging job in the countrv. 
but ne'ver before until on this work 
have they been used to force dredged 
nwiterial over an elevation. Thus far 
this new method has worked out thor 
oughly successful even though pre­
dictions had been advanced by ex­
pert con-suiting engineers that it would 
not prove practical Another uwusuai 
feature in connection with the Grasse 
river dredginig 1s the fact that all of 
the dredges are of the electric type. 
The cost of this kind of .power is gen­
erally so high as to make its -use pro­
hibitive. 

The Massena canal was built thir­
teen year* ago. Dredging 'has been 
necessary in the canal ever since it 
was opened, due t o slides amd to the 
deposit of sediment from the St. Law­
rence. Drevftirog in the river was .be­
gan in the early part of last summer. 
That December, 1916, will see the 
completion of the work is the opinion 
of the company engineers,- thouigh it 
was first expected that four years 
w6t|1d be necessary to finish the job.1 

Durfag t h e past season about a mil­
lion and a quarter cu'bic yards of ma­

The Hall, a 20-indh electric hydrau 
lie dredge was engaged all -last season 
between the power house and Grasse 
river yards. It had an average capa­
city for the season of approximately 
85,000 cu'bic yards per month. Like 
all of Its kind, 'this dredge is held in 
posjtion r y two spuds (pointed steel 
anchors) located In- the stern of the 
boat. The dredge is swung from side 
to side by means of a steel cable run­
ning through a shrive (a wheel-like 
device) on the bow of the boat and 
attached to a dead-man on -the.river 
•bank. A 300 horsepower motor driv 
es the agitator or cutter-head, a de-

==SF 
vice at the end of the intake pipe, 
which is suspended under' waiter and 
leading 'into' the face of the cut that 
is to be removed. The agitator with 
its several .revolving blades burrows 
into the bank, loosens and breaks -up 
the mud and stones. Vacuum created 
by a centrifugal pump direejx.driven 
by a 1250 horsepower -motor sucks 
this material from the cutter-head 
through the intake pipe into the 
pump, from where W is forced into 
.the discharge pipe 'and .thence into 
the pipe leading t o the shore and to 
the. disposal grounds. Often -times 
stones too large for/tihe pump p'ass 
through the cutter-head. This diffi­
culty is removed .by theptacinig of a 
stone^box on the intake pipe irF-frimt 
of the pump, the foox -being so arrarog" 
ed with several crossbars as to pre­
vent the stones from passtog through. 

During the season recently closed 
the Hall straightened and deepened 
the' channel of the river to the requir­
ed depth of 22 feet, to a width of 
nea'rfy 400 feet for a distance of tfb-
out a half mile.

It runs a'.ng the 
Canadian frontier, and the St. Law­
rence river, containing some of (he-
best farming land in that' section. A 
large area is timbered, and there is 
pasture land. . ' , 

Like other classes of American In-
d'aws, the membe s o.f the St. Regis 
tribe easily become victims of tuber­
culosis. It is said that the reserva­
tion schools have contributed ' more 
than .any other cause to the spread of 
the White Plague among them. 

But if their death rate is high, the'.r 
birth rate is higher. There is little 
reason, to- fear th>at-.theiiF nuirober* wiH 

stands a pipe organ costin.g more thiain 
$50,000, it is sa'd. The church has 
a membership of nearly 5000 people.
