An ad. like the above appearing- iS a 
Uti-ca -paper a few "days ago attracted 
the attention of Mrs. 'Jennie Butler of 
Utica. Mrs. Butler answered .if and 
.Robert Roberts, 68 years old of.Tr.en 
ton Falls went to Utfca to interview 
Mrs. Butler regarding-her services as 
housekeeper. 

- The interview was satisfactory and 
the couple returned on the evening 
train. Now' i t -happens that Roberts 
is \ veter'aji of the civil war and one 
of the hest- fellows, ordinarly. But 
he has one weakness which causes 
him all sorts of trouble, a fondness for 
the product of the hop. While in 
Utica Roberts imbibed freely, but Mrs. 
Butler, eiihe.r so interested in her 
new posUfcn or not knowimg what 
was the matter with- her. companion, 
saw nothing amiss. - -

About 10 o'clock Roberts became 
filled with the idea that Mrs. Butler 
was a charming, woman and he made 
advances toward her,_ which the good 
•woman quickly "-resented. " Roberts 
then obtained a gun -and from t o um-
t-iS 1 o'clock in the morning -he alter­
nately coaxed and threatened the wo­
man, -standing guard over her with 
the gun and sayin-g -that he -would 
shoot her if., she -attempted to,.leave-

INVESTIGATION AT PIERCEFIHLD. 

A Justice of the Peace Held-in J1000 
Bail F o r Grand Jury . 

An - examination has been conduct­
ed by Assistant District Attorney In­
gram into alleged illegal- voting in the 
town of Piercefield town meeting day 
The examination was held before Jus­
tice Charles C. Ban'cruft , the parlreu» 
lax case being that of Frank Leyden. 
. It is alleged that Leyden,-who is a 
justice of the peace and foreman. -of 
the International Paper Mill, conspir­
ed t o have a man named Guy Williams 
vote illegally, Williams not having 
been a resident of this state for a pe­
riod of one year, as the law requires. 
Williams is an employe at the paper 
mill under- Leyden. He came from 
"Pennsylvania and It is alleged that 
when his vote was challenged he svas 
instructed by Leyden to swear it in 
and that in giving him the oath, Ley­
den omitted that part relating to res­
idence within t h e state. Other charg­
es aveTe made against Leyden, who was 
held for the grand jury in Si000 bail, 
which was furnished.'" ; 

It is said that the, affair is the out­
growth of political rivalry between 
the two big paiper mills in Piercefield 
in -striving to gain control of the town 
board. Leyden was represented at 
the hearing by Attorney* Ralph Hast­
ings of tu.pper Lake.

Ticonderoga Boy Has No 'Means of

At his own request Gordon Lewis

the time of his discharge and he would 
then' be a b l e - t o secure..employment 
with some farmer. His request was 
grahit'ed and ihe then offered to -go to

to the sheriff, thus avoiding the ex­
pense of an officer maktog the trip. 
This -could no t be dome and he was 
accompanied to the county seat by a 
Port Henry coros'table.

BOYS SAVE THEIR COMRADE. 

Pjrescott Lads Will Be .Recommended 
. , . For A Medal. 

.What might easily have resulted-in 
a.drowning accident occurred one day 
last week on the cinal near .the coal 
dock in Prescott. Four little lads 
were playing tnere. Jack MicG'afr'eTl. 
Francis Robach-aud, Brook Defoe and 
Arthur Str.ader, ail the little fellows 
beimg under seven yeans. ' 

Francis Robacha-ud fell into an air 
hole in the ice and was in immediate 
dawger of drowning. The water at 
this point is some 15 feet in depth, 
and'he was holding on ihe thin ice for 
support, which threatened to give way 
at any moment, and let hi,m into the 
deep,-water. 

With wonderful presence of. mind 
the other three little boys, set about 
to rescue 'their comrade. They seem 
ed t0 fully realize his-danger and .with 
considerable risk to themselves pull­
ed him out of the water to a place of 
safety. Had they become alarmed and 
lost their nerve,"the little Robachaud 
boy would certainly have -perished in 
the wafer. The leader of the heroic 
t r io was Jack -McGarrell, who directed 
the rescuing operation and returned 
home soakinig wet. 

An effort will be made to obtain 
the Canadian Humane Society's Medal 
for these three brave little boys. 

PLENTY OF DEER. 

B u t Animals Are Nbt Sleek, Says T h e 
Game Protector. —• . 

•Division • Chief Game Protector 
Byron A. Cameron of Saranac Lake 
says he has never seen during the win 
ter time so manv deer in the region 
of"the Saranac Lakes. Mr. Cameron 
backed up the claim "r-f Protector Wm 
M. Stearns who declared that the ani­
mals were in fine condition and plen­
tiful thereabouts. , 

The winter has been ail unusually 
open, one and the Divis'on' Chief says 
that, contrary to the precautions tak­
en in the Northern Adirondacks ard 
adjacent divisions last winter, n o feed 
intg has been done, so far as he-knows 
and the deer have not even yarded, 
except perhaps in the, southern por­
tion of the district around Old Forge. 
They have gathered in the thickets at 
times, but never have abandoned the 
ridges and slopes' of the mountains. 

Last winter, it will be remember­
ed, hay cocks were placed on the 
edges of the woods near runways and 
deer were frequently seen- scooting 
throu'gh the slash and even-the o.pen 
fields after their fodder. Many fawns 
were starved to death in the deep 
snow or frozen before they were able 
to run to cover. A few does perished 
also, while does and fawns generally, 
weakened by.tee-k of food and expos­
ure, were por r at the end of the pe­
riod. 

The deer are not sleek, but they 
are looking as well as they ever do 
toward the end of the winter, a^d, 
there seem to he a lot of them. The 
proport'on of bucks, which was so 
brge last fall that anti-buck law talk 
be-s.'n to die out, is expected to be as 
great as usual.
