BROKE UP THE GAME. 

District Attorney and Sheriff Appear 
Suddenly at Fort Covington. 

The Maione farmer..says: 
"While Maione was formerly .accus­

tomed t o poker games which occas­
ionally .assumed a high limit, especi­
ally at fa'r time, and which- continued 
until .the keeper of a room was indic­
ted and fined some years -ago, Fort 
Covington has evidently escaped un­
til recently and finds poker an unwel-. 
come innovation, to the orderly town. 
At all events 'the sudden appearance 
of District Attorney Geuavay and of 
Sheriff Steenbettge there Saturday 
night gave at least four men the shiv­
ers who were found suspiciously near 
a room full of gambling material.that 
had been left in a decidedly mixed-
up condition when there was a hasty 
exit at the approach of the represent­
atives of the law and the peace of the 
coirn'fy. 

The sheriff had been notified of the 
place by a friend of a yrunc; man who 
had been fleeced there. The proprie­
tor of the bu'-lj'ng in wh'ch the room 
was located was at first interviewed, 
hut .dented the. impuUtica.- He show­
ed the officers about until he reached 
a certain room, noth'hg being found, 
and at that pn:nt began to protest in 
verv loud tones that nothing of the 
kind was allowed, in the house. This 
was Ay:th a warning purpose and WJS 
ev'dentlv hea-d overhead, for there 
\<"as at once a mad rush for cover in 
wh'ch a table was overturned and all 
its conten's scattered about t'he floor. 

The officers heard -the commotion 
and rushed upstairs just as three men 
entered a dark room off from j!he hall 
way. The o.fticers followed them and 
found them s'itfing on a bed. Two 
den.'ed, but one admitted that he had 
sat in .a small game for a little time. 
He sa'd it was from ten cents up but 
how high up he neglected -to state. A 
fourth innocent emerged from anoth­
er room as they were talking but de­
n.'ed that he had been "n any game. 

The room- in which Hie play had 
been carried on w-as found in disorder 
wi'th cards, chips, money and cigar 
stubs scattered about t'ne floor. Two 
cigar boxes partly filled with cigars, a 
fray of sandwiches and a p:e were ev­
idences that things had been arranged 
for Comfort in an 'all-night session. 

It is probable that later on. -the re­
sults of the rai'd will be embodied in 
legal proceedings.

RAPID TRANSIT IN MASSENA. 

Jitney Bus Line To Be Started There 
In The Spring. 

The Massena Observer says: , 
"Hub, the bus" man, is not to"be' 

beh'md the times, by any means. ' He 
went down to the automobile "Show at 
Syracuse last week and bought two 
one-ton 'truck cbasses of the ..'ja-test 
model and these are to be fitted with 
bodies havimg a capacity of fifteen 
passengers each and put on the route 
between Massena Springs and the Al­
uminum plant. He expects t'he new 
machines next week, and says he will 
have them running 'as sojm as the 
roads are in fit condition. 

These busses^are ia be fitted up in 
nice shape with one entrance in front 
beside the driver's seat and passen­
gers wffll pay as they enter. The fare 
will be five cents for short or lon.g 
distances and they will run on- a half-
hour schedule, leaving the. Springs and 
Aluminum plant on the even half hour 
except at train time, when, both cars 
wi'H meet .the trains and the Tare from 
the depot to" any point o n Maim street 
or on. t'he route will be five cents 
They will also pick up passengers for 
outgoing trains at the same rate.
