Residents of this village on. their 
way to the local station early Thurs­
day morning, had a fine view of a me­
teor which passed over town, about 6 
o'clock. The. meteor came from the 
northwest, passimg to the south, and 
was traveling rapidly. It was of good 
size and left a long trail of light thro' 
the- heavens. When south :'of' the 
town it burst in a -blaze-of sparks; The 
meteor burst white high in the air 
and the display was a brillianit one, 
the two or three minutes it lasted. '" 

That the meteor was visible at oth­
er .points 4s attested by the following 
dispatch in the Utica Press from Cob-
perstown, Otsego county: 

"Grovet Seegar reports a startling, 
phenomenon in the shape of a meteor 
that visited Cooperstown^in the early 
hours "yesterday momimg. Mr. See­
gar was standing at the corner of 
Main amtf iPiloneer streets a few min­
utes before 6 o'clock.when he ihap-
pen'ed to look inito the sky and wihat 
was Ms surprise to 'behold a baW of 
fife-marking a blazimg trail awesome­
ly over the village. It passed over 
the viljaige hall and Schneider's bak­
ery, across Main street, to disappear 
somewhere in- the vicinity of Lake 
street. . The meteor appeared about 
the size of the -bcsttom of a milk pail, 
and it was about- as high in the heav­
ens as the top of the flag pole cm the 
Hotel Fenimore. As it advanced it 
seemed to change in shape from spher 
ical to egg shape and its motion was 
not very rapid." ... -.
