Basil Shepard, the 8 yeair.,,«ld, son 
of Mr. and .Mips.. James Shepard who 
reside near the plant of fne Standard 
Oil Company, just off from Washing­
ton -street, was drowned in the Racket 
river near the foot of Cherry street, 
shortly after five o'clock last Friday 
aftetmooni The boy's body has not 
yet been recovered although a diligent 
search has been made for it. The .boy 
fell in whale islidihlg dowm a bank 'into' 
the river. 

The youmig lad went to visit his 
aunt who lives on Francis street, Fri­
day afternoon. Several children were 
playing about fne rear of her house 
which overlooks the river. A steep 
bank .leads down to the water's -edge 
and the children had a box im which 
they were sliding down -the 'ban'k, the 
momentum carrying them well out 
onto the ice. All'of-tli'eim were little 
fellows, none beinig over ten years of 
age. •-

The ice had become weakened and 
rotten from the warm sun of the past 
week, but to the children it looked 
safe enough. A good coast carried 
the Shepard boy admost t o the middle 
of the stream. There was a cracking 
and a big rift opened in the ice-field. 
The next moment the child was stiru'g 
giing in. the icy water. The ©the-
boys ran for help and Sevey Bradish, 
who was near heard their cries. He 
hurried to the river bank and saw 
the boy's- body float-tog in the water. 
The child appeared to unconscious. 
Before he could reach him, however, 
the body sank and-d'ld not rise again. 

Searchers worked until dusk that 
nE.gh.t in an effort to locate the body 
and Saturday the ice was dynamited, 
but no trace of it-was found: The'ice 
in that section of the river was pretty 
well broken, up and it is probable that 
if the body had lodged there it 
would have been, brought to the sur­
face.
