Local 'trappers and hunters complain 
of the low prices prevailtog in the fur 
market. Prime fox pelts now. brinig 
$3 to $5, one ytar ago they brought 
$6.5o. Two dollars is now the top-
notch for coons, one ytar ago they 
brought S3 to S3.50. Skuroks are 

drew—hex hand and said: "I thank 
you, but I got one 'fellow already and 
I don't think he would likt to have 
you come." 

Saturday—£. beautiful momimg and 
not quite so cold,. A little boy was 
drowned down ait the French village 
last night. Tht little fellow was slid-
img down the steep bank onto the 
ice and his sltd carried him into the 
opeSfi water. Children cannot be too 
careful. I have been afraid ttat some 
of tht children who slide on the. hill 
near my house would get hurt. Thty 
are tough, hardy dhfildren and they 
don't think of danger. The Mexicans, 
are in a muddle and are killing each" 
other, with commendable activity. It 
is "irvidemt that the United States will 
have to step in and put a stop to this 
trouble. If they don't ottier nations 
wfl'I, in spite of the Monroe doctrine. 
We do< not like to- meddle with Mexi­
co. The whoit country is not worth 
a stogie Amltirican soldier, but ordi­
nary humanity will compel as it did 
in Cuba.

Clarkson College basket ball team 
closed the'-season of 1014-15 by de­
feating Watertown Y. M. C. A. ,33 to 
29 in that city last Tuesday evening.

It 
includes two trips, 'one through the 
western, part of the state early in May 
and another the latter part of the 
month to Vermont. The schedule is 
a good one and contains the names of 
some representative institutions. R. 

ji;_'Dexter of Lancaster, N. Y., .will 
coach the team again this yeaV. He 
served in the same capacity last season 
He. will arrive about the first ofr next 
month. Tne schedule follows:

consideration. 

At a recent meeting of the Clark-
son Alumni in New York, the ques­
tion of an athletic coach' was discuss­
ed and met with the hearty support 
of the alumni. A committee was nam 
ed to solicit financial assistance tow­
ard defraying the expenses of a coach 
for one year and since that time the 
committee has been at work,/meeting 
with success, I 

In the meantime available men for 
the position have been looked up and 
the college has been negotiating with 
some well known athletes. Among 
the men who have applied for the po­
sition are William F. Carney, football 
coach at Worcester Polytechnic Insti­
tute: W. H. Warren of Amherst: John 
Bredemus, Princeton. '12, who won 
the all-around athletic championship 
of the United States in 1?0S and 1912 
C. W. Johnson of Colgate, and R. W.

AUCTIONS HELD LAST WEEK. 

Cattle Bring High Prices Under The 
-̂  Hammer. 

Forty-four head of cattle brought 
approximately * l ,5oo at an auction 
sale at the farm.of the late D. W. 
Finnimore last Thursday. The high­
est price paid for any one animal was 
S65. ' About $500 worth of farm prop 
erty was disposed of. The farm itself 
will not be -sold. 

An almost record auction price was 
paid for •cattle' at an auction held by 
S. Thornhill at the farm of Frank Riggs 
near 'Parishville Center last Wednes­
day. 'Prices ranged from $70 t o $126 
and the average for the entire herd 
was $88 per head. Two work teams 
brought $900 and seven ho#s sold for 
$274.50. Cattle and farming tools' to 
the amount of $2,060 were sold. 

PROF. ALLEN SPEAKS IN UTICA. 

FOUND FROZEN TO DEATH. 

Body of Joseph Peet of Ellenburgh Is 
'Discovered At Malone. 

The' body of Joseph Peet, a resi­
dent of Ellenburgh was found frozen 
stiff beside the Rutland R. R. tracks, 
just- east of Malone one morning 're-
centily. Duncan Cumimimgs, a track 
walker, first saw the unfortunate jnan 
The body lay almost two feet from 
the rails with the head farthest from 
the track. It was some t ime before 
the man was identified, as there was 
nothing o n his person, to indicate who 
he was except a money order .receipt" 
issued by the Ellenburgh office. The 
number of-this was looked up and it 
was found to have been issued to 
a Mrs. Peet who has been working in 
Malone at the Omega 'House. It was 
found that their son. was working at 
Smallman & Spencer's and the latter 
positively identified the body at Hen­
derson's undertaking rooms as that 
of his father. The 'man is' supposed 
to have died of exposure, as there 
were no marks on him to indicate he 
had been struck by a train. Nor was 
there any foul play in evidence,-as a 
watch and $2.00 in money were found 
upon his person. Coroner ' Oliver, 
•who investigated the case, found ac­
cordingly.

INDICTED FOR MURDER. 

Jack Morrison of Tupper Lake Must 
Stand Trial. 

The grand jury at Malone rendered 
a verdict of murder in the first de­
gree against Jack Morrison, for hav­
ing caused the death of Ezra Alpert at 
Tupper Lake Junction on the evening 
of January 2. 
• .Morrison pleaded "not guilty" to 
the charge against him and answered 
quickly in a strong voice all questions 
that were put to him. He requested 
that Moore & Cooney be designated 
as his counsel. This request was 
granted by Justice Borst and Attorney. 
Cooney, who. was present, immedi­
ately took the case in hand. He ask­
ed for the privilege Of "withdrawing 
the plea within a reasonable length of 
time, and filing a "demurrer. The- re­
quest was complied with by .the court.
