The rea­
son for Mrs. Catt 's apparent madness 
Jii m a t a g such .remarks, we are un­
able to fathom and the truth, we 
fenow, was.not In them. No one who 
'knows anything about the .public 
schools in the- poorer districts of the 
East Side of New York City, the 
Brownsville school for Instance with 
5000 pupils under one .roof and not 
an American born parent 'belonging 
to any ol)e of them, will doutit for 
one moment that any graduate from 
any school in the 'North Country 
•cou'id teadh- those .puiplls very many 
thtogs which It is highly desirable, 
that they should know. " 

But the fact that Mrs. Catt made 

. those .remarks does not; •alter the fact 
'that the United States of America is 
falsely called a democracy .when not 
all 'hut onily a part of the people rule, 
tha t taxation without represenitatioh 

-1« tyranny and that the only desirable 
govermment is carried on with s-Jihe 
consent of the governed (including 
•women.). 

That the interests of women are 
not cared for 'by a man-made govern­
ment Is conclusively shown hy the 

, following facts. In the State of New 
York: 

t . The property and income of a 
"woman is taxed the same as that of a 

• maro .and yet^she has no vote to de­
termining either the amount of the 
tax or the purpose for whidhi t shall 
he expended. 

2. A woman's property is taken pre 
•cisely the same as a man's for public 
•use, yet the woman has no vote in de-
terminin.g whether or not the public 
necessity existed for; taking'the prop­
erty. 

3. The law" exacts from women, 
the same penalty as from men for the 
commission of a crime, yet the wom­
an 'has -no vote in determining what 
constitutes crime o r what excuses or 
mitigates it. 

4. The .woman 5s held to precisely 
the same measure of responsibility for 
the violation of a contract as 1s the 
man yet she has--wo vote in determin­
ing the conditions which make a .con­
tract valid and enforcible or yoid*and 
•of n o effect. 

-5.-The woman has->no—vote-io-de^ 
ter-miming the machinery of the law, 

• "by which her property rights or her 
-personal rights are determined. 

6. In all matters concerning the 
•custody of children the law discrimi­
nates in favor of the mam. (See Sec. 
2 8 2 1 and 2827 of our Code of Civil 
Procedure. To the sheltered and 
protected woman these illustrations 

of wrong and injustice are unreal and 
abstractions but we have seen them in 
very real characters of flesh and 
blood). 

7. In all matters of appointment of 
executors or administrators .'the stat­
ute expressly gives the preference to 
men over women. 

5. In ail matters of religious imstruc 
tion. arcl tra'nin.g the father's will is 
supreme. 

o. The laws of descent and inher-
tance lmtnriouslv d'scrnvnate in fav­
or of the man ai'd aea'nst woman. 

t o . The laws relative to curtesy 
and dower are urnf-Vr to w^man. Dow 
e- r'flvt Vves to w'dow the use of 
one-flprd of real esfjte iln.r'rc Pfer-
Richt of curtsev e'ves to h u s b f j u<e 
of ail real estate du rmr lr's ife (A 
woman with a rrofiVite h u s h c d CJTI 
not leave anv part of her real estate; 
inherited from her fjther. even tho' 
ft be all the property she lus. fi>r the' 
care and maintenance of her clv'dren) 

11. The law g osslv d'scrlm'nates 
against the mothers as compared with 

\ fhe fathers in the matter of inherit­
ing from the-'r own ch'ldren. 

12'. If a husband d'es leaving' no 
descendants but leaving e'tlicT a fath­
er or another or hro'hers or sisters, 
or evert nephews and n'eces, the wid­
ow onlv takes one-hilf of the personal 
property. Under the same circum-

-slzivces, thjL-wife-dvin'g, the husband 
•would take all. For jnstanee in case 
"» husband is killed hv neg1i.gen.ee of 
employer, widow sues and recovers 

•damages on account of said negligence 
•she 'must divide amount of damages 
equally with the father of her hus-
•band. (Matter of Snedeker vs. Sne-
•deker .J64.NrY. 58.) 

13. The law grossly discr'minates 
against the wife ln> all matters involv­
ing the lolnt earnvnigs, of husband and 
•wife. (The wife Is not entitled to 'ner 
•own earnings when. 'She works .with 
tier husband or ' even if she works In 
Ills sto-e o r factory. The lolnt earn­
ings of a husband and wife helong to 
the husband. In the accumulation of 
personal property hv the'r •ki,i"t ef­
forts -the wife acouire* absolutely no 
Teral Interest In the product of their 
efforts.)

AS TO HOLLAND'S APPOINTMENT. 

Democratic Chairroan Kelley's 
. On Federal Patronage. 

Views 

Since the appointment and confirm­
ation of Capt. Henry Holland as Col­
lector of the Port of Oswegatchie, 
many stories have' appeared in the 
press which' tended to cast reflections 
upon, some of the Democrats of this 
section. James E. Kelley, who is the 
County Chairman, and who was Mr. 
Holland's opponent for the. place, for 
the first time gives out the inside 
facts as they appeared to him and his 
supporters in the following interview: 
In the Ogdenshurg Advance: 

"You ask me. my opinion of _ the 
appointment of Mr. 'Holland t o ' the 
Collector-ship. Well, it Is something 
I don't care to discuss. Mr..Holland 
is lucky. I am not finding fault with 
his success. However, let me say, 
truth should prevail even if it does 
not harmonize with the Journal man's 
Ideas. 
„"HIs appointment is -admittedly the 

result of a deal made in' Washington 
last August between the Washington 
people and Mr. Conway of New York, 
who has his voting place at Plattsburg 
whereby the name of John A. .Hennes-
sv, whoever he is, was launched for 
the nom'natlou. of. Governor at the 
Primaries in opposition to Governor 
Glynn, 1 would not betray the organ­
ization or Governor.Glynn."'The word 
went out: 'Get- votes for Hennessy if 
you expect a federal' office.' 1 have 
written, proof of this. Mr. Conway 
represented the movement in 'North­
ern. New York as admitted in. Wash­
ington, to Mr. Van Kenmen in October 
last. It is somethin.g unknown up this 
way for a man from New Yo'rk City to 
dictate appointments J 50 miles to the 
Np.riih. From a talk which I have had 
with prominent Democrats In Jeffer­
son. Franklin and St. Lawrence coun­
ties, during the past three months, 
there is a strong feelimg of resent­
ment against the Inlect'on of Mr. Con 
way Into politics of these counties." 

The Commercial Advertiser of Can-
Jon says editorially: 

"During the past few weeks -the 
congressional situation •has been fast 
crystallizing, and every part of the 
county where information has been 
obtainable gives evidence of the 
growing strength of Bertrand H. Snell 
to succeed the late Congressman 'Mer-
•ritt. Business mens farmers, and 
professional men are taking kindly to 
the Snell candidacy, for the very rea­
son that the idea of having -a good 
business mat?' who understands the 
interests of the district thoroughly 
and who has legitimate opinions that 
are progressive and abreast of the 
limes seems the only, sane and sensi­
ble thimg Jto do. 

Mr. Snell Is .a man who has not 
spent his entire life since his majori­
ty .in training for political office, nor 
did he gat into the present situation 
until after the- earnest solicitation of 
many substantial residents of the dis­
trict who are desBrous of having the 
district represented in eon.gress by a 
man who can be of • some material 
aid to thei district. «"-

•Mr. Snell is. a man. in the prime of 
life, with splendid 'bodily vigor and 
built on lines- mentally and tempera­
mentally ffiat a successful represemta-. 
tSve should have. He is a man who 
has had advantages of education, and 
early training that will finely fit him 
for the work that should be done and 
h'e is a ready speaker and is fully capa 
bie to take care of himself in argu­
mentative discussion or debate. And 
best of all let it be borne in mind tnat 
he os a good business man and knows 
the interests of his district. 

Mr. Smell is not going around the 
district promising this man this thimg 
and that man the other thing and 
thereby buying support. "We believe 
there are those who have approached 
him who will testify to the accuracy 
of this statement. He is making his 
canvass in a frank and open manner 
and talking squarely on the issues in--
volved and those who have met him 
since the announcement of his candi­
dacy are usually strongly opinionated 
in his favor. 

We believe lihe.dnter.ests of the dis­
trict" demand this kind of a man in 
congress. The time has passed when 
almost any man w?ho can draw a sala­
ry will dct if ever that time was. We 
do not have to go back into the dim 
days of the past to find men' repre­
senting the district of which St. Law­
rence County was a part who could 
be pointed to with pride. The names 
of Gen. N. M. Curtis. Hon. A. X. Par­
ker. Justice Leslie W. Russell, Hon. 
George P. Malby. and Edwin A. Mer-
ritt, Jr.. were names to conjure with.

's pfobable' that he will have his own 
tight after he gets outside of his own 
cottnty and that his vote-gett'ng 
strength will fade as h<? moves west­
ward, It is not known whether Hon. 

H. D. Stevens will be a candidate. 
Personally we like Mr. Stevens. He 
is tvei'liher reactionary nor hidebound. 
He publishes one of the best weekly 
papers that we see; and he is fully 
abreast of the times on all the great 
living quest!ons of the day, including 
tariff, suffrage, temperance. Were it 
not for the peculiar twist of circum­
stances last summer including the .re­
grettable condition of 'Mr. Merritt'.s 
health, ..Mr. Stevens Would have been 
a candidate to reckon with at that 
time. However it may have been 
them the situation has entirely chang­
ed.' Franklin county ins the State_ 
Senator and will probably hold that 
office for some time, and we believe' 
even though other thr'ngs were" equal 
between Mr. Snell and Mr. . Stevens 
it would be a grave mistake to think 
of Mr. Stevens, iat this time. And 
why should amy one in.
