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THE LONG SAULT PROJECT. 

Much is being heard these days ov­
er tihe state development of the 'Long 
Sault water power, a power located 
011 the St. Lawrence river 'below Mas-
sena in. the vicinity of Bamhart 's Is­
land. While the demagogues are har-
r-anguing the people for the state cop 
trol of everything, and federal regula­
tion of 'business, it is .refreshing to 
hear, comment such as is given below. 
The .editorial is from the Malone 
Farmer: 

"At a recent meeting „of Malone 
Grange, a resolution similar to that 
which has been passed by Clinton 
and Essex County Granges calling for 
the development of the Long Sault 
water power at state expense and 
the transmission of ' i t through North­
ern New York, so that it will be avail­
able to every farm and town in this 
section, was passed. The resolution 
also uirge^s that the electrical power 
so developed shall not he taken to 
the larger cities which have already 
been greatly .benefitted in other re-
specrs hy state aid. A similar resolu­
tion was adopted by the 'Pomona 
Grange-.at North .Bangor. We fear 
that this is a fanciful dream. Think 
what the cost of transmission to ev­
ery farm would be in addition to.- the 
cost of development! If the state will 
develop the power for the sole ben­
efit of Northern. New York, everybody 
in this section, will say amen to it, 
but if developed .at state expense the 
big -cities which ' pay at* least three-

, fourths of the taxes, will, of course, 
demand their rightful share. If it is 
not feasible for the state to take on 
the expense of, development we d o 
not believe the power should be al­
lowed to go ,to waste for another cen­
tury, when/great industries-,":like those 
at -Masseoa, might be established thro' 
private development, .for which pri­
vate interests should amply pay the 
state. If our children or children's-
children want the developed indust y 
in the the distant future they can 
take j t and pay for it as is now done 
by municipalities in the case of pri­
vate water systems. In the mean-

l ime we of this ' ge.ni.e.nUo.n would 
reap many benefits from the develop­
ment. The state is now looking ev­
ery way for revenue to maintain its 
many'public enterprises, and it is not 
probable that it will develop the Long 
Sault in this generation or the .next. 
On the old axiom that 'a bird in the 
hand is worth two Tn the bush, are 
we-not"defeating'our own best inter­
ests by advocating the impracticable 
or the impossible and cieating senti­
ment which will prevent the develop­
ment of the Long'Sault power in our 
day? What we should want is the 

. benefit of that power now, if not di­
rectly, then indirectly. Our children 
and children's children will have the 
legitimate means . in their hands to 
take care of themselves. A good 

.•many resolutions are often thought­
lessly passed by organizations, if they 

1 look good on the surface, .and we be­
lieve that this is owe of them." 

T O FORM TRUST COMPANY. 

Said That A. Barton Hepburn May Be 
Interested. 

- A. Barton Hepburn, the famous 
New York hanker and former resident 
of Colton, is credited with ibeimg one 
of t h e moving spirits in- a .proposition 
to,organize a trust company in Og-
densbujg. Prominent 'business and 
professional! men of Ogdensbur.g and 

' well-to-do farmers living in (he sur­
rounding towns, are said to toe am­
ong those who are finarocirog the en­
terprise. 

'Nothing official has 'been announc­
ed but it is said upon good authority 
that 'approximately $100,000 capita! 
stock .has already' beefn subscribed and 
thai an application for a charter will 

-be made in a short time to the State 
Supinltendent of Banks, who has the 

" power to fix the amount of capital re­
quired. . It is said Mr. Hepburn re-

, gards this field as'- an inviting one for 
the formation of a trust company,-no-
financial institution of this character 
'being located' in this part of the state 

.-wit-hjthe exception of-the one in Wat-
ertown. It is stated that n o one in­
terested in "any of the:, banks in Qg-
densburg .will be , c.onitieqted" with the; 
trust company, though according- to 
reports a member of the staff of; one 

' of these banks is slated for the presi­
dency of the trust cotap'any.

PLANS FOR NEW NORM 4L HERE 

NEW BUILDING TO... BE SIMILAR IN 

SHAPE TO OLD ONE. 

Provisions For Chapel Seating- 900 
People, Manual Training and 

Domestic Science Depts— 

TenitMive plans for the irecomstruc-
tion of the Potsdairii Normal • were re­
ceived ait the office of Principal Thomp 
son Saturday. Just what si'gnEficance 
there is in the sending of the plans 
here ait -this t ime lit Is hard t o -t-etl, but 
it ..is' an encouraging sign and shows 
that somebody ~iat the capital knows 
there is an agitation for a new struc­
ture at •the...,Noirrnal| in thl's village. 
The .plans received are merely sketch 
es and' do not include the various ele-
vaKtans, which would not be worked 
out .until appropriation for the work 
had -actually been made. They 'give a 
fair estimate, however, of what the 
department pilans for the focal insti­
tution when the .bill becomes a law. 

Roughly, the new school will cover 
ground occupied by all of the present 
old bulildinig. Like that, it will be T 
shaped, 'the cross of the T extending 
north and south between Elm and 
Main streets.' It will be two stories 
in height, instead of three but will 
have a la ge basement Making really 
three, stories. The basement will be 
twelve feet- iin height, six feet below 
the ground and six above. The first 
floor will be fourteen feet and the sec 
and fourteen. An .attic twelve feet 
high is aiso covered by the plans. The 
main 'building, that 5s the cross of the 
T extending 'between Elm and Main 
streets will be 330 feet lonig and 42 
feet deep. It will probably set out 
much nearer the park than, does the 
present structure. It will Wave three 
entrances, one 'lar.ge rosin entrance df 
reedy in the center and t w o smaller 
ones 'aft the side. Back of it, on land 
now occupied by the "Jong hall" and 
its class ro^oms will be the body of 
the T, connecting the main building 
with the so-calied "Stowell Annex" 
built some years ago. This wing will 
be SS feet tong and about 64 feet in 
width. It will be two stories hi-gli, 
the .chapel occupying the entire sec­
ond floor. A basement, finished off, 
is included. 

The basement of the new building 
calls far space for a kindergarten play 
room, a' kitchen for domestic science 
work, a lunch room for students who 
do not return home for dinner and a 
manual trainin'g room. The domestic 
science. room will be located at the 
north end, the manual training shop 
at the south. A large number of 
store rooms arid locker Kuanis are 
provided. 

•On the first floor is ' located the 
Principal's office and board mom, one 
at each, side of the main entrance in 
the center; a large teachers' room an.l 
offices for the vsrVkis department 
heads. Assembly halls for the : pri­
mary and intermediate will be located 
as they are at. present, the forme- at 
the north end, the latter at the south. 
There will be 12 classrooms on this 
floor, three on the East side of the 
hall at each end of the corridor run­
ning the length of the main building, 
and three on each s'de- of the Ion.?, 
hall running east and west through 
the wing to the Stowell. Annex. 

Three ^.stairways lead, t o the. second 
floO'iv_pne in the center beside which 
is an elevator and one at each end 
There are ten classrooms of varying 
capacity on t h e second floor. Pro­
vision is also made for -a rest -room. 
A library will be located at the south 
end. This will .be-moved from the 
Stowell Annex and 'the space 'there 
used for a study foaH. There wiH al­
so be a reading room. To t h e .south 
there will be the drawfag department. 

Plans for the chapel, provide for 
seatimig capacity of wine hundred and 
more ihciudiai.g 1 bajcony. This will 
seat 300 and t h e mam floor 600. The 
rostrum will be located at the east 
instead of the west as alt present. By 
way of comparison St may also be 
stated that t h e present chapel seats 
500.
