Both, ore t h e o t h e r 
b a n d , cited n u m e r o u s tostamces where 
t h e 'toiaim-made'' laws ;confer mpon-
womera e x e m p t i o n s and -privileges n o t 
e n j o y e d by m e n . 

Briefly, a w o m a n is favored under 
t h e law in tihe foMowimg w a y s : 

S h e is e x e m p t from mi l i tary service 
S h e is'-exemipf from j u r y d u t y . ' 
A married woman, lis n o t obliged 'to 

coratribu'te t o w a r d the s u p p o r t o f t h e 
fami ly . -

S h e may w o r k and earn, .mowey and 
•do with it as s h e pleases . 

S h e may o w n real and persona l p r o ­
p e r t y , and m a y seW or d i s p o s e of it 
•as • s h e pleases without 'her husband's 
•coms.en.it.. T h e husband caranlot d:.s-
poise of his real estate wi thout h i s 

. w i f e ' s consent . 

S h e is mot . ob l iged t o pay her h u s ­
band's bills, even, though they are for 
fami ly expenses . The h u s b a n d must 
p a y her hills. 

If through h i s fault s h e obta ins ' a 
d i v o r c e , the h u s b a n d m u s t pay ali­
m o n y . But if t h r o u g h h e r fault he 
o b t a i n s a d i v o r c e s h e pays nothing. •• 

S h e may be worth mil l ions and cut 
M m off without a cent in h e r will. He 
•cannot cut off h e r d o w e r right. 

i f he dies intesta'te leavimg children 
t h e y receive two-thirds and the wid­
o w one-third o f h i s personiall estate b e 
s i d e s her " d o w e r right" o f one-third 
o f h is real e s ta te . If s h e dies , leav­
i n g children, t h e husband i s enltitled 
t o one- th ird . o f her personal estate, 
b u t noth ing e lse; 

If h e o w n s the h o m e - i n which they 
Eve , h e ctanmot sel l o r m o r t g a g e i t 
w i t h o u t t h e s ignature o f t h e wife. If 
s h e o w n s rit, s h e "may d o with it a s ' 
s h e pleases. 

If t h e husband fails to support her , 
h e may b e arres ted and p r o s e c u t e d 
cniminiaWy. N o matter h o w wealthy 
s h e i s , or h o w s ick or poor h e is, t h e 
w i f e cannot b e compel led t o support 
h i m . 

W h e n a girl is married under I S , 
t h e mlan may ' b e - p u n i s h e d as an- ab­
d u c t o r if the parents ' c o n s e n t was n o t 
obta ined . But there i s no puni shment 
for t h e .girl, n o matter h o w y o u n g t h e 
m a n may be. 

•Factory o w n e r s may not put w o m ­
e n t o work i n their shops before 6 
a. m . o r keep tihem there after. 9 p . 
m., n o r may t h e y force w o m e n t o 
w o r k more t h a n 5,4 hours o r six days 
a week . There is no s u c h law . for 
m e n employees . 

" I f ' t h e suff.'a-gists'TeaiHy want eq­
ua l i ty ," remarked Mr. Hayden, "these 
l a w s preferring w o m e n m u s t be re­
pea led to obtain it." 

It was pointed out .by Mr. Wheeler 
t h a t t h e suffragists claim they would 
g lad ly serve .on juries in return for 
t h e vote . | 

"But what," h e asked, " d o ' l l i e y sug 
g e s t when it ' c o m e s to military ser­
v i c e ! That is s o m e t h i n g ' they cerr 
tein%. can't d o . 1 have heard' f t sa ;d 

'.that V ' o m e n will work as nurses o r 
t h a t they can ,'aise the n e x t generji-
t i o n of sold'ers in return for the bal­
lo t . iBuAthey are quite free to d o 
•both t h i n A n o w without the ballot,-
and t h e y a r e \ d o i n g t h e m . " 

Mr. WheelerXalso thought it was in­
c o n s i s t e n t t o d e m a n d "equal i ty" .and 
n o t call for 'the repeal o f the 'laws 
w h i c h plainly g i v e \ \ v o m e r i t h e pref­
e r e n c e , in many matters n o w . If men 
a n d women w e r e t o Be placed on an 
e q u a l ' footing in. "all things, h e argued, 
It w o u l d be n e c e s s a r y for t h e fatter t o 
s u r r e n d e r the pr iv i teges which they 
-enjoy exc lus ive ly under t h e Jaw. He 
e v e n contended that this . ruieXshould 
be carried o u t in the quest ion! of al i ­
m o n y . -

c e i v e d , " he- said. "If a w o m a n i s e n ­
t i t l e d t o if 'because h e r h u s b a n d was

h i s w i f e was at faul t ! S u c h is n o t 
t h e case now, b u t it s e e m s t h e logical 
r e s u l t of i putfcinig the pol i t ica l equali­
t y idea info prac t i ce ," . . 

•Mr. Wheeler referred t o la recent 
d e c i s i o n of 'the S u p r e m e O o u n f i i t t h e 
c a s e of the -Manm white^-sflaye law as a 
s a m p l e of [wihat might b e e x p e c t e d 
w h e n , t h e 'law d e a l s impartiaiMy wi th 
m e n and w o m e n . Until t h i s rulimg 
the- white s lave l a w had d e a l t o n l y 
w i t h the man in t h e case. It n o w h a s 
b e e n broadened s o as t o h o l d the 
w o m a n equally guilty. T h e resul t , 
atocordin.g to Mr. Wheeler , will b e t o 
p u t a stop t o 'blackmail b y w o m e n 
w h o had h i t h e r t o e n j o y e d immuni ty 
u n d e r the Mann a c t . 

, " T h e priv i leges t h e law g ives them 
a r e b y n o m e a n s the on ly o n e s w o m ­
e n enjoy ," c o n t i n u e d Mr. Wheeler . 

, -"As every l a w y e r knows, t h e y are a 
- p r M I e g e d class in court. I have b e e n 

t r y i n g cases in New York for fifty 
y e a r s , and I d o not 'hesitate to say 
t h a t women ito -court get special c o n -
«ider.afion f r o m lawyers, juries , and 

• e v e n judges. T h e s e are privi leges 
•not granited b y law. but b y courtesy 
a n d lonig c u s t o m . "

l a w makers i n th i s State had begun t o 
grant women t h e i r so-cal led "rights" 
l o n g before t h e suffragists ever tho'-t 
o f campaigning for the v o t e . He re­
f e r r e d t o the Married W o m e m acts o f 
1,860, and said the w h o l e t e n d e n c y 
s i n c e then h a d been to'break away 
f r o m the feudal ideas h a n d e d d o w n 

from t h e oI4 English 'law. In -doing 
s o N e w . York had g o n e t o the o t h e r 
e x t r e m e and subst i tuted laws which 
discriminated against the husband for 
those which formerly recognized f e w 
if amy rights of' the wife . And •his') 
Mr. Hayden pointed o u t , had been 
dome- b y ' men legislator's wi thout any 
prodding o n the part o f w o m e n . 

T h e Married- Women, acts, which 
enabled a wife t o d o what she pleased 
with h e r o w n property, put a s top t o 
the evil arising from .good-for-nothing 
husbands l iving on and o f t en squand­
er ing the fortunes of wealthy wives , 
according to Mr. Hayden. The c u s ­
tody of the children, i n e a s e s o f s e p ­
aration, was -also taken o u t of t h e 
husband's abso lu te control- and lef t 
as a matter o f set t lement i n court, ac 
cordi-mg to its opinion as t o which o f 
the parents was ' m o s t - c o m p e t e n t t o 
take care of them. 

Mr. Hayden argued that t h e chanig-
es i n t h e law hod• jglvan w o m e n all o f 
the bes t o t i L a n d that t h e y were n o w 
ij i -dan.ger o f s a c r i f i c i n g ' m a n y privi­
leges ito return for the v o t e . 

"As a matter of fact ," he said, 
"they are asking for a pr iv i l ege which 
is beyond t h e i r -power t o exerc ise . N o 
proposi t ion 'is- sound u n l e s s it stands 
the t e s t of re'duetio ad absurdum. 
T h e r e are c lose t o 3 , 0 0 0 , 0 0 0 woman 
o f v o t i n g age !in New York Sta te . T h e y 
outniumbeT the m e n b y a - smal l mar­
gins. S u p p o s i n g we le t t h e m vote and 
they all! g o to t h e . p o l l s . It is conqeiv 
able that they would cast m o r e v o t e s 
thani imen. Say they d o , f o r t h e sake 
of 'argument, a n d . t h a t t h e y iget c o n ­
trol o f .the Legis lature. They will 
then, be in a position to pass a n y i a w s 
th-ey„.may see fit to pass . 

"Now, s u p p o s e , just f o r . e x a m p l e , 
they t o o k it i n t o their h e a d s t o put 
through a law which w a s s o repug­
nant to the, men that they unanfmouS' 
ly refused to obey it. S u p p o s e that ' 
such ,a law, were put o n the books , 
h o w are the women go ing to enforce 
it? 

"The answer is, they can't. And 
that is the who le trouble. They have 
not the physical make-up for it. And 
when you come right down, to it, they 
s imply can't play the game, and that 
i-s where the whole suffrage argu­
ment falls d o w n . "

F. H. Ingalls of TicondePga, l o o k ­
ed in to the muzzle of a hold-up ..man's 
revolver the o t h e r iiighf, • cool ly ibactr. 
ed away from- the robber, s l ipped o u t 
the back door of the- s tore in which 
the hold-up occurred and im sp i te o f 
repeated warnings that h e .would be 
shot , walked acros s the street to a 
hotel for aid. 

•tog-alls is dru.g clerk in F. 'B. Bern­
ard's store. When he was clos ing up 
the o t h e r night , a man, feaid to be 
Frank McPhee of Rutland,.-Vt., alight­
ed f rom a rig im front and entered t h e 
store . T h e stranger asked Ingalls the 
prijie o f mackinaws. T h e y were t oo 
high seemingly for his pur.se. At any 
rate h e chamged his mind suddenly, 
and told the clerk 'he w a n t e d to buy a ' 
bott le of patent m e d i c i n e which or/fi-
narily retails for fifty c e n t s . / 

G o i n g to a shelf at t h e rear o f (the 
s tore , Inigalls secured the medicine, 
wrapped it up and handed it. to his 
cus tomer who offered h i m a ten d o l ­
lar , bill in payment . G o i n g to the 
cash drawer he took o u t the required 
change and came back to the stranger 
who still UiSUToii to the bill. 

"Where is your bil l?" asked In­
galls before handing ou t the change 
to the_.stran.ger. He had ha-Jly utter­
ed the words before the man d r e w his 
right hand from his hip pocket and 
brandishing a revolver in h's face or ­
dered him to turn over the chan-ge 
and to go and get the rest of the njo-
n e y ' i n the c a s h ! j j r a w e r - a n d hand it 
over to him without delay if he didn't 
want a hole bored right through him. 

Instead of comply ing with the scoun 
drel's hold request Ingalls, backed t o 
the rear of the s tore , the stranger fol 
Irtwjng and urging 'hirfi to give up the 
money . Cool as a c u c u m b e r Ingalls 
kept on retreating until he reached a 
door r w h k h he opened and s tepped 
out iiiito the street the bandit still 
fol lowing. , A c i o s s the street Inigalls 
walked backward and e n t e r e d t h e ho­
tel. 

S e e i n g that h e would be unable t o 
accomplish h i s p u r p o s e t h e stranger 
hurried (back t o his rig, jumped- info-
f h e buggy and-drove away at a break 
neck pace. T h e author i t i e s were 
promptly notified and -gave chase . The 
abandoned rig- was -later found tied in 

• o u t - o f the Fort Cov ing ton station 
w h e r e t h e Vermonter had left it and 
g o n e aoross t h e lake. 

I tXwas learned later that iMcPhee 
had hired the rig from t h e Maloney 
llvary estriy • that e v e n i n g say ing that 
h e w a n t e r - t o dr ive out and s ee a party 
on S t r e e t Road. A warrant has been 
sworn ou t f o k the m a n and his arrest 
is'omly"a ques t ion of t ime .

T h e warrant upon w h i c h Miss Bliss 
was taken in to cus tody i s ' d i rec t ed 
against G r a c e Bliss, alias Miss Grace 
Miller.
