Var.ick A. Chittenden, on* of the 
best know©, residents of East-em St. 
Lawrence County, died ait his home 

'In. the vlillage- of Hopkimton about 
12:15 Monday morning. Although 
Mr. Chittenden, h a d - n o t been in the 
Jjest of health for t h e past few month's 
tils death -came suddenly. He Had 
'been well the previous week and hod 
been owt driving Saturday. Sunday 
mornlrag h e was. seized with a slight 

his aid and went a-w-ay, (in-answered. 
During the latter years-of his life i t 
was his custom to visit regularly the 
needy of his town and many of 'th'em 
can- testify to numerous acts of kind­
ness of which even his most Intimate 
friends had no knowledge. Of him 
it may be truly said, he was the bene-
f..c;o.r of the countryside. 

He married first Charlotte Rtsdon 
i-f Hopkinton. Three children were 
born t o them, two of whom are now 
living, Mrs. Herbert J. Saraford of this 
villaige, and Jay • iH. Chittenden \ of

the act was his -and came from the 
kindly and generous impulses of his 
heart.' He never boasted or even 
mentioned these kindnesses. He was 
quite content that he had dome them. 
The pleasure and happiness of the 
donees of his -bounty was his only -re­
ward, and it was -am-p-le t o him. • -He 
did them from his heart and that was 
enough. He h-ad sympathy unbound­
ed -for the weary, worn- -and 'Sick. He 
went t o them continually fa his kind­
ly, sympathetic way, and ministered,

him, will mourn- hi-m sincerely. We 
doubt if a-y one was ever taken from 
the town or could 'be now, causing 
more -poignant 'grief . -and universal 
sorrow to its .people. His was a .gen­
tle, refined spirit, 'and he, in. conse­
quence, was a loved and lovable man. 
He was the mainstay of the church of 
his fathers, and gave it more care,- at­
tention and service than any other 
•person^ for many years past. The 
church will deeply mourn his going 
as will all who knew M-m. How grand 
it is to live so well that when -we are 
called hence, those who knew us, sin­
cerely mourn our departure. There

, Varick Abram Chittenden, was.born 
!n ''Hopki-nton -February 6, 1838. He 
•was t h e son of Clark S. Chittenden, a 
native of Vermont, who was .one of 

• the .pioneers of the town. Mr. Chi t ­
tenden attended the 'St. Lawrence 
Academy in this village and in 1857 
engaged "un- the .mercantile business 
With h i s brother, King S. Chittenden, 
fai Hopkinton, a business which was 
founded 'by his father in 1823. The 
partnership -lasted un t i l 1874, when 
Mr. Chittenden 'bought out his broth­
er 's interest and carried it on alone

his son, J a y H. Chittenden. He -retir­
ed from active life at that time. Mr. 
Chittenden was the owner, with his 
brother, of the large Chittenden 
farms of nearly five hundred acres in 
Hopkinton where he carried on a gen 

—eral farmin.g and was also extensively 
interested in the stock business. 

.In politics, Mr. Chittenden was a 
Republican, .and was one of the,.influ­
ential men of his party in the town. 

.He. held t h e office of town clerk con­
tinuously for twenty-one years^ and 
was- postmaster for several years. It 
is, probable that no'man" in the section 
in wh'ch he lived was more mrversal-

' ly esteemed and respected than. he . -
•' Of a generous and kindly tempera­
ment, Mr. Chittenden was . a most 
willing .contributor to , every cause, 
and no worthy—subject ever sought 

Hopkinton. Mrs. Chittenden's death 
occurred in 1871 and Mr. Chittenden 
afterward married Laura A. Lawrence 
of Hopkinton, She survives him to ­
gether with one son, Lawrence A. 
Chittenden, also of that village. 

The funeral will be held from his 
late home this afternoon at 2. Rev. 
P. -D. Mackintosh of the Presbyterian 
Gnu-rich of Hopkinton will officiate 
and interment will be made there. 

The following tribute to Mr. Chit­
tenden was written by C. E. Sanford. 

Mr. Chittenden was really and in 
fact a true type of noble manhood. 
Gentle and quiet -by nature, .all his 
traits of character were kindly and 
ennobling. He respected and loved 
*H jkv tetf, iiieiu, women jrod cs-peci-
a-Hy children, wjio were a t all worthy 
of his esteem,- His hand • was ever 
out and ready to help the deserving 
poor, in all the. countryside round 
about his home. Unlike many men 
he somehow kept track of those in 
distress, in deep sorrow, and in great 
trouble, and went quietly and alone 
with -his horse and buggy and minis­
tered unto them every now and then 
continually for years past, taking 
them a package of butter, tea, coffe •, 
melt, etc., with which" he-had stocked 
his carria.ge from his store before 
slartin-g out .'which was usually Sun-
day mornings for such errands of 
mercy. Returning, he would put out 
his horse and go to church. Such 
acts as this he was doing now and 
then all his life,,, quietly, unobserved, 
and without ostentation, showin-g that

MAINE REPUBLICAN GAINS. 

According to a statement by Chair-, 
mart Park-hurst of ^the State Commit­
tee, the 'municipal elections that have 
Just been held in 17 Maine cities dis­
closed great Democratic, losses and 
indicated- a strong drift to the Repub­
lican' party from .both the Democratic 
and Progressive parties. In-- the mu­
nicipal and State elecKons-in--19-1-4the 
Republicans carried only seven of 
these cities. In the elections just 
held they carried 11 and reduced the 
adverse majorities in the' cities where 
they did not win. Others are to -be 
held niext Monday. 

A comparison of the vote cast at 
these elections in.-'Portland, Bangor, 
Auburn, 'Lewiston, Waterville and Au­
gusta, the six largest cities in Maine, 
representing more than one-sixth of-
the total population of the -State, with 
the vote cast in the September elec­
t ion of 1914, shows a Republican 
gain of a trifle over 30 per cent and a 
Democratic loss of a trifle over 12 per 
cent. If these percentages obtain 
throughout the balance of the State, 
a fair, assumption, as the cities is» 
Maine have recently been- the Demo­
cratic strongholds, this would give 
the Republicans in a State election a 
plurality over the Democrats of more 
than 25,000,,and if the percentage of 
gain in Auburn and Lewiston, the two 
principal cities in the second Con­
gress district, now represented 'by 
Congressman McGillic'uddy, a Demo­
crat, were applied to the balance of 
the district, a Republican member of 
Congress would be elected by a sub­
stantial majority; 

It is of particular significance at.. 
the present time that the Republicans 
have carried Augusta, the capital and 
a Democratic stronghold-for-the last 
six or eight years,' by a good majority 
They have carried Waterville, also 
Democratic for a number of years and 
the home of United States Senator 
Johnson, a Democrat, by a substantial 
majority, indicating the return of 
these cities to the Republican 'ranks. 
In Auburn, the only city in the.State 
that elected, a Progressive Mayor in 
1914, the'.Republicans this y.ear won 
against the Democrats and Progres­
sives, the Bull Moose candidate stand­
ing third in number of votes -received. 
In Portland, the Republican .nominee 
for Mayor was a former member of 
the Progressive party who had acted 
as treasurer of the Progressive State 
Committee. He was nominated on 
the Republican ticket as a.-Hepublican,, 
and, while not elected, received the 

Lttrg*sf vflWfliatTkas *>ein gfvWTfo a 
Republican candidate for many years. 

The result in these municipal elec­
tions is accepted by those familiar, 
with conditions in Maine as evidence 
of the return of the Progressives to 
the Republican ranks, of a growing 
opposition to the Democratic admin­
istration in Washington and of rally­
ing to the Republican party of voters 
who in recent years have been acting 
with the Democrats, and as an assur­
ance of a Republican _!_andslide in 
1916.

Furniture for the offices is 
now on the road. One office is about 
19x20.feet; the other 10x20. 

Upstairs in the rooms formerly oc­
cupied by the paid firemen and village 
'board, quarters have been .provided 
for women 'prisoners, children and 
tramps. A steel door at the head of 
the stairway effectually shuts the 
rooms off from a-ny exit. The old 
board room has been made over into 
a lodging room for, tramps and cots 
are .prcv'ded for four. The room for 
women prisoners is in the center of 
the second floor, • -while that for chil­
dren is -at the' front. The entire ca­
pacity of the buiidimg is easily 25 
•prisoners, which should be -more than 
ample for. the town for some time to 
come. • ,

Young Operator- Left His Boarding 

Place To Go To Telegraph Office. 

Never Reached There. 

...Where is Howard Sealy? He -left 
his boarding place ait .Geo. H. Mout-
ton's 6 Garden street a t 7:30 yester­
day morning -and has not been seen 
since. Sealy .is a young lad fifteen 
years of aige who has been employed 
for 'the past 'few months as telegraph 
operator for the Postal Company at 
its local- office in Weston's Book Store 
He started to -go to the store\yester-. 
day, ' to report for- work, but did,, not 
reach -there. 'He has not been \seen 
sSnce. Both his employer and \-his 
landlady are curious as to h'-s where­
abouts. -Nobody seems to -be ajbn 
to tSi.row any light on it. 

Sealy's home is in- Medina, N. Y., 
where he picked up the Morse code. 
He Worked about the offices there* for 
a time and when a vacancy'occurred 

"in the office here the company sent 
him out on a regular job. H's work 
for the Postal was most satisfactory 
and he had no -reason to leave, being 
well liked by his_ employer and the 
public get erally. 

Sealy was on duty as usual until 
about i Monday .night.. He .was_ seen... 
going home shortly after 16. When 
he flailed to a-pipear Tuesday, morning, 
the Postal office got into communica­
tion with Mrs. Moulton, who inform­
ed them '1-h.a.t the lad had left the 
house at 7:30. The hour was a trifle' 
earlier than was hfs custom,.tout she 
thought nothing of it. His effects are 
still there. So far as could be learned 
last night no one saw yourag Sealy af­
ter-'he -left the -house. Th-e iboy was 
accustomed to wear a dark grey over­
coat and a brown cap. He is short 
for his age, being but a trifle over 4 
feet tal-l.

-Willi the crmp!e:'c:ii . f the re\v cn-
tral tire station the tire apparatus was 
removed and it was determined to 

entirely done tway with;- and a hrici 
partition built across the bui-ldimg, 
making a cell room of 3 5x20 feet. A 
concrete floor liasvBe'en laid 'and a pit 
constructed in the southwest corner 
for the heating'plant. This is shut 
off from the rest of the room by a 
steel grating, extending to the ceiling 
The six steel"ce"lls extend in a tier 
east ar.-d west alcn.g the "north side of 
the room. Th'eir dimensions are ..5.x 
7x8 feet. The ceils which are of the 
mrdem self-locking type, have solid 
steel fleers an*i ce'1'r..RS and each is 
equipped with a steel latticework 
bunk. There ;s runnin.g water in ev--
ery cell. The whole cell-room is 
clean, light and airy with barred win­
dows en three s'des, the ha s being 
t-uik.-into-t.ie masonry of the walls of 
the bu'iding. Two sol'J steel doors 
are provided, one opening out-doors 
and. the other into the officers' room 
in front. 

There are two offices in front and 

, time^—that ts purely in .a Social'way. 
Taxpayers generally are unged .to Took 
the station over. 

In connection with a description of 
the Police Station, the Courier carries 
this week a picture of the local offic­
ers. Besides their position on the 
force several of them hold town and 
county offices.
