MR. MURPHYf INS HIS CASE 

AS PLAINTIFF IN ACTION AGAINST 
J LILLIAN RULE. 

Referee Finds For Him To Extent- of 

About $500. 

Attorney Geo. H. Bowers of Canton 
has just received a decision from W. 
O. 'Daniels, referee in the action of 
Charles A. Murphy v. LllJJaifWule and 
John "M. Rule, a case which has excit­
ed considerable comment in the neigh 
borhood where it arose, ' 

Plaintiff is a well known Potsdam 
attorney, the defendants are husband 
and wife, and reside in Madrid.- T.iey 
were tenants on the farm of the plain­
tiff, and about the first of last April, 
when th«i|r lease expired, took away 
from the farm twelve cows which the 
plaintiff claimed, and to recover which 
he brought an action in county court 
& replevied the animals. The case 
was tried last July, consuminig two 
full days, and almost 300 pages of 
testimony were taken. It was not fin­
ally submitted to t'fie referee until in 
January last. The facts of the case 
were somewhat complicated. 
—The-Rules were formerly on a farm 
owned by Emery Buck. Buck was 
hard up and borrowed money from 
Murphy, the plaintiff, and .gave him 
security on various cows, and also 
from Majcr H. D. Ellsworth of Canton 
to whom he also gave a mortgage on 
cows. It is .claimed that an arrange­
ment was made with each that Buck 
might sell the cows and buy others, 
and that the others .-should stand'"in 
the plate- of those sold, so far as se­
curity ..was concerned. He did sell 
and bujl considerably, and finally gave 
without consideration a mortgage to 
the defendant, Lillian Rule, which .cov 
ered all the stock he then had, „'so.me 
o f which had been purchased since 
the giving of the Murphy and Ells­
worth mortgages. Ellsworth started 
to foreclose his mortgage and Murphy 
purchased it, paying for it in full, w'th 
the knowledge of the Rules. Mrs.-
Pule assigned her mortgage to Mur­
phy as collateral security, and he fore 
closed all the mortgages, and sold the 
cows in question on the place where 
the Rules were living; the defendant 
John taigged them for the sale and 
bid en all the animals but one; they 
were all bid in by Earl Murph'y for 
the plainit'ff; -after that Murphy pur­
chased the farm, and made a lease of 
the farm1 and cows to Lillian Rule, 
which lease was in writing; after that 
both the Rules were examined in sup­
plementary proceedings, and each 
swore that they had no property, and 
the defendant Lillian went further and 
swore that" the stock belonged to the 
plaintiff. 

The defense interposed was that 
the defendant John Rule bouight four 
of the cows in question himself, and 
that the other.eight were not convey­
ed by the Murptiy-Ellsworth mortgage 
and that defend ant Lillian had paid the 
debt that she assigned her mortgage 
to secure. 

The referee found that bv standing 
by and seeing Mu-phybuv the Ells­
worth mortgage and pav full value for 
it. and mak'-g no c'a'm of ownership, 
both the Rules were now estopped 
from assert :"g mvjierstrr: he also 
f. u r d that the m. r'.gage to the de­
fendant L:H'.t-i Rule was expresslv sob 
iect to The r 'gh's of ilie Ellsworth a r t 
Myopliy mortgages. J".i that ne'Mer 
of the d.'fofol'its forb'd the sa ie 'a ' 
J U C I V I of :he Vf.vS-- He accord'ngiv 
fou-d that the rl.-'nt'ff was ent'tled 
to po.ssess'on of the-cows at thl^t'me 
he" replevied,them, at-d that their val­
ue was S500.
