AN EMPTY TREASURY. 

Results of Two Yean of Democratic 
Rule. 

The disastrous results of Demo­
cratic con'tirol of this country are be­
coming more apparent every day. 

Statements issued by Representa­
tive "Fitzgerald, Democratic -chairman 
of the House appropriation! commit­
tee and ;Repnesentative Gillett, the 
ranlrinig Republican member, agree 
that the appropriations of the last ses 
sioro of Congress'totaled $1,11,5,121,-
409., that contracts , iwyolvinig addi­
tional appropriations of. $37,400,000 
were'.authorized and that a treasury 
deficit is probable: 
1 Chairman Fitzgerald's statement, 
did not give the total of appropria-
itions for tlhe entire sixty-thiEd (Con­
gress. Mir. Gillett' placed that total 
at $2,231,000,000 which, Hie said, 
was $113,000,1000 greater than that 
of the sixty-second Congress and 
#177,000,000 more than' the last Re-

..publican, Congress appropriated. 

Mr. .Fitzgerald estimated that should 
Hie condition of the treasury contin­
ue as' at present unifttTJutre- 30, _ jhe 
itotal defiioit mould "be $133,opo,o6b7 
offset, however, • •by the income tax 
eollectfions which -are .estimated at 
about $80,000,000. 

JVlr. GiWett asserted in his state­
ment ^fhat the "treasury has not been 
s o empty since the Cleveland admin­
istration." 

Chairman Fitzgerald declared the 
tariff was in no way responsible and 
that until the outbreak of the Euro­
pean* war the new law had proved an 
effective revenue producer. Mr. Gil­
lett did not agree with that. 

Mr. Fitzgerald said the effect of the 
war was world-wideband that as it .go­
es on reduction of customs imparts 
mid their revenue will continue. At 
some lenigth he discussed the need of 
economy. 

"The finances of the federal gov­
ernment must be readjusted," said he 
"No more important problem will' con 
front Congress when it reassembles."

SHOULD TAKE INVENTORY. 

A Good Business 'Policy For tne 

Young Farmer. 

• The young farmer who is endeavor 
inig to build up a more efficient and 
profitable business seldom retains 
much cash. When money is received 
he buys a new implement, anotner an­
imal, improves a buildirog, or makes 
payments on bill for thin.gs bought on 
credit. During, the course of the yea ' 
he may receive and pay out large 
sum's of money, leavinig almost no 

.cash at the end of the year. The an­
nual returns may seem to have been 
only a fair living for himself and .fam­
ily, whereas the farm business may 
have turned a g ood profit,- which is 
invested from month to 'month. Hence 
it is important for tne farmer's guid­
ance and encouragement that he make 
an annual inventory of his farm in­
vestments. This inventory should 
be a detailed list, with values, of ev­
erything used- in the farm business, 
including land, buildings, live stock, 
machinery and tools, produce or 
feed or sale, supplies, bill receivable, 
and cash; also .a list of ail accounts 
and bills owinig. The difference be­
tween the total assets and debts show 
the net farnn worth. 

A study of two successive invento­
ries of a farm in 'New York State il­
lustrates how one yourag farmer on 
I'OO acres prospered iregardiess of 'tlhe 
fact that he had almost n o cash a t 
the end of the year. The total assets 
at the beginning of t h e year amount­
ed to $13,090 and to $13,400 at the 
end of the same year, an increase of 
$310. The increased investment in 
live stock, machinery and tools, and 
more produce held for sale amounted 
t o $1073, but this was partially offset 
by the cash dew ease of $763. The 
farm indebtedness was 'also reduced 
by $253, thus makinig a total increase 
in net wor th . to the farm business of 
$563. The inventory values, covered 
all depreciation and increases in val­
ues, so that this $563 was net in­
crease in the value of the farm invest' 
ment. It means that this sum was 

• saved from the year's business after 
all farm expenses ted been paid, in-, 
eluding interest on 'borrowed money 
and all living expenses. The amount 
of cash at the end of . the year, $133, 
proved to be no indieai.'on of the sue 
cess of the year's business.

.but fhei 'bowl'considered n o other ap ­
pointments. The usual mumbeir of 
bills were ordered paid.

off us janitor of the city hall. Kelly 
entrusted the janitor with a dollar 'bill 
wFJIih- which to buy some tobacco and 
after waistlirog an 'hour for h-'s re.tu.irn 
concluded that he had tan yictr'miz 
ed and reported the deal to Chief of 
Police E. J. Singleton. In addTtion 
to taosrimg the slimigle green back,, Kel­
ly also claims that 'he was robbed of 
$20 some lime Tuesday when he hit 
town on tlhe way t o Syracuse and fell 
in with a stranger. 

When' KeSly left Potsdam, he had 
a roll of considejaWe .propoftilons, ac 
cordi'mg to his own story.

.•Paul Lorogale, aged 77, died at his 
home in Washington street Friday af­
ternoon-. His death was due to his 
advanced age, Mr. ".Lowgale,. 'was 
born in. th i s viltage and had 'spent his 
whole (life here.

Dr. Jesse J. Foote died at his home 
in Market street about 4:30 Monday 
afternoon.

Dr. Foote at­
tended the Potsdam Normal and for 
two years after leaving school was in­
terested in the milling business with 
his father and a 'brother in Dakoiar 
He took up t'he study of medicine at 
the College of the City of New York, 
graduating in 1S95. He began the 
practice of his profession at "Memphis 
N. Y., remainimg there two years he-
fore moving to Potsdam. He after­
ward took up his residence in Parish-
ville and remained there six and one-
haif years. Since that time he has 
resided here . 

Dr. Foote married in Hopkinton in 
1890, Miss Grace Eastman. She to­
gether with one son, Howard E: Foote 
.survives him. He is also survived toy 
two brothers, Alton of Sioux City, la., 
and Clark, of San Diego, Calif. 

Dr.' Foote was 49 years of aige. '

' "Every time tlhe light goes out, a 
baby dies somewhere in the civilized 
world." 

This striking legend appears over 
a ftashirog .etleoWc on one of tlhe pan­
els of .the Offild Welfare ExhliMt which 
opened here yesterday. Day. and 
might the light 'goes out every ten se­
conds, 360 times every hour and S646" 
t imes duirimg the day. This graphi­
cally illustrates the enormous mortal! 
tty of infants in the world, principally 
from ignorance o! t h e causes of dis­
ease and lack of care by the mother. 
The exhibit will be open until Friday. 
The , mcimrin.g sessions will! "be given 
over" to the students of the various 
school's of the vcfflaige. Every after­
noon from 2 until 6 it will be open to 
the general public. 

Theie was a fair atitendanre at the 
meeting last evening. M'ss Georgi-
nutt Ross spoke on "The Value of Or-
'ganized Health Work in tlhe Communi 
iy.". There was also an address by 
Miss"'A. L. Barry, Supervising Nuirse.

In. addition to the care of the baby 
the question of a clean milk supply is 
shown and the neccessity of- proper 
hbusinig and fresh air. Even those 
without childien should visit the ex­
hibit as it shows in a sfrikinc manne'.-
the responsibility of every citizen for 
t'he health of those in lvs community. 

The exh'-bit. however.-is only a p:r t 
of the work done by the Stole Depart 
ment of Heailh for the reduct'on ri 
jnfa-r'i mortality in Mi's state. The 
exhiK't :s he'd in coopersttt-rj w'th the 
local heal'.h authorities and simplv vis 
nsl'zes what -the Department hss he.:-n 
dr.'r,; 'thro'iyjh-ut the stai'e by means 
of lectures, 'special ne-wsrape- sto-ies 
etc. dur.'nc the p?s: year.

The rourse in chair,ge is 
Igtvinig demonstratlions daily in the 
care of Infants and will explain to 'a l l 
Interested the value of Wartt weifafe-
sMtfows- lb a community, fh'e method.J. 
of organization, t h e cost of upkeep 
and other deitaiis. 

Amonig other fihimgs shown is a com 
plete outfit of baby' cloth inig for sum­
mer and winter and mothers a re en­
couraged to bring the'ir babies with 
them and ask -questions of t h e nurse. 

Every person interested in the wel­
fare of the community is urged to at 
tend the exhibit. It does not only 
teach the individual mother how to 
take better care of her baby, but it 
idemomis'tira't'es graphically evelry .per­
sons- responiS'iib'lify Jin the .importance 
cf infants deaths in the com.munity. 
When it is realized that fully one 
quarter of infants deaths, under one 
year of aige, are .preventable by such 
means as' better 'housing, clean milk, 
and tresh arr, all of which this exhib­
it sets forth, the interested observer 
will feel that here is a work in which 
he can help. 
, It has been estimated by competent 
authorities that coumBn.g the cost of 
each small -funeral as $50; t h e saving 
for the last six months of 1914 'over 
a simili'ar peiiod in 1913 is $31,850. 

•The incalculable suffering and grief 
caused by these smal ' deathis to the 
parentis is far beyond any money cal­
culations, but the olbove figures serve 
to point out' the enormous financial 
waste which can be lessened iby at 
least one-fourth through simple .in­
struction and enligjhterain'g olf mothe-s
