The Tale of the Lost Boy and How a 

Charge of Murder was 

Disproven. 

Tlie following; story was written by 
the iate Philander Deming, wiiose 
death 'recently occurred ..in Albany. 
The scene is laid in Chateaugay, in 

s Franfclim'Couuty, and the'narrative is 
" said -to be 'based on fact. Mir. 'Dem­

ing \v.as the oldest stenographer in 
Albany.and was the first court report-., 
er ira the United States. He was prob­
ably 'more familiar with the , Adiron-
dacks 'Mian any mm now livtog. He 
wemt M o the North Woods to live' 
Twh-era he was a boy, taught1 school 
tteire in a log cabin when a' you*h, 
and after he took up _his_residence in 
Albany, spent every summer at his 
summer home in Burke FranWto eoun 
ty. He loved the Adirondacks and 

' understood all their moods. Many-
was the expedition he took .«tane_ 
through 'the wildest part of the Adi-
rondacks and as far back as 1858 he 
ascended to the summit of W'lii'tefa.ce 
Mountain. 
•:' Mr. Demimg lo-ved to tell of the 
early days when the log cabin was 
•about -the only dwelling to .be found 
In 'the Adirondacks and to 'Comtrast 
these simple homes with the luxuri­

o u s hunting ledges with their stuffed 
trophies and fine1 furnishings that are 
now t o be me't with so frequently. 
Having the nature of. a .poet and be-
inig gifted .with literary ability, he 
years ago wrote 'a series of Adiron­
dack stories,- tha-l, now forgotten, are 
little -classics in the'r way. On* of 
them was entitled "Lost" which will 
appear in tne Courier in two parts.' 
The first, part follows: 

"He was lost in the edge of the Ad--
irondack Wilderness. It must have 
been the sound of the flail. 'Thud, 
thud, thud,' came the beat of the dull 

'thuimpimg strokes through the. thick, 
opaque, gray fog.. Willie was hardly 
four years old; and when once he was 
a few rods away from the .barn, off 
Oni the- .pl.ain—of m/im-d/Mmm yal low 
Stubble, he could not tell where he 
was 'and could not detect the descrip­
tive nature of the sound and Ms echo. 
He 'Could see (nothing whichever way 
he looked, whereyer he walked, there 
were the same-reverbations; -and the 
same narrow dome of watery gray was 
everywhere shutting close down ar­
ound 'him. As 'he'followed the muffl-
•ed sound, in his efforts t o get back to 
the barn, it seemed to retreat from 
him, and he ran faster to overtake- it. 
He ram on .and on, and so was lost. •-

That night and the next day a few 
•neighbors, gathered from the adjoin­
ing farms, searched for- Willie. They 
wandered about the fields and margin 
of the woods, but found n o trace of 
Bie lost child. It became apparent 
that a general --seach must be made. 

The fog had cleared away on the 
second morning after Willie was lost, 
as .about a hundred woodmen and 
fanmers .and hunters, gathered from 
the farms and forest and settlement, 
and sat in grotesque groups around 
.the little farm house and bam., wait­
ing the grand organization into Vne, 
preparatory to sweeping the woods, 
and finding Willie. 

'During all the1 hours of the two 
•previous nights the lanterns and 
torches had been flashing in and out 

.fceh-ind the. logs and brush of the" fal­
lows;' and the patches-of snow that 
lingered in spite of- the April rains, 
•gave evidence that every foot of the 
adjacent clearing1 ; t td—been trampled 
over in the search. But the men were 
•not yet satisfied that the search ab­
out the farm had b£en thorough and 
standing by the house they could see 
the field of the night's work — the 
level stu'bble of the grain field, and 
the 'broad, irregular hollow used as a 
pasture, and filled with stumps and 
logs and bush. Here and- there could 
be seeni men still busy .poktaig sticks 
under the togs, and working around 
fcog holes in the. low ground. "You 
see, it stands" to ' r eason , " said Jim, 

xaddressimg a grouipTiy-the house "that 
_. little chap less than four years old 
could not get out of this clearimg in­
to thfl; woods." 

1* *b i te haired patriach 'remarked, 
•with great confidence and. solemnity, 
" T h e boyXJs wifihim half a mile of the 

Jhouse;' and.^M I cam have command of 
«ix men I will, find him." The -patri­
arch continued Ho press his suggestion 
uwt& fie"'secured , his company and 
started off,' feelimg that he carried, a 
great weight of responisilbiBty. He 
Joined the log-pokers and bog-explor­
ers, Tmt •not'hiwg came of his search. 

The mowiiiing ivas wearing w a y ; 
t i e "men, gathered from, a great' dis­
tance, were impatient a t t h e delay to 
organize the lin*. 

Willie had >been. out nearly 48 hours 
Could it be"ttat he had ipissejjbeyond 
the stubble field into taie forest near­
ly h*If a mile from the house? If he 

_ had managed t o cross the brook at 
' the edge of the woods, he ted the vast 
Adirondack Wilderness 'before him. 
It wis time t o search thoroughly and 
upon' a lange scale, if the boy was to 
be found alive. 

But a reason for delay was whisper­
ed around—the fortune woman was 
coming. Soon a rough farm wagon 
came up the road 'and through the 
y*rd gate, and stopped in front of the 
•door of the farm house. There was 
t ihush .of voices, and >a reverent look 
•niptm the part of some of the men, 
mud a snicker and a digging of their 
tieigh'bor's ribs upon the .part of o th­
e r s , as a large, coarse-featured worn-
•«v. was helped out of the wagon by 
4he driver of the team. 

This female was the famous fo-r-
'lirne woman." - Some of these dwellers 
o n the edge of the wilderness were no 
bet ter than the classic Greek and no 
nobler Roman of Ancient times; for 
they believed in divination. 

T h e fortune woman went into th? 
house where the mother of Willie, r.at 
crying. The men crowded the room 

and windows and door. Some of Hie 
men looked solemn; some jeered. Out. 
at the door Josh" explained apologeti­
cally to the unbelievers, that, "inas­
much as some thinks as how she-can 
tell, and some thinks as how she .can 
not, so it were thought better for to 
go' and fetch her, so as that 'll! might 
satisfactory themselves and no fault 
found, and everything done for the 
little boy.'! 

After a brief seance with the tea­
cup in the house, the fortune woman,' 
urged by the men, went "out of 
doors" and walked u p along the hol­
low with her teacup, experimenting 
to find the child. About talf of the 
men. straggled after her . Jim declar­
ed to the gromp. who lingered at the 
house that he would sell out and leave 
if the entire crowd disgraced the town 
by following after that "old she-devil" 

To a stranger coming upon the 
field at this time, the scene was cur­
ious and picturesque, .and some of jt-
unaccountable. In the background 
was a vast descending jplain of ever­
green forests, sloping away from the 
Adirondack highlands to the dim dis­
tance of the St. Lawrence Valley, 
where could be seen the white, thread 
like line of the great river; and Still 
beyond the Canada woods, melting 
away to a measureless distance of airy 
blue-. In the foreground was a vulgar 
old woman- waddling along, and snatch 
irag here and there a teacup of water 
from the puddles 'formed by the melt­
ing snow; and 50 vigorous men in 
awe-struck ""'attitudes were gazing at 
her and, when she moved, they fol­
lowed 'after. Odd as the grotesque 
performance seemed, it had- in, it a 
touch of the old heathenish grandeur 
belonging to the ancient superstitions. 
The same strange light that through 
all time has shone from human faces 
as souls reach after the great infinite, 
unknown, shone from the faces of 
these men. They were fine visa.ges 
among them. Burly Josh and a hun­
ter with da-rk, poetic eyes would have 
been a match for handsome, pious, 
AEnas or the heroes cf Helals, who 
watched the flight of birds, and be­
lieved in a fortune woman at Delphos. 

But the simple faith of.those mod­
ern worshippers..was not rewarded; 
after the Greek pattern,-.the,...oracle, 
gave ambiguous responses. The old 
woman proclaimed, with her eye snap 
p'ng venomously, that there was a 
big black baste ^standing over the 
swate child." She •announced, with

around half a circle, that "the dear, 
Innocent darlin' was somewhere about 
off that way from t h e house." She 
Scolded the men sharply' for their- laz­
iness, telling them they had not look-' 
ed for the lost child, but were waiting 
around Ihe. house "while the blessed 
baby starved and the big black baste 
stood over him." 

Dan caught at this and declared that 
t h e "old hypocrite" was no fool. She 
knew enou'gh to understand that "it 
was no way to find a lost boy to shell 
out a. whole township of ahle-bcdied 
men, and set them to chase an old 
jvoman around a lot ." 
- The fortune woman came back to 
the house, held a final grand seance 
with the tea cup divinitv and declar­
ed that the "swate child" was within 
half a mile of the place, and ifythey 
would only look thev would find him, 
and that, if they did not look, within., 
two days "the big black baste would 
devour ihe poor, neglected dar!'n'.'-x 

After this tlie fortune woman was rut 
into the wagon and Josh drove her 
hrme. It was fully in accordance 
With the known perversity, of human 
nature, that the fa'th r of the believers 
in'her infallib'lity-was not in the slight 
est degree shaken. 

.The 'company, hav'rtg been increas­
ed by fresh- arrivals t o mr.re than ion 
men. organized for ' the searcn. The 
.colonel ranged the men in line- about 
2.0 feet apart, extending across tfae. 
wide stubble-field, and the pasture. 
The men were d'recfed bv the colonel 
to "dress to Ihe left"; that is as he 
explained it, frr each to watch '• {he 
man at the left, and keep 20 feet 
from him, and observe all the ground, 
in marching." .

Dur ing March, 1SH4, tlie citv of Hanford , Cal., experienced a severe 
outbreak of tvph'oid fever. The local health au thor i t i es and physicians 
and the S t a t e Board of Health immediately began to invest igate this 
o r tb reuk . Upon inquiry it a p p e a r e d - t h a t t h e one c o m m o n - b o n d be­
tween, those affected was' that thev had a t tended a public church ,dinner | 
held oh March \t. All those present a t th i s d inner (l.")0) were followed 
up, and of th i s number it was found that eighty-five hiiii become in­
fected, while the eight o thers who had typhoid had had food from the 
d inne r b rough t to them a t their bm. i ses . jMany of, t h e vict ims-had conic 
to t h e d inner from a long way off and carried home t h e infection wi th 
them to the i r d is tant homes. 

T h e next problem was to find the, par t icular person who had sown 
t h e seed of/infoction at the dinner . Careful fetndy showed t h a t no sirigle 
food of those , served at ' t h e ' m e a l had beeul eat'en by all t h e pa t i en t s . 
Most of them had ' ea t cn chicken pie, but tlie chicken p i e ' w a s o f t h r e e 
or more different lots. T h e next t h i n g which had been most general ly 
eaten by the typhoid eases was Spanish spaghet t i , but X O T J^LL, had 
ea ten Miis . So it was clear that the" person who caused t h e infection 
m u s t , have been in the kitchen in which the food was -p repa red and 
served so as to inl'ei-t various a r t ic les of f'Jod, T h e r e was plenty of 
chance for such a transfer of infection in the serving of the food and 
the harr ied washing of dishes and utensils . - • 

A study of the people who helped in t h e ki tchen soon narrowed 
down to seven women, and samples of discharges were tuicun from all 
of these women for bacteriological examinat ion . 

T h e history of one of these women—Mrs . X.—was par t icular ly sus­
picious. She had formerly kept a boarding house, and it appeared t h a t 
d u r i n g t h e last eight years four cases of typhoid had occurred A M O N G 
H E R F.OAKIlEl tS . ' i t was no surpr ise ," therefore , when t l i e ' l abora tory 
^telegraphed tha t the bacteriological examinat ion d.owed 1IEK to be 
the carr ier of the typ!uiid-bacilli. .. • ' . 

I t was Mrs. X. who bad pfepared t h e Spanish spoghpt t i for t h e ' d i n - ' 
ner . The spaghet t i and t he 'Span i sh sance-were prepared in her home 
on t h e day before and mixed and cooked V E R Y H A S T I L Y just before 
the d inner . Exper iments made, by t h e Board of Hea l th showed t h a t 
typhoid ge rms would grow and increase rapidly in the Spanish sauce 
Mid that the process of baking ac tual ly used would pot raise tlie spa­
ghe t t i even to a pasteurizing t e m p e r a t u r e and W O U L D N O T D E ­
S T R O Y the tvphoid germs.. 

Th i s epidemic teaches tha t S O M E P R O C E S S E S of cookery do no t 
make- food safe and that the grea tes t care should be used- by .those pre­
par ing foods to WASH T H E I R H A N D S since any one may be grow­
i n g germs in his or hef body and-sp read ing t h e m about as Mrs. X. was 
do ing wi thout suspecting it at all . Most cases of typhoid come, of 
cc4fse, from other recognized cases of the disease, b u t t he re are h u n ­
dreds of cases like this one on record where t h e germB have been sp read 
by a, well person or "car r ie r . " 

' The authorities of the St Lawrence 
'State Hospital have been directed hy 
•the Department of Agriculture to al­
low no persons other than hospital 
employees ini c r around t h e farm 
buildings on account of t h e daniger 
of carryin.g the foot and mouth dis­
ease,' which, the department states, 
is becoming very serfous in this state 
twelve mew cases 'nav'.nig 'bee.n. found 
around Syracuse vecewtly. . While 
visitors hia've always been, welcome 
and the .authorities have always been 
glad t o show" the farms and stock 
it is .requested that, until t h e Depart­
ment of Agriculture issues further in 
structions in the matter, this o'fder be 
respected by ffie people in this vioin 
i ty-and inspection of the -bams and 
stock be discontinued. '
