POOR SEASON FOR TRAPPERS 
PLENTY OF PELTS BUT THE PRICE 

IS LOW. 

European War Ha* Knocked Bottom 
Out of the Fur Market. Some 

Local Figures. 

Fourteen fox pelts in prime condi­
tion attracted the attention of travel­
ers at the local station one day last 
week. The skins were the property 
of two Adirondack woodsmen from 
up-country and with a number"" of 
coon skins and muskrats -represented 
their labors-at the traps-the past win­
ter. The men were on their way .to 
the city where they expect to find a 
market for their season's catoh. 

The price they will -get for their 
skins this year is far ;below that of 
last seasoni Which, in turn -was below 
that of the one previous. T h e r e has 
been a steady decline in the fur mar­
ket the past two years and there 
seems to be no immediate prospect 
that-it will go .back to its former >il̂ vel. 
The cause of the decline is -attributed 
to various conditions, chief among 
which is the European war which has 
practically closed the foreign » fur 
market. The g rea te r"par roTThe fur 
taken hereabouts, is shipped -to New 
York and exported from there to .Eu­
rope. Just at the present time fur 
don't seem to be worn much over 
there. 

A' good fox pelt last year brou,gh,t 
$6.50. This season the trapper is 
lucky if he gets $4.25. Muskrats in 
good condition brought 35 cents. 
They are selling for' 22 cents now. 
Coons were worth $3.50 in 1914 and 
$2.00 is the highest price paid at the 
present and the skins must be fine to 
bring that. Skunks' -are selling for 
$1.50. They d o not appear to have 
suffered such a general decline as the 
others. 

A local fur dealer stated' yesterday 
that in- his opinion about 150 fox 
pelts had been taken the past winter 
in the ' territory of which Potsdam is 
the shipping point. He figured that 
about 3000 muskrats had been caught 
and 200 coons. 2000 skunks "had 
been gathered in by the trappers, he 
estimated. Of course, all these 'fig­
ures are estimates, • but the dealer 
thought they were fairly accurate. As 
far as the supply of fur bearing ani­
mals went; the season was a good 
one. The number taken holds up -to-
That of" former years, Put i f s JnTT 
price that hurts the trappers, and the 
prediction is made that another year, 
unless there. is a change for the bet­
ter, many of -them will seek other 
fields of labor.
