EVERETT'S ELECTION BILL 

MAKES MARKED CHANGES IN THE 

Eu£f iOr7lAWS. 

One of the Most Important Measures 

Before the Assembly. 

A HEADLIGHT FOR BULLS. 

Provided For In Bill of Senator N. M. 
Marshall. 

Although it was a bujsy week last 
week, the senate took/a few minutes 
to laugh at a bill introduced by Sena­
tor N. M. Marshall of Malone, pro-
prosirig to regulate the farming indus­
try much as the legislature has .taken 
to regulating other business interests 
of the state. 

The "bill concludes with this para­
graph: 

"To enforce the provisions of this 
act a commission of five persons shall 
be selected by the Governor with a 
view to placating as' many shades of 
political opinion as possible. No com 
missioner shalL. howeverNjS disquali-1 

fied by lack ofNjKvious_jltoical or 
other experience.'*^ ^ -

Among. other fhirogs, the bill pro­
vides these: 

Only 'one price for a given com­
modity shall be lawful, this to include 
all grains, vegetables, livestock and 
dairy articles. 

Every hired man shall work eight 
hours a. day, and not bn Sundays, le­
gal holidays or on Jack Love's birth­
day. 

Eyeiry .farmer shall hire one or more 
laborers than he needs. 

Exceptions to the last two provis­
ions can be made in periods of stress 
resulting from an earthquake, ia visit 
of Halley's comeif or European inva­
sion". 

A'H wagons and poles and double 
trees" shall be .provided with counters 
•ctimg by impact, so the Wired man 
shall not 'go between the wheels of a 
waigon or between the heels of, horses 

All 'bulls, when movimg on high­
ways' or in unfenced areas, must be 
equipped with 'bells of not 'less than 
fifty pounds weight, a steam • whistle 
and a 1000 candle power headlight. 

Sheds shall be built over all fields 
where hired men work .in summer.' 

All bams, sheds and outbuildings 
shall be adequately heated and well 
lighted and policed. 

If a calf is delayed in arriving or 
is" born 'deait'-"t1i«- farmer-shall-instant. 
ly .provide- another cow whose" calf 
shall be born that day. 

No farmer • shall make any mort­
gage or incur any indebtedness ex­
tending over a period of more than a 
month.

Assemblyman E. 'A. Everett of this 
vintage has introduced a bill which 
makes a number of .important chang­
es—-ia- the election machinery of tih'e 
State. It is .generally conceded to be 
one of the most important ..measures 
before the 'House ait the present ses*-
sionw 

The bill abolishes'1 the three" State 
Superintendents of. Elections and all, 
of their deputies and creates a bureau 
of elections to the office of the Secre­
tary of State. The Secretory of State 
is 'authorised to appoint a deputy to 
be head of this bureau to be known 
as the State Supervisor of Elections, 
whose 'term of office is made co-ter-.' 
minous wit'n that of 'the Secretary of 
State and whose salary is fixed at 
$5,000. The Secretary of State is al­
so- authorized to appoint five Deputy 
Supervisors' at annual salaries of $2,-
500 and five other deputies ait salaries 
of Si,300. The appropriations under 
•the .present law for the existing state 
superintendents inidudlnig three sup­
erintendents at salaries of $5,000 each"" 
three chief deputies at salaries of $4,-
500 each, ;a. secretary at $2,000, 80 
deputiefcat $1,200 each, 50 deputies 
at $1000 each and 40 deputies at 
$900 each, foge-ther with other items 
of expense in ihe -aggregate ot $334,-
000. Under the Everett bill the total 
expense to the State for the propos­
ed bureau of elections will be $119,-
000, and the combined savtog to the 
State .and localities by the chaniges 
made by this biil is conservatively es­
timated at $300,000. 

The board of elections of four per­
sons is continued in New York City. 
In counties 'Containing cities of the 
first • or second class the boards of 
supervisors may determine whether 
there shall be a board of elections of 
two persons' or a stogie commissioner 
of elections. In all other counties 
the boards of supervisors have the 
option ot determtuimg wnenner tnere 
shall 'be a board of elections of two 
persons, a single commissioner, or 
neither a board or commissioner, in 
"which event the 'bill provides that the 
County Clerk shall execute ,'011 laws 
relatinig to primaries '"and elections. 
In all cases if there is a board of elec­
tions it must be bi-partisan in char­
acter. 

Personal registration in rural dis­
tricts is not required on any day of 
registration. 

Registration by travelling, salesmen 
by affidavit under proper safeguards 
is permitted. 

The objectionable clause defining; 
any "place of stay" as a residence for 
the purpose of voting js omitted by 
the law. ' 

The Everett K1I makes no change 
in the.present method of designating 
and nominating candidates nor in tin 
form of t'ne. official or election ballot. 

The hours for holding primary el­
ections are made from 7 o'clock a. m. 
to 9 o'clock, p. m.,-instead of 3 o'clock 
p. m. to 9 o'clock p. m. 

Th6 bill provides for official pri­
maries for party nominations for spe­
cial elections called by .the Governor. 

Enrolled voters in rural districts-
who have removed from'their district 
between the time of - enrollment and 
the next ensuing first day of'registra­
tion retain their right to participate 
in a primary held during such infer? 
val.
