Lawrence Division until January 6, 
and maybe later. Whether any more 
changes will be made then or not is 
not known and railroad officials pro­
fess to be as much in the dark as is 
anybody. It woulduiot be surprising 
however, were the \government , t o 
discontinue trains 7 and 8. due here 
at noon and 3:12 straiebt thro' from 
Syracuse. The railroad intended to 
take them off only north of Water-
town. 

Northern towns which were depri­
ved of parlor car sprvfce last snrme 
and watched the retention of parlor 
cars from Watertown south, have 
learned with, satisfaction that these 
cars will be taken off January 6th. 
There will be no more parlor cars 
anvwhere on the St. Lawrence or the 
Ontario divisions. Thev have nrevi-
ouslv been onerated from Watertown 
to New York, Watertown to Syra­
cuse, "Utica to Watertown and Syra­
cuse to Watertown. The general 
fpeline is in this section that if Nor­
thern New York is not entitled to at 
least .one parlor car a dav each way, 
then they better be removed alto­
gether, and other people have evk, 
dently reached the same conclusion. 

Notwithstanding the postpone­
ment of the change in train service 
for a week, mail service on trains T 
and 8 weeks days was discontinued 
Monday. Orders were received at 
the Potsdam postoffice Saturday not 
to dispatch anv more mail on these 
trains, the mail cars having been ta­
ken off. Undoubtedly the trains will 
be taken off next Saturday.
