Americans in­
vented for Germany Tier revolver, 
h # machine' gun, her turreted ship, 
and her torpedo submarine. In ret­
rospect i t seems absolutely incred^ 
ble that Germany could have been so 
helplessly and "hopelessly unequal to 
the'invention of ther tools that have 
made her rich. But that is n o | her 
gift. H Sheffield carx»«ive. ber a 
model knife, Germany can reproduce 
that'knife in quantities and undersell 
Sheffield. The German people keep 
step in a regiment,* in a factory and 
on a ship, and therefore are whole­
salers, The French, .mind is creative 
stand for individual excellence, and 
is at the other extreme from the-' Ger 
man temperament. The emblem of 
the German intellect is,beer; 'the em­
blem of the English intellect i s port 
. Inej the emblem of the French 
mind,is champagne; the emblem of 
in American intellect like Emerson's 
is a beaker filled with sunshine—my 
knowledge of-these liquors is based 
on hearsay. I t i s this lack of imag--j 
ination that explains Neitxsehe's 
statement that for 200 years Germ­
any has. been the enemy of culture, 
while Heinrich Heine, declared the 
name of culture was France. 

It is this total lack of mental ca 
pacity to appreciate architecture 
that explains Germany's destruction 
of some of thex noblest buildings of 
the world.

'Broken are 
the arches, ruined some of .the flying 
buttresses, the^ altar* where Jeanne 
d'Arc stood at the crowning of 
Charles îs quite gone. The great 
library, the bishops' palace, all the 
art treasures a r e in ruins. Ancient 
and noble buildings do not belong to 
a race, they belong to the world.
