The prfe'sent_state constitution, so 
far as it effects tampering with 
timber^onjitate land, which is com­
ing i r i lor a deal of publicity just 
now owing to the need of Adirondack 
villages, for relief from the fuel fam­
ine, is the work of a Potsdam_ lawyer 
at a constitutipnal convention some 
years ago." The lawyer was the late 
John G. Mclntyre and the recent agi­
tation of state wood for fuel pur­
poses recalls the < anecdote of how he 
came to insert in the constitution 
the present dra«tic provisions. 

Mr. Mclntyre was one of the best 
known as well as one of the ablest 
lawyers in the North Country, and 
became connected with many promi­
nent cases. Not among the least of 
them were-a series of suits brought 
by the state in an effort to recover 
from, lumber operators for the alleg­
ed appropriation* of timber from the 
state lands. The state's holdings 
then were not guarded with the jeal 
ousy they are today. Timber was 
more plentiful and if a camp boss in 
the woods forgot just where his em­
ployer's line ended next bo state 
land, he was never discharged for it. 
, There came a time, however, when 
the state officials balked and Mr. 
Mclntvre was counsel in the legal 
complications which ensued. His 
cases against two well known North­
ern New Yorkers both of whom are 

[now dead, were especially bitter. He 
ilost. The defense was jubilant, too 
[jubilant, as after events showed. Mr. 
I Mclntyre took his defeat with good 
I grace but he bided his time. 
I He had never sought public office 
I and there was surprise among poli-
j-t5*km# -whea it, -was noised- about, 
•that he was willing to be a delegate 
to the approaching constitutional 
convention. He had no difficulty in 
be'ng named. Mr. Mclntyre had lit­
tle to say until the time came for a 
revision of the statutes governing 
the control of state lands. As a 

I member from the North Country, he 
was named on the committee havine 
the revision in charge. Then he set 
to work He turned out a statute 
erecting, theoretically, a fence about 
every section- -of the state timber, 
sky-high, iron bound, and hog tight 
And Mr. Mclntyre knew how to draw-
such a legal fence that would hold. 
Th;s held. It has held to this day. 

I There was dismay and distress in 
] the camps of Mr. Mclntyre's two on-
I nonents but the local lawyer knew 
[full well that no protest would be 
I raised by them on the floor of the 
convention. They didn't- dare. And 
none was raised. The constitution 
v-as rev'sed and with it came the re­
vision of the timber land clause. 

Shortly after, it is told, that two 
Northern New York lumbermen re­
ceded copies of the new constitution.

. It is becoming increasingly risky 
to violate the game laws, according 
to Chief Protector Llewellyn, Legge 
of the Conservation Commission, 
who has announced that in Novem­
ber the game protectors made a high 
record with 501 violations reported. 
Only 5 of these, according to Chief-
Legge's announcement, resulted in 
acquitals. Two others ..were cancel­
led by the Commission,^ and four are 
still under investigation^ o leaving a 
total of 498 actually-closed for the 
month. . 

These cases yielded $7,752.06 in 
fines. There were 17 suspended sen 
fences in addition. The value of 
nets seized, because of illegal use, 
was $2,731. 

200 violations of the hunting li­
cense law headed the. list. There 
were 88 violations of the laws pro­
tecting fur bearing animals, and 40 
Of the deer laV^OIllegally killing 
song birds added 33**oases. Other 
violations which materially .swelled 
the total were taking pheasants ille­
gally, of which there were 24 cases, 
illegal trapping 16 cises, and hunt­
ing rabbits with ferrets added 22.

ALL NATIONAL GUARD-FORCES 

TO BE RUSHED ACROSS 

IMMEDIATELY. 

Action Is The Chief Result of Allied 

Conference Recently Held In 

Paris. ., • s 

RESORT NEAR CHILDWOLD IS 

TOTALLY DESTROYED. 

The bujk "of the . national guard 
will be hurriedto prance at qnce or 
as soon as it can be shipped, accord­
ing -to reliable information in Wash 
ington this week. Northern New 
York volunteers now at Spartanburg 
are likely to be among the number. 

The administration is endeavoring 
to speed up the dispatch of troops 
to France, as urgently recommended, 
in Col. E. M. House's report on th* 
achievements of the American w*r 
mission which was. recently " made 
public. 

The Germans, who are greatly 
strengthened by the collapse df'Rus-' 
sia, are certain to attempt* aribther 
great drive toward Paris in the 
spring, the authorities believe. 

The national' guard divisions will 
complete their training in French 
training camps vacated by American 
troops moved to the firing line. 

How long the movement of, the na- , 
tional guard to France will take de­
pends upon the number of available 
transports, which the government is 
endeavoring to increase. It is expect 
ed that all-guard-troops will be in 
France by the end fif'spring, by that-
time the national army will b# mov­
ing. - " . 

In anticipation of the vacation of 
natjibnal guard camps the, war de­
partment has begun to organize a 
Tegular army division to occupy that 
camp. This will be the Fifth divis­
ion with a nucleus of veteran regu­
lars and the remainder recruits to> 
the regular army recently obtained. 

The second draft call is to be is­
sued in March, according to present ' 
plans. ' These jSelectives will be sent 
[to the camps yacated by the national 
guard, where' they. will, be' trained 
ijuring.the Spring and summer. - ' . . •
