Tb e tree looked .very 
pretfer at night. Of course the 
Christmas tree was not like'any we 
have back home, because it was a 
holly tree, but on our drill field stood 
a big tree of holly all decorated up 
with bricrht lights. At the ton of it 
was a big star and in the center was 
a big redi.-oross. Believe me it was 
the most' Beautiful thing I ever saw.

Harold F. Gale, formerly of Pierce 
field and well known in this section 
of the Adirondacks, writes to rela­
tives from Camp Gordon, Atlanta, 
Ga. The Courier recently printed 
another letter from him: 

Just returned from the rifle range 
last nighti after-having snent _ 'two 
nights and three-days" out the're in 
tents. Washed my face just once 
in three days, but had a-lot of fun. 
though. I think I made the second 
highest score in' "the - Company, but 
am not exactly sure yet, for thev 
haven't got the' scores figured un. 
I'm pretty sure though that there's 
only one man in the Comnany ahead 
of me, and he is only about two or 
three points ahead. I. am told, that 
the range where we were is the larg 
est-, one in the world, and when' com­
pleted will have 240 targets, so that 
240 men can shoot at the same-tame. 
We shot from trenches, sim&r to 
the ones they are,fighting- in in 
France, and the targets are also in 
a trench and come up until you shoot 
then they go down. At 100 vards-
at an 8 inch bullseye, I shot 47 out̂  
of a possible SO. At 200 vards l' 
made 43 out of a possible 50, and at 
300 yards 63 out of a possible 7S. 
That was the high score'in the Com­
pany for those targets. Then in 
shooting at German helmets at 100 
yards I made 5 out of a possible 5. 
A perfect score. At the last traeet 
I only made two out of a possible S 
and another fellow made 4, so I, am 
afraid that puts him just ahead of 
me, but. that's not so bad out of 25ii 
men. The range, is- about ten miles 
from here and we marched out with 
.quite heavy packs and overcoats. 
-Eight men slept in a tent and had 
canvass cots and a stove and were 
quite comfortable, but had to get 
out before davlierht and didn't get' 
in until after dark. 

I got a big box of candy, tobacco, 
a fruit cake, .etc., from Anna Mayn-
ard Flint, and box of candy and 'ci­
gars from Mr. and Mrs. Zekirian 
and Allen. Had a card from Mrs. 
Grant and a money order from Leon. 

It is very cold here today and the 
papers say it will go as low as ten 
above zero by morning. I spent 
Christmas, day in Atlanta, but guess 
they had a better dinner a t canro 
than we got in town. We are sup­
posed to have Saturday afternoon 
off, but snent this one out getting-
wood to keep warm tonight. Have 
you got lots of snow up there? It 
is hard "to realize that it's really win 
ter. I t is almost time for the lights 
to go out, so I must close for this 
time.

ed in Fines Enough To Pay 

Expenses. 

One item in the legislative prog­
ram recommended by Gov.

The new troop asked for by Maior 
(Thandler, Superintendent of State 
Police, will consist of 45 trooners, 
two commissioned and 17 non-com­
missioned officers. It will - permit 
the establishment of 25 additional 
posts or 35 in all. With the nresenr 
organization it will permit the sta­
tioning of three men at each nost— 
one on motorcycle, one mounted and 
one" on foot. According to Maior 

...Chandler it will be years before the 
force needs to be increased after the 
detached post troon is added. 

Although in active service, le.ss 
than four months, the State troon-
ers have to their credit something 
•ver 400 arrests including several 
murderers. They have broken up 
an organized gang of thieves whose 
specialty was robbing freight cars 
of automobile tires. Several cases 
of seditious' utterances have been 
followed up and the culorits placed 
in Federal hands. Hundreds of cas­
es of local depredations have also 
been handled in such a manner as to 
put an end to them.
