AN ADDITIONAL TROOP WILL 

B E FORMED. 

Thus Far Entire Force Has Collect­

ed in Fines Enough To Pay 

Expenses. 

One item in the legislative prog­
ram recommended by Gov. Whitman 
to the legislature which will meei 
jrith practically no opposition, is the 
suggestion "that a detached nos! 
irnon of the State Police he created 

The new troop asked for by Maior 
(Thandler, Superintendent of State 
Police, will consist of 45 troopers, 
two commissioned and 17 non-com­
missioned officers. It will - permit 
the establishment of 25 additional 
posts or 35 in all. With the nresenr 
organization it will permit the sta­
tioning of three men at each post— 
one on motorcycle, one mounted and 
one" on foot. According to Maior 

...Chandler it will be years before the 
force needs t o be increased after the 
detached post troop is added. 

Although in active service, le.ss 
than four months, the State troop­
ers have t o their credit something 
•ver 400 arrests including several 
murderers. They have broken up 
an organized gang of thieves whose 
specialty was robbing freight caTS 
of automobile tires. Several cases 
of seditious' utterances have been 
followed up and the culprits placed 
in Federal hands. Hundreds of cas­
es of local depredations have also 
been handled in such a manner as to 
put an end to them. 

DON'T BE BALD. 

The department has been "operated 
in such an economical manner that it 
has practically paid its own way and 
only about $350,000 of the original 
$500,000 appropriated has been ex­
pended, this amount including all of 
the exnense of equipment and train­
ing. Something like 3000 cases of 
evasion of .the state auto license * law 
have been turned in. As each of 
these cases netted the state $10, it 
is figured that the cost of trooper's 
so far has been practically nothing.

American moleskins, ' particularly 
those from the Pacific Northwest. 
•Me-'suner'-or to the • moleskins of 
Kurone, which lam-elv mnke u'n the 
wor'd supnlv for industrial, uses, ac­
cording to hioloe-ists of the United 
States DenarFnTerit of Agriculture. 
Tt should be profitable, therefore, the 
bioloirists declare, to trap these an<-
mals for their pelts and so establish 
a new American fur industry. This' 
«s true particularly in the northwest 
where the animals are larire' and nlen 
tiful, and where it is often desira­
ble to keen their numbers down tn 
movent injury to fields and lawns: 
Such a new industry should be es­
pecially desirable for farmers' boys 
as a side issue, it is pointed out. ' 

The habits of American moles lire 
described and methods of capturing 
them and treating and marketing the 
skins are outlined in a Farmers' Bu! 
ietin, "Trapping Moles and Utilising 
Their Skins," recently issued by the 
the U. S. Dent, of Agriculture. The 
publication also offers suggestions 
for the tanning of the pelts, so that 
they "may be made locally into wom­
en's neckpieces, muffs and coats.
