I people. The Th i r ty Years ' War 
' swept two-thirds of that total out of 
existence and worked such devasta­
tion t h a t substantial recovery did 
not set in until t h e beginning of the 
18th century/ In the 19th between 
6,000,000 and 7,000,000 people left 
the Fatherland, a large proportion 
of that number finding their way as 
emigrants to ' theTUhitad States . 

When the present /war broke out 
Germnnv had a population of about 
GR OOO.OOO and a fairly nroBressive 
birthrate She entered the struggle 
with a n>htine s t rength of arjpraxi^ 
mately 9,500,000 men representing 
10 per cent of her ponulation, with 
reserve .resources to come in a t the 
rate of 450,000 a year, made up of 
young men who would annually reach 
the age of 18. Uwon these numbers 
fearful inroads have already been 
made b y , the war. I t .is estimated 
.from statements issued by the Ger­
mans themselves, and incorporated 
into the i r home records, t ha t they 
have been losing men since August, 
1914, a t ,tne yearly ra te of 1,698,200 
killed, permanently crinnled and dead 
through sickness. Deducting the 
450,000 called to the colors each year 
this gives a total/Ooss of 1,248,200, 
and should-that r a t e hold until Aug. 
1918, GJermanv, will have sacrificed, 
close upon 5,00^,000 of her men since 
the beginning of t h e war.

W e can never foreet t ha t the Amer : 

ican people played the cowards' par t 
du r ing the first years of the war, 
and tha t we elected a President on 
t h e ' miserable s logan—"He kent us 
o u t of war!" Nor can we forget 
t h a t the President in his messaee to 
Congress in December 1914 argued 
agains t military prenaredne«sj that 
with the exception of General Leon­
a r d Wood and one or two naval offi­
cers, no potent voice in the affairs 
o f our entire government Was raised 
in advocacy of preparedness. If, 
the re has been criminal ineffieiencv 
i n gett ing our troops ready for the 
g r e a t war in which this country is 
now enraged, the people themselves 
m u s t t ake the blame, as they must 
t a k e the punishment tha t ' is certain 
t o come to us. Therefore criticising 
some officer, who has probably done 
t h e best he could, will not absolve 
Hie country nor will it do any good 
to ttie service. What we need now 
& t h a t this nation shall wake up and 
realize not only tha t i t is our war, 
b a t tha t i t is no picnic and that we 
cannot come out of i t unscathed. 
Politics, individual ambitions, the 
fa te of parties, pleasure, and profits, 
a r e all beyond the mark now. Noth­
i n g mat ters to us but saving our own 
lives and lifierties by winning the 

• war . That i t is to be a hard and 
difficult road for us to follow is now 
known bevond the shadow of a doubt 
and the clouds that are covering over 
t h i s nation are blacker than those of 
t h e first years of the Civil War. Let 
n o man delude himself nor attempt 
t o delude his neighbor bv a false op­
timism nor a foolish spirit of brag­
gadocio. For it must he admitted 
t h a t as yet we have done nothing 
worth mentioning in the wav of as­
sis t ing the allies, and, as Gen. Petain 
of the French Army, so poignantly 
pat it, unless we hurrv the re will be 
none of them-lef t alive to fteht bv 
o u r side when a t last America is 
ready. We have wasted three prec­
ious years, we have dallied with 
pacifists instead of shooting them, 
wo still act "as though it was not pur 
fight and that i t would blow over 
anywav. Our awakening will he 
cruel but it will be merited. If this 
ffreat nation cam tighten u p its belt 
and all null toeether; if it will yield 
every atom of its power to the work 
of war; if i t will harden its heart 

' toward the trai tors; if i t will think 
. w a r and act war, We .can .yet he, say-. 

ed. The best young manhood.of our 
country will soon he over there,- yield 
i n g the last full measure of devotion 
in order tha t our nation—and 'civil­
ization itself—may live. There -is 
no sacrifice too great, no effort too 
difficult for the folks a t home to 
make in backing up these soldiers 
•across the seas. We can win if we 
have the will to win. 1

I t is incomprehensible t h a t you" 
can contemplate so misrepresenting 
your constituents, who are the vot­
ers of the 31st Congressional Dis­
trict , and not the Socialists of New 
York City and other large cities of 
the State. Besides, if democracy 
means anything, if voice of the peo­
ple means anything, no Congress­
man and no Senator, even those from 
woman suffrage states, has any 
r ight to use his power to -inflict the 
peculiar politics of his s ta te upon 
other • s tates, especially upon states 
where the people have declared them 
selves opposed to those peculiar pol­
itics.

I When such a pronounced believer 
in woman suffrage as Senator Borah 
of Idaho,, who represents a whole 
s ta te which has had woman suffrage 
for years',' is patriotic enough to de­
clare that he will oppose.-to t h e end 
of h i s political career any Federal 
Amendment for woman suffrage, 
why should the representative of an 
anti-suffrage constituency in a state 
which has only just had woman suf­
frage thrus t upon it, hesitate to op­
pose such an amendment?
