A forty degree drop in 
temperature occurred Saturday af­
ternoon and Sunday morning a bit­
ter wind prevailed with zero temper­
ature. 

The gale caused genuine suffer­
ing to man or beast who ventured 
forth. On the bridges over the Eac-
auette, particularly, it was almost 
impossible to make headway against 
the gale without clinging to the 
bridge rails. Extreme difficulty w&s 
found in maintaining any kind of a 
temperature ill churches.

The death of Erastus Backus, ex-
Sheriff of .St. Lawrence County, 
which occurred at his home in Can­
ton last week, recalls Backus' cap» 
ture of Jack McDonald, famous yegg 
and the latter*s escape from'Canton 
jail about twenty-five years^ago. The 
Canton Plaindealer, in recalling the 
story, says: 

"The way Mr. Backus threw him-, 
self at things in this trailing of es­
caped prisoners, regardless of per­
sonal consequences, was shown iti 
the way he trailed Jack McDonald, 
or 'Jack the Terror,' whose exploits 
appeared on the front pages of many 
a citydijly. 

"McDonald and Langevin, his pal, 
had committed many burglaries up 
and down the St. Lawrence. 'Jack' 
was an upstanding man, six feet, 
three, straight as an "arrow, broad 
of shoulder and tapering to his feet. 
He was a born, athlete, cunning, bold 
and vicious. He could run like a 
deer and take a seven rail fence at 
a leap. Backus located him in Can­
ada selling the things he had stolen. 
He, went over and arrested him so 
effectually that McDonald waived ex 
tradition papers and came across. 
Once on this side and on his way to 

Chilton and Forest Chilton, his bro­
ther, now a New York lawyer. It 
wasn't carelessness on the part of 
Mr. Backus. It was confidence in 
his 'boys' in so leaving things. 

"The afternoon of the day Mr. 
Backus left the prisoners i n , ' t he 
back hall called for water. 'Fod' 
took it to them. No sooner had he 
opened the door to the" back . hall 
than McDonald seized him, carried 
him to a cell and locked him in. Tak­
ing his keys he opened the door into 
the yard. Ball and chain fell from 
him for they had been filed away. 
Some dozen prisoners followed him. 
Nothing short of .a cat could have 
climbed that thirty foot wooden wall, 
but Jack did it. Choosing a corner 
he dug his feet-into,, the stone wall 
of the jail and fought for holds any­
where. Gain.ing the top. he ran ar-
„6und, leaped to the barn, slid down 
the roof and barely missed disem­
boweling himself on the tines of a 
fork held in the hands of a 'trusty,' 
and started for Davis' woods. Ernest 
heard the commotion, seized a revol • 
ver, learned what was up and started 
in pursuit. Chilton had . won every 
hundred yards and half mile run in 
college, and he was on the spot al­
most as soon as McDonald hit the

York Cavalary, known as Scott's ,900 
He was soon promoted to Captain of 
Co. ,G and was mustered out as Ma­
jor of the regiment.. 

During the first two" years service 
he was an cavalry patrol in Mary­
land and Virginia. He was then 
transferred to the DeDartment of 
the Gulf at New Orleans where he 
became provost judge of the district 
of Baten Rouge and later judge ad­
vocate of the provost court at New 
Orleans. 

After the war m held nrominen'-e 
!.n G. A. R. activities, in Hartwell T. 
Martin Post No. 346. He served 
four times as indie advocate of the 
Denartment of New York. 

He never sought oolitica! office for 
himself, but in 1878 he was appoint­
ed as assistant d'strict attorney un­
der District Attornev Brinkeriroff, 
and served a term. He took part in 
the trial of the famous Bresnaham 
murder case, convicting'the last per­
son ever hung in St. Lawrence coun­
ty.

The dog was -heard barking most 
of the night and his tracks in the 
snow showed where he had pawed 
around the unconscious man, whoso 
hair^was white with frost, very likely 
caused by the breath of the dog 
when barking at his head. 

The--report of State Comptroller 
Travis shows that the St. Regis In­
dians of the Reservation at Hogans-
burg and vicinity have received an­
nually an annuity of two hundred 
dollars under the provisions of a 
treaty made a century ago. The 
treaty with the St. Regis was one of 
the first of several made by the 
Slate including the Stockbridge and 
Onondagas. The State' pays the 
Stockbridge Tribe $322, paying them 
originally $55.00. .. 

According to the records in. State 
Comptroller Travis' department, the 
yearly 'contributions for the mainte­
nance,, and support of the surviving 
members of the Five Nation Indian 
tribes began at an early date, but in 
no instance did that cost involve 
more than a nominal sum until with 
in the past three decades. 

The survivors of this famous tribe 
originally numbering hundreds of 
thousands, did not aggregate a hun­
dred years ago over five thousand in 
number scattered about the State. 
At that time they, owned approxi­
mately 300,000 acres of land. Short­
ly afterward, the State began nego­
tiating a number oi treaties with the 
various tribes whereby this common 
wealth secured large tracts of land 
in return for -perpetual annuities. 
Thirty years ago, the Indian reser­
vation contained 87,000 acres. 
'•' At-the present time, these annui­
ties comprise the largest amounts 
paid to the Indians. During the last 
twenty years, the expenditures upon 
the few remaining Indian "reserva­
tion, ground's totalled $230,044.33. 
Last year $19,330.51 was expended 
and during the next fiscal year it is 
estimated that $20,557.75 -will be re­
quired. So much tells the story of 
the 'State's philanthropy in exchange 
for the thousands of acres of land 
originally confined within the terri­
tory of what is now known as the 
Empire State, approximating 51,-
000 square miles. •

ery for butter making will .all be re­
moved at once.
