Read and See. 

When you place the postage s tamp 
on your ' letter, remember t h e post-
office clerk and be kind. Remember 
your government," and do a patriotic 
act by aiding in t h e dispatch of the 
mails. Pu t the stanrn in the U P P E R 
RIGHT HAND CORNER. Will you? 
And if you're tak ing the trouble to 
lick one two-cent s tamp, and one one-
center, instead of a three, p u t them 
both together and BOTH in the 
UPPER RIGHT HAND CORNER. 
Will you do that? 

I t is th i s -wajv In every fair-sized 
postoffice a cancelat ion machine_is i 
provided, and the letters pass thro' 
i t in rapid succession. The machine 
cancels t h e upper r igh t hand corner 
Where t h e stamp should be placed 
Hundreds of let ters pass through 
this machine each day, even a t the 
Potsdam office. When the s t amp is 
not in the proper place the machine 
becomes ineffective and hand cancel­
lation becomes necessary. Delay en­
sues and there is trouble generally. 
I t ' s not very much to do, just to fix 
the s tamp accurately and it helps the 
postoffice mightily. 

ORDER SUPPLIES EARLY. 

New Checking System Provides Fof 
Delivery To Houses,' 

For the purpose of simplifying the 
handling of baggage as much as is 
possible, the New York Central with 
the ' beginning of the new year put 
into operation a delivery checking 
system by which baggage can be 
sent through to the house where it. 
is to be delivered regardless of t h e 
size of the community so long as 
there is a baggage man there or any 
one hauling mail or baggage. 

The new checks are yellow and up 
on them are inscribed the date of re 
ceipt of the baggage, the name and 
address of the owner, whom the. bag ­
gage is in care of a n d j h e place tha t 
it goes to. Neither the owner nor 
the baggagemaster gives i t further 
consideration. I t goes through • to 
the railroad station destination point 
and is immediately turned over by 
the railroad agent to a person or a 
company tha t makes a business " of 
t ransferr ing baggage.
