WOOD FOR FUEL. 

Ranger Force Will Look Up Supplies 
Off State Land. 

The forest ranger force of the i 
Conservation Commission is being 
used to relieve the fuel shor tage in 
the Adirondack mountains, a s a re­
sult of instructions issued by Wm. ' 
G. Howard, Assistant Superintend­
ent of State Forests and head of the 
Wood Fuel Bureau recently estab-' 
lished by Conservation Commission­
er George D. P r a t t . 

"As a result of the co-operation ' 
of private land owners." said Mr. 
Howard, "adequate supplies- of cord 
wood stumpage are available in prac­
tically every locality in the forest ' 
towns. The rangers have been in- , 
structed to report- immediately if 
any case exists where i, sufficient 
supply of wood on privately owned 
lands is not available, or whether 
land owners \have refuse.! to sell 
fuel wood stun\i>a^^s.uflii.'ient_to sun 
ply local needs quring the ' emergen- , 
ey. a t reasonable\ririi-e.-„ They ar# 
also requested to s^ate whether the 
present, shortage' of \ eady cut w.iod 
as a substitute for coal is due to a 
lack of foresight in laying in wood 
in advance, or "whether iK is du>- to 
lack of available stumpageX 

"The great difficulty in the pres­
ent crisis." he said, "is not that no 
wood is available on the stumpXhut 
ra ther that -t,he shortage of coal has 
burst upon these communities sb . 
suddenly: and with such a eompletiAJ 
stoppage of supply, that there was 
no opportunity tq make other pro­
vision. Lack of immediately availa­
ble labor to cut wood is another ' se ­
rious factor."
