THE SHOT IN THE BACK. 

Those who .hive boys who are 
now in the trenches in ' the battle­
fields of Europe, or who soon will be

It is true that some 
enemy aliens "have been gently in­
terned and are now being well fed 
a t America's .expense, but none of 
the, criminals have faced the firing

goes steadily on. In addition to this 
is the insidious work of those who 
confine their • operations to pojsoning 
the minds of the people, to handicap 
ping—the work of the government, 
«m<} to\ obstructing the flow of sup-
tees to-our armies. I t is a fiendish, 
underhand war, carried on success­
fully all <ryer our country, and un­
less checked. its, results will soon 
Work, terrible disaster. From those. 
Who are . only anti-English with 
their mouths to those who plant ex­
plosives under factories, all are 
enemies of the United States, and 
'fell should be rooted out. It is very 
strange that the country should 
stand for it any longer; it is incred­
ible -that those who' have relatives 
Ht the front- should tolerate it. No 
one wants to see the loyal Germans 
or Hungarians in this country op­
pressed or unjustly harassed, but 
the responsibility for the kind of 
treatment they shall receive rests 
largely with themselves. They know 

. who the scoundrels are, and it is 
their duty to help unmask those who 
deserve punishment. There are 
only two classes in America today—

MR. IVES REPLIES. 

LIGHTS—OLD AND NEW. 

Dr. Walter Clark of Philadelphia, 
has recently made some interesting 
investigations to find how the old-
time lighting conditions in his city 
compare with those of today. 

He lias discovered that until ""as 
late as 1855 only flickering sperm 
oil and candles were in use. Not 
until the following decade did the 
"highly improved" kerosene lamp 
appear. Gas did not come out until 
the period between 1865" and 1875. 
And then only the wealthy could 
use it. It sold at $2.50 per thousand 
cubic feet. 

The efficient Welsbach jnantle 
came out ten years later, revolution­
izing artificial illumination. The 
present era began in 1895, when gas 
and electricity came into general use 
—gas 'selling at $1 per thousand cu­
bic feet and electricity at 10 cents a 
kilowatt-hour. Since this time the 
gas mantle and the electric filament 
have seen vast improvements, so 
that today the average family is ob­
taining about 18 times as much light 
as the people of half a century ago 
had, though they pay only about 
three»quarters as much-for it as did 
their grandfathers for the dim lights 
of the older days.

THE MACHOLD LAW. I 
Editor Courier and Freeman: . \ 

The lengthy communication in 
your issue of January 2d, comment­
ing on the Machold Law and strong­
ly criticising many of its provisions, 
contains so much that is evidently 
the result of ignorance of the real 
provisions of said law that I deemed 
it best to give a few correct facts. 

First, your correspondents should 
realize that the Town Board of Edu­
cation had no more to do with the 
inception and passage of this law 
than themselves and are simply the 
unpaid servants of the rural schools 
elected last summer by the Trustees 
of those schools. The sole duty of 
the Town Board of Education is to 
administer the law as it is until 
amended or repealed. 

The correspondents speak of in­
creased taxation. The official bud­
get of estimated receipts and expen­
ditures for the year has been pub­
lished and is open -to inspection. The 
amount to be paid teachers is prac­
tically the same as under the old 
system for in'fact, nearly all of the 
teachers were..engaged.by..the ' old 
Trustees before the change in man­
agement was made. The salary of 
the Physical Instructor, which posi­
tion has been in existence for some 
time and which has nothing to do 
with the Machold Law, is divided be­
tween the Norwood High School and 
the Rural Schools of Potsdam, the 
actual cost to our Rural Schools be­
ing something over $800.00 

It is true that under the new sys­
tem it is necessary, as well as man­
datory, that an efficient clerk be en­
gaged and his work in the prepara­
tion of an entire new school tax roll 
covering the entire town and adjust­
ing assessments on property border­
ing our neighboring towns has occa-
