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HOW MONEY IS BEING SPENT 

MBS. LEE TELLS QF HER WORK 

IN PRANCE. 

W O M K Who Spoke Here Is Back 
"Again In Europe. 

Mrs. Henry Lee of Cornwall, N. 
V., who addressed a large audience 
here October 6th, on conditions in 
prance ,and her relief work there, 
has written Miss Wilhelmina Cald­
well of the use she is making of the 
-money raised at her lecture,,, Mr». 
Lee says; 

I have arrived safely in. Paris, as 
you probably know and in a few days 
i will off for Chambery' and the 
Haute-Savoie, where ;1 expect- to do 
my writer's work in the hosmtalsi of 
the French alps, and with the refu­
gees coming in thousands from Switz 
crland. I have my same old truck 
"Maggie" and she has been entirely 
done over. A Ford with all new-
parts is almost a new Ford so I am 
rot worrying. I am glad now that 
I did not buy a car in America, as T 
probably would never have gotten it 
in time to drive it this winter, and 

' possibly I would never have seen it 
at all. Transportation is very slow 
and complicated for things other 
than the regular cases of supplies. 
But do tell the kind people of Pots­
dam that American Fund cases are 
coming straight through to the Al­
cazar with no more delay than the 
actual transportation requires, and 
that we are so in need of supplies. 
The Red Cross is splendid here, help 
ing us in every way, but the need is 
.so very great this year. Please beg 
for warm clothing for the soldiers in 
the hospitals and the refugees. 
France has .done so much for us, we 
ought to help her now. 

Before leaving Paris I am taking 
up the threads of last winter—see­
ing old friends and hearing about 
their work. Did I tell you about a 
wonderful old Swedish lady? She 
is a cousin to the Swedish King, but 
she is so' out of sympathy with Swe­
den's German tendencies that over 
thirty years ago she canw to Paris 
and has lived here" ever since. Her 
husband was iirthe diplomatic serv­
ice and since his death she has given' 
her1 time and money for the care of 
little French girls, who, for one rea­
son or another, have no . homes. 
Gradually her fortune has gotten 
smaller and smaller and 'yet ' she 
keeps on with Her work. She-i.s> 82 
years old and. lame, but such a won­
derful gentlewoman. She lives" in a 
very poor part of Paris, but her' ap­
artment is neat as a p^in'and her 18. 
little girls, with the help of" her 
faithful old cook, 'do all the house­
work. She also 'sends them to . the 
schools and has- them taught • trades 
so that thejj^can ŝ uppoj-t .themselves, 
when t h e / leave her. She is also 
helping quantities of soldiers who 
are on leave for a few days in Paris. 
There is -always a "bowl of soup for 
them, and often a pair of socks and 
a few sous to help them.on their 
way. 

This long story leads up to the 
money the people of Potsdam have 
entrusted to me for war relief work. 
Kvery Christmas Madame-has given 
a dinner to the desperately poor of 
her neighborhood. This year she 
was afraid i t would need tp be given 
up because of no funds, but it seem­
ed cruel that these poor people 
should notshave soup, with meat in 
it, for Christmas day. Madam is ill 

V bed and cannot attend to it her­
self r but I have found another "who 
will undertake it. It will require on 
ly a sniall portion of the money you 
gave me,,not more than $lfi,- and the 
rest I will take with me to. Chamber-
'•y. where I .am going which is the 
very poorest Jiart of France. It is 
full of tuberculosis and it is so mis­
erably cold in the winter. Every 
penny you trusted to me will have a 
<hance to work there: Do tell the 
people of Potsdam how much I ap­
preciate the. privilege of distribut­
ing it for them. 

I am worried about my old Swed-
'»h friend, as I am afraid she will 
»ot last, through the winter, and 
then what will happen 'to all her lit­
tle girls? Oh,.if some generous Am 
"rican would only carry on her work 
«t least until after the war. But I 
^eem to do nothing but beg. There 
ls so much suffering over ' here I 
want to give at every turn. 

I will write you again from Cham-
•''•ry. Much love to you and kind 
remembrance* to all the people I met 
'"Potsdam. 
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NOTHING BUT THE TRUTH. 

"Nothing But The Truth," which 
waa presented at the opera house on 
Monday evening to a fair sized audi­
ence, .proved to be one of the funni­
est comedies thatrhas ever been stag 
ed here. The author gave the play 
a most fitting name and the cast of 
characters were all that could be de­
sired. It is a play built upon the 
single idea of its hero speaking 
nothing but the.absolute truth un­
der the penalty of losing a bet of 
$10,000 that he could carry out the 
part under all conditions and circum­
stances. Those who witnessed ' the 
play here probably never before'' real 
ized how really .difficult it might be 
to stick to the absolute truth for 
even so short a period as one • full 
day, but the hero in the play won his 
bet though the ordeal got him into 
till kinds of trouble and much to the 
discomfort of his family and friends 
as well as himself, - .

Fish is 
just as nourishing on Mondays and 
Wednesdays as on ""Fridays: ~~XfiiT"ff 
is often much cheaper on other days, 
because it is not so much in demand. 
Fish has as much nutriment as most 
lean meats. Serious illness may'.re­
sult from eating fish that is not 
fresh. Fresh fish should be odor­
less and/the flesh should be firm. 
The eyes' should be bright and the 
gills red, and when placed in water 
the fish should sink imme'diately. If 
it floats, it is a sign that it is not 
fresh and it should not then be used 
under any circumstance. 

Bananas furnish more energy than 
do most fruits. They are very de­
licious when baked and more easily 
digested by some people when they 
have been cooked. 

Greens supplement the fiish very 
satisfactorily. . 

Breakfast'—SteWed prunes, oat­
meal and top milk, samp muffins, 
coffee with hot milk. , 
..Lunch or Sunner—Fish pie, beet 

salad, samp muffins warmed over or 
toasted, custard.
