WABDINGTON DOCKS TO BE ENLARGED

Extinction of the Buffalo. 
The following statement concerning 

the buffalo was made by in-. W. T. 
Hornadny, director of the New York 
Zoological puck: "It is by no means 
true that the extermination of the buf­
falo i s due mostly to the encroachment 
of human beings on their feed­
ing grounds, rather than to their 
wholesale slaughter. The great bison 
herds of the plains, from Saskatche­
wan to Texas, were all of them exter­
minated by systematic robe hunting, 
hide hunting in summer, killing /tor 
tonguex, und slaughter for all other ex­
cuses Imaginable. This occurred long 
before any of their ranges were want­
ed by mun either for cattle grazing or 
for agriculture. The legitimate Indus­
tries of mun pluyed no part whatever 
in the extermination of the bison, 
either Weat or Bust. Tho slaughter 
was systematic and deliberate, and far 
In advance of the-* agriculturist and 
stock grower,*1
