ITALIAN CAVALRYMEN ARE ITALY'S BEST FIGHTERS 
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WAS RUSSIAN SOLDIER. 

Lisbon Man Escaped From Country 
'• '--- • , Through, Siberia.' \ 

• During the making but. of oues-
tionaires at Ogdensburg, a briVht. 
voung Russian Jew named Charles 
•Fisher, who made his escape from' 
the late czar's domain after fiehting 
a year and a half on the eastern 
front, presented himself. He was 
wounded in the leg- and after heing 
discharged -from a hospital in Petro-
grad was given a pass to v'sit "his 
relatives in Siberia, where they had 
been exiled on trumped up charges 
of spying, alone with thousands of 
other Jews residing iirthe Polish tiro 
vinces. By mistake he Was sent 
•throueh to HarVn; where he bribed 
an officer to allow him to propped. 
He made his way to Janan without 
farther adv«nhire and crossed the 
Pacific to the United States. Land­
ing here, he iotirneved to Northern 
New York, where he has relatives. 

After a year and a half's exneri--1 

enee of warfare Fisher said he be­
lieved he had done his bit and was 
entitled to claim evprnotron. not on­
ly; on that ttound hue because he is 
aii alien. He said that in the earlv 
davs of the war'the Russians were 
without trans to equip all the compa­
nies called to the colors, bnt before 
a battle their officers would assure 
them that there would be sufficient 
rifles afterward.to go around, being 
confident that enough Germans would 
he slam or taken prisoners to supply 
the deficiency.

How hard th's substitution has hit 
the lumber business is shown by the 
government' estimate that the total 
replacement of lumber in all forms 
of use is 8,090,000,000 board feet, or 
21 per cent of the lumber consump­
tion of the Uni+ed States in 191K 
The rate of suhstitut'on seems to be 
increasing and is now in excess of 
150,000,000 hoard feet a w.nr. Ap­
proximately 70 per cent of the lum-
hef cut goes into forms of use whos» 
demands appear to be decreasing. 20 
per cent more o-oes into strongly 
competitive fields. In the remain­
ing ten per cent of wood uses, th--e 
seems to be a much better opportun 
ity for a larger consumption.
