TO DEVELOP ALL POWERS 

COMPREHENSIVE PROGRAM TO 

BE PRESENTED. 

State Would Acquire All Undevelop-

"" " ed Properties. 

A comprehensive program of wat­
er power conservation so far-reach­
ing as to include the acquisition by 
the State of all undeveloped water 
power properties within its borders, 
will be submitted to the 1918 Legis­
lature for consideration. Governor 
Whitman, as indicated in his annual 
message, is behind the proposition, 
which was recommended by Attorn­
ey General Merton E. Lewis, State 
Engineer Frank M. Williams, Con­
servation Commissioner George D 
Pratt, and Superintendent of Public 
Works W. W. Wttherspoon, appoint­
ed by the executive as a committee 
to study the quest'on. 

In order to accomplish the end in 
view, the State Constitution will 
have to be amended, and a bond is­
sue, estimated bv conservation ex­
perts in the neighborhood of $100,-
000,000 will be necessary. It is de­
clared by the advocates of the pro­
posal" th^iT rentals" 'from the power 
properties would pay the indebted­
ness incurred bv the State and even­
tually would yield a substantial rev­
enue, thereby reducing the amount 
of "moneys that now have to be rais­
ed through taxation. I t is also ure-
ed that extensive power development 
wil lbe an important fuel conserva­
tion measure. . 

A very large part of the possible 
water power development is within 
the boundaries of -the"• Adirondack 
forest preserve. The Constitution 
provides that the lands constituting 
the forest preserve "shall not he 
leased, sold or exchanged, or taken 
by any corporation, public or priv­
ate, nor shall the timber .thereon be 
sold, removed or destroyed."
