ry, Attorney General of the United-
States, I beg to inform you tha t the 
registrat ion of German aliens re­
quired bv the President 's proclam­
ation of Nov. 16, 1917, is fixed to be­
gin in the Northern District of New 
York a t 6 a. m. on February 4. 191S 
and to continue on each day succes­
sively thereafter between the hour:. 
of. 6 a. m. and 8 p. m., up to and in­
cluding the 9th day of February, 
1918, a t 8 o'clock p. m. 

"Persons required to register are 
al l natives, citizens, denizens, or sub 
jects of the German Empire, or im­
perial government, being "males of 
thfe,,age, of 14 years and upward. 
who are within the United States 
and not actually naturalized as Am­
erican citizens are .required to regis­
te r as alien enemies." 

Each registrant is required to fur­
nish four unmounted photographs of 
himself, no t larger than 3 by 3 inch-

WHY WE MUST SAVE FOOD. 

The 1917 wheat crop in France was 
less than half normal, using die crop 
of 1913 as a basis o f comparison. 
There was a shortage of 176,000,000 
bushels, or 53.3 per cen t The potato 
crop was only within one-third of nor­
mal. The sugar beet crop showed a 
deficit of 67.9 per cent. Her meat 
herds in the early fall showed a short­
age of 1,800,000 animals. 

Those are a few of the reasons 
America must feed her associates in 
the war. They are no longer, able to 
feed themselves, and unless we come 
to the rescue are face to face with 
starvation. And starvation means de-' 
feat In the war. 

HASTENED RUSSIAN COLLAPSE 

"We must not overlook the fact that 
HUBsia» collapse*, not because of the 
Germans on her borders, but. because 
she failed to organize and feed her 
own cltizensjiip," the food administra­
tion announced 

"We must be warned that Ifsve are to 
emerge victorious from this war we can­
not risk the collapse of another of our 
associates in this war from this cause. 

"Anybody that is looking for the col­
lapse of the German people on the food 
question had better turn around and 
look at the monn, because the results 
will be the same. Germany is in no 
more ilungcf "f collapsing on that 
score than we are, if as much."

Private Vincent J. Burke, son of 
Mrs. Anna Burke of Pierrepont, is 
with the American forces in France. 
He enlisted in Montana. He writes 
as follows to relatives here: 

"I arrived here safe and sound, 
and am feeling fine, yesterday, af­
ter a pleasant voyage. I- can't tell 
you anything about where I am. 
where I -landed, or much of anything 
else t h a t I would like to write ab­
out. I didn't get seasick on the way 
over a t all, in fact the re was a very 
small percentage who did get sick. 
We had fine ea ts on t h e boat and a 
good place to sleep although it was 
a l i t t le crowded. We had a big 
turkey dinner one day t h a t was fine 
and everyone had alL t h e turkey and 
pie they could eat . B u t we won't 
•fare so well here for e a t s as we did 
coming over. Every man has a cer­
tain allowance and nd more and Am 
erican tobacco i s . almost out of the 
question here a s the prices are high. 
I t costs a shilling for a 5 cent pack­
age of American tobacco which i s 24 
cents in our money, and a shilling 
and sixpence, 36c. ifor Camel, ciga­
rettes. I t is a little puzzling to get 
used t o Engl ish money but i t ha sn ' t 
bothered me much yet as we a re two 
months behind . in pay. 
The- weather here is nice "with the 
exception of being damp most of the 
time. There isn't any snow a t all 
and 'it isn't very cold. I have been 
all t h e way across England since I 
have been here but can' t tell about 
the thousands of sights I saw, a s it 
is against the rules, and everything 
is censored before it leaves this 
country. I expect to be moving ag­
ain in the n e a r future and don't 
think it will be long until I get into 
some real action. 

I. am wri t ing in an American Y. 
M. C. A- which is crowded with Am­
erican and English soldiers. There 
is a piano and victrola in i t and a 
counter where they sell candy, etc. 
The place is decorated with holly 
and other th ings and everybody 
seems to be haying a g&od time. The 
Y. M. C. A. is sure the real home 
for a soldier both here and r igh t up 
near the front lines. I cannot be­
gin t o say enough about the good 
they a r e doing for the a rmy boys. 

We get along fine with the Eng­
lish soldiers a s a rule. Some of 
them fail to understand how the U. 
S. boys are so happy all t h e t ime. 
When things get going a little bad 
or when we have to wai t about 3 
hours overtime' for, mess, some guy 
s tar t s a song and then the whole 
bunch join in and almost raise the 
roof off the buildings with good old 
American songs, and t h a t is enough 
to make the most down-heated cheer 
up and forget his troubles. 

I don' t know how often I can 
write but don't worry about me' if 
the let ters , .are far apar t sometimes, 
as the.-mail don ' t run on a very close-
schedule from here. I am coming 
home jus t a s soon as w e lick the 
Kaiser. I don ' t know j u s t how long 
it will take hat we're" sure going 
after him. 

I don't know of anything more I 
Can wri te now but will wri te again 
in a few days. I am going to mail 
this here a t t h e "Y" and I suppose 
you will get i t some t ime before next 
Christmas. I hope s o ' a n y w a y . "
