These coupons will be good 
for payment for seats a t any per­
formance in any camp theatre under 
the direction of the Commission • on 
Training Cmvp't Activities. I t is 
nlanned to put these books .on. sale 
all over the country. In Potsdam 
they will likely be offered at the 
hanks, drug stores and Red Cross.

will have ra ther a distinctive 'char­
acter. Each t ime the soldier, t ea r s 
coupons from his book he will re­
new his sense of attention from the 
sender. Every book will constitute 
a current of interest between the 
man at the front and the folks back 
home.

Already Llewel-
lvn Legge, Chief of t h e Division of 
Fish and Game Conservation Com­
mission, is up in the a i r over t h e re­
por ts tha t men who have failed to 
make the aviation corps are reliev­
ing their feelings by looping-the 
loot) and side-slipping in pursuit of 
wild ducks, le t t ing loose rounds of 
machine gun fire at leach slip. 

" I t is against the conservation 
law," said Chief Legge, "to take wa 
terfowl in any other w a y than from 
the land, from a blind or float, or 
from a rowboat within 50 feet of 
shore or a na tura l growth of flags. 
H w e have to s top tha t work, we will 
ask for aeroplanes to do it, and I 
know tha t we have protectors who 
can fly nigh enough t o catch the i r 
man." 

When • Chief Leege • was advised 
tha t an officer of the Aviation Corps 
has said t ha t there could be no bet­
te r practice for markmanship than] 
to hunt wild ducks in aeroplanes, the 
problem of maneuver ing being ab­
out the same as encountered in com­
bat with a hostile flyer, the chief 
admitted tha t there might be some 
mer i t in the snort af ter all.
