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postage, which adds more to the bur 
den of the taxpayers. 

"So the habit has "grown up for 
officials to select as secretaries or 
for some other position in their de­
partments, men who have "shown ab­
ility, in getting notices into public 
prints. There is a good deal of riv­
alry between officials to see which 
one can get the most newspaper 
space."

It has been pointed out as evidence 
of how str.ongly the duty of saving 
had been impressed upon the English 
people by the war savings campaign 
in that eountry'that in the year 1910 
although purchasing billions of dol­
lars of war bonds, the small sav!.igs 
bank depositors in England increas­
ed their deposits in savings barVs 
over $60,000,000, this in ft.ee of ti.w 
fact that the English hav-' been not­
ed as a spending rather than as a 
saving people. 

It seems that a similar process 
has taken place in America. Two 
great Liberty Loans were floated i'i 
the year just closing, and nearly $6-
000,000,000 of Liberty Loan Bonds 
were purchased by the people. Yet 
instead, of being depleted the sav­
ings banks deposits of the country 
have been increased. The President 
of one of the large New York say­
ings banksi is quoted as saying on 
Dec. 20, 1917: 

"One of the most remarkable 
things about the Liberty Loan cam­
paigns is the small effect they ha^e 
had on the savings banks accounts, 
which show an increase. This we 
lay to the- appeals made to the Am­
erican people to purchase the bonds 
out of their earnings, paying for 
them from week to weel: or from 
month to month. The people ap­
pear to be doing as they have been 
urged, purchasing the bonds from 
current savings." 

BE MEN. 

That we are yet a nation of-chil­
dren rolling our hoops and building 
toy forts in the sand while the world 
is burning up, was strikingly mani­
fested when the .Garfield closing or­
der was made public.

'.save us from the anguish of destruc­
tion! "This closing order of Garfield's 
made with the full sanction of what­
ever of governmental wisdom our 
nation possesses,-is but a summer 
zephyr compared with the awful 
blasts of. the storm that is so rapid-

. ly approaching. War is here and 
now. There is no escape, no place 
to hide. We must meet it with the 
determination of men—not children. 
We must meet it as has the splendid 
citizenship of England and France. 
of Belm'um and Italy. What a fate, 
would.be ours had England been as 
supine,' as futile, as cowardly as 
America was in the'first vears of 
the war. We have sacrificed noth­
ing, as yet; we have suffered noth­
ing. But our time is coming rapid­
ly. Must' we he saturated in our 
own blood before we wake up? If 
this closing order serves in even a 
limited measure as a means of na­
tion wide realization, it will have 
more than accomplished its purpose 
and made its nrieinator' eligible for 
the lasting rratitude of the people. 
James A. Garfield said: 

"Clouds and darkness are round 
about Him! His pavilion is dark 
waters and thick clouds of the skies! 
Justice arid judgment are the estab­
lishment of His throne! Mercy and 
truth shall go hefore His face! Fel­
low citizens' God reiims and the 
Government at ' Washington still 
lives!" 

Stand 
by your Government and your boys 
in the trenches. Obey orders, and 
fight for your lives and your liber­
ties.

The division of agriculture of the 
state council of farms and markets 
spent half a million dollars less last 
year than in 1916, partly as a result 
of the stamping out of the foot and 
mouth disease.

ed out by each shift.
