A. R. Oliver, son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Willis Oliver of Potsdam, was wire­
less operator on the New York and 
Cuban mail steamer Matanzas which 
went ashore at Mars Head, Nova 
Scotia, during a dense fog on Dec. 
22. The ledge where_th'e -wreck oc­
curred is the same snot on which 
the steamer Atlantic foundered and 
sunk in 1873 with a Joss of 547 lives. 
Oliver writes an interesting account 
of the accident to his parents here. 
He says: v • 

"Suppose you are waiting to hear 
from me again, but' we are out of 
danger now and everything will be 
all right. We had to abandon our-
ship Christmas Eve on a life line 
tied Jo the bow over to some rocks 
"100 feet long and 50 feet high with 
the old' sea just a roaring. I t tell 
you it was some ride. We stayed 
on the rocks two nights which were 
very cold, without any shelter what­
ever, but I never even caught cold 
out of.it. We left one night at 7:25 
and had to repeat that same dose on 
Friday night at 10:35. Am glad to 
have the experience as long as I 
came out O. K., but I will tell the 
world it was not a pleasant one. 

I sat for 52 hours with the receiv­
ers on my head without taking them 
off when we first struck, but it had 
to be-done. The steamer rests on a 
ledge with her bow on a sharp rock, 
and this makes salvage operations 
most difficult, but the crew has dis­
played great courage. Cantain 
Houston stood at his post continual­
ly and directed the men in a very 
skillful manner,.- Yesterday fore­
noon the steamer was refloated and 
a start made for Halifax, a distance 
of 28 miles, with four powerful tugs 
assisting. She was towed stern 
first, because of the danger of the 
rush of water through the. hole in 
her bow breaking down the bulk-

i heads. The hole is almost big en-
.ough for a man _to walk through. ' 

She had 3200 tons' of general car., 
j p>,_ 1,500„~ of _ which was removed 
' Part of this was"thrown "overboard, 
but most of it .was transferred to 
lighters and brought to Halifax. It 
has not been decided whether she 
will repair here or go back to ' an 
American port. The only casualties 
on the ship were seven members Of 
the. crtw frost bitten. 

Halifax is sure a stricken city. 
You see all kinds of people all cut 
to pieces and I can't describe the 
general appearance.- Over 500 per­
sons were made totally blind. Ami

We wilt 
have to get into dry dock before we 
can get back to New York. I t may 
be a month or six weeks and we may 
be here until spring.
