ANOTHER COLD SNAP. 

Twenty-Five Below And A Biting 
Wind Monday. 

The draft board of the second dis 
•irict of St. Lawrence, with headquar 

: ters in this village, will have an 
ample number of men for the second 
draft from those in Class 1. That is 
certain- The board today is complet 
ing its classification. Calls for phy­
sical examination will be issued to­
morrow or the latter part of the, 
week and. examinations of msn"in 
Class 1 will "get under way next 
week at this time. 

As the classification is not yet 
complete, estimates only can be made 
but the board is confident that there 
will be 600 men actually enrolled in 
Class 1. Class 2 has comparatively 
few,, while Glass 4 has a large num­
ber..' Ther<j are 800. missing men in 
this district. Practically all of these 
aye foreigners-, and- were registered 
from Massena. ' 

•This, incident points out the ine­
qualities., of the workings, of-the quo­
ta if it be based on the registration, 
instead of the men in CTass 1. This 
district will be ttfessed for men reg 
istered who are not available for the 
draft and will he compelled to furn­
ish a quota 'for 800 men which it 
does not have unless the law should 
be. changed.' Provost Marshal Gen­
eral Crowder is said to favor the 
amendment of the law. 

To provide ah estimate as to how 
the Second Draft will apply to the 
600 men first eligible, the first draft 
can be recalled; The board then was 
compelled to call .a few_over 700 
inen. Of these but 300. or over aciur 
allv anneared. The others were. miss 
ing and aliens. The quota of 213 
was secured-from the three hundred-' 
odd. .„ . _,.„• 

Tt should be understood that the 
600 .placed in Class^l are all actual. 
rem'strants, . whose questionaires 
have'been return,<>d....tp_ JheL board.-
They are all eligible for service, 
none being aliens and none having 
dependents. If they were otherwise. 
th»v wo"1d not be placed in that 
class. The only thine which will 
disrmalifv tliem is physical disability 

J t is plain, therefore, that the quo 
ta for the Second Draft can be se­
cured from this number. I t is not 
known yet what this quota will be, 
but it is very unlikely that it will 
exceed that of the First Draft. It 
should also be borne in mind that 
credits will be forthcoming for en­
listments which have been made and 
there are, quite a number of them. 

Just as soon as the board com­
pleter its list of Class 1, it will be 
given out for' publication. 

There is some misunderstanding 
and confusion in the minds of some 
of the registrants caused by receiv­
ing from the'r. respective local 
boards a card notice of .classification 
in Class 1 when a claim for deferred 
or more removed classification on 
industrial and agricultural grounds 
onlv has been made, properly sup­
p o r t hv required affidavits. 

When a qpestionaire is filed which 
onnt->'n« only a claim for deferred 
c<p«<!!fl»iitlon on the cronnds of the 
registrant being engaged in van in­
dustrial or agricultural enterprise, 
tti" local hoard shall immediately put 
Vm 'n Class 1, and forward the 
qnpstionaire to the District Exemp­
tion Board, and mail the registrant 
n notice of classification that he has 
'•pen placed in Class 1 bv the Local 
Board. When the District Board'has 
passed unon the" claims, the uuestion 
a're is returned to the Local Board 
w'th a record of its. classification. 
Immediately unon its receipt the Lo­
cal Board again mails the.registrant 
a npn^fi 0f classification by the Dis-
tr'rt Board. 

. . . . It «honld be sjated, however, that 
ihe fi>nire of 600 men in Class 1 is 
'•"Krely exclusive of any who make 
claim of exemption on industrial or 
agricultural grounds.

He illustra-' 
ted his talk with slides made from 
nhotogranhs taken during? his recent 
trip to France. 

"Last spring or early summer, I 
traveled in a region in France across 
which the Germans had but a few 
weeks before withdrawn. I t was 
very much like the valley of drv 
hones which Ezekiel saw in his vision 
Walls of houses stood tenantless, 
whole villages were heaps of brick 
nr stone, the fields were filled with 
"onpies and weeds, the agricultural 
tools were broken, the factories were 
masses of wreckage, and thousands 
of trees in the fields and along the 
roads or in parks had been felled or 
girdled." 

Conservation Commissioner Geo. 
"O. Pratt urged the use of wood as 
'"el in order to relieve the coal sit­
uation. 

"If the people of the state could 
Se induced to burn wood to the ex­
tent possible, we'would he able to 
conserve 100,000,000 tons of coal," 
ho declared. 

TO ASK SHUTTLE SERVICE. 

Watertown Would Move Men To and 
From Munition Plants. 

To accommodate the 8.000 men 
•"horn it is expected will be employ­
ed at the Watertown shops of the 
Mew York Ate1 Brake Co. in Pear' 
afreet, when the • big. munition and 
omn carriage plants now approach­
ing completion get to running full 
handed, the citv council desires that 
the New York Central shall run nine 
shuttle' trains each way a day thro" 
the city to Pearl street and back. 

The plan as formulated is to have 
a train of box cars hauled bv a yard 
shifter, make three round trios each 
•M hours, when the JB hour shifts are 
r-hanged at the munition plants, the 
12 cars-*n each of their trins taking 
care of 100 men and providing for 
the transnortation to and from the 
shoos of 900 men a day. 

Owing to lack of equipment the 
railway will not be asked to run pas­
senger coaches, but to fit up con­
demned box cars with windows and 
4nont and seats for the accommoda­
tion of the men. 

That the war will be a long one, 
and that Americans must be prepar­
ed the coming year for reverses, is 
the message of Captain Richmond 
Pearson Hobson, in an interview 
with the Courier and Freeman, fol­
lowing his address Monday evening. 
"It will be a long war," declared 
Captain Hobson. a"The Germans are 
putting forth every effort the' coming 
year for a. titanic struggle. The Al­
lies must bear the brunt of it, alone, 
for we cannot get there in force fdr 
twelve months yet. America must 
be prepared for reverses in the mean 
time and must not be disheartened 
by them.' We weren't'prepared and 
the enemy was. That's the story," 
the Captain concluded.

Quietly, 
the American Navy has been doing 
an immense amount'of work. It was 
ready as near as it could be'..

LEGISLATIVE COMMITTEE WILL 
- • ISSUE REPORT ON IT 

SOON. 

Canadian Government Through Sir 
Adam Beck, Is Said To Favor Joint 
Use of This Water Power For The 
United States and Canada. 

State development of the Long 
Sault rapids in the St. Lawrence riv­
er, jointly with the Canadian govern 
ment, will be urged in the report on 
the state's water powers soon to be 
issued by the legislative committee 
of which Senator George F. Thomp­
son of Niagara county is chairman. 
It is stated that Sir Adam Beck, 
minister of power of • the Canadian 
government, is in, favor of joint de­
velopment of the Long Sault. The 
matter of this water power has long 
been a -political factor i« the "North 
Country and anything having to do 
with it -has been eagerly followed by 
the public. 

The Long Sault development, car­
rying wjth it a, plan to dam the St. 
Lawrence near " Barnhart's Island, 
has been broached at various times 
by the.Aluminum -Company of Amer­
ica. Legislation necessary was in­
troduced in,Congress by the late Geo. 
R. Malby MyOgdensburg, and in, the 
•Assembly by the late Edwin A. Mer-
ritt of this village. The..state-ioill 
was eventually, signed Ivy. Governor 
Hughes, but Governor. Sulzer vetoed 
it. The Aluminum Company-Bought 
up considerable tracts, a n d ' ^ g h t s 
near the development, some of which 
were secured from the late Samuel 
L. Barnhart of Potsdam. 'The-agita­
tion over the development -has been 
so long before the various legisla­
tive bodies that it had become a well 
worn issuepolitically ,in Northern 
New York,' and when al'else fails,

it would make"'available along _the 
St, Lawrence approximately 1,000,-
000 horse power, half of which will 
be available to the State of New 
York. 

Transmission of hundreds of thou­
sands of hydro-electric horse power 
from Niagara Falls and the St. Law­
rence river projects to points as far 
distant as New York City and Bos­
ton is feasible, the report will point 
out. > 

Senator Thompson in the report 
of the committee will point to the 
immense development of a hydro­
electric chemical, industry which will 
be permitted by the tremendous de­
velopment of power from the falls. 

"Not only would the permitted di­
version of additional water tend, to 
conserve our national coal supply, 
but the cost of electrical power thus 
developed would be so much less than 
the cost of its production by steam 
it would be available for the exparr-
sion of the large hydro-electrical, and 
chemical industries which are now 
operating in the vicinity of the falls 
and make commercially possible the 
development "of many other chemical 
processes which is now being defer­
red by reason of the lack of cheap 
electric power," the report will say. 

"It, appears that cheap electric 
power is absolutely necessary to per­
mit the practical use of many so-
called electro-chemical processes and 
which permit the production of a 
creat many products so necessary to 
the manufacturing industries of the 
country and which are in such , ab­
normal demand by the government 
of "the United States. Among these 
are* ferro-silicon aluminum, calcium 
chloride, ferro-chromium, carborun­
dum, alundum, bleaching powder, 
chlorine gas, and others. The produc 
tion of all these commodities is de­
pendent entirely upon continuous 
cheap electric power. 

"When we take into consideration 
the immediate need for an extension 
of the operation of all of these plants 
for the ipurpose of meeting actual 
ttresent day needs of the government 
as well as of the commercial world 
in general, the importance of immedj 

ate action on the part of the federal 
government, as well as on the part' 
of the state authorities, looking tow­
ard a new treaty which will "permit 
of further diversion of the waters, of 
the Niagara river, is apparent. 

"The study of the development of 
inland powers of the state was not 
gone into as fully as was the Niaga­
ra and Long Sault development, but 
bhe committee in its report will point 
out the points at which- practical de-
velotiment may be undertaken. 

"There are power possibilities al­
ong the Erie canal at Lake Chautau­
qua, along the Genesee river, the 
Salmon river, the Mohawk river, the 
Racquette river, and the Susquehan­
na river," the report will point out, 
which sums -up the possible develop • 
ments at these points." 

INDIAN CHIEF DIES. 

George Terance, Head of St. Regis, 
Succumbs To Pneumonia. 

George Terance, one of the weal­
thiest and most. prominent Indians 
of the St. Regis tribe, is dead- after 
a brief illness of pneumonia. Mr. 
Terance was about 54- years- old and 
received' a,common school education. 
He was fond of music and for sev­
eral years traveled in the United 
States and England with an' Indian-
bqnd. Upon his return to America 
he bought a farm on the reservation". 
Mr. Terance conducted Ws farming 
operations on a large scale and'in an 
up to date manner. He was one of 
the chiefs for several years. He-is" 
survived by his wife and two sons, 
Frank/and Thomas. His funerai 
was held Saturday morning at St., 
Regis and was attended by hundreds 
of people.

WOOD OWNERS. 

Says That Situation Next W™'«r

Sale Of Coal In Countrj Districts. 

That a most serious situation con­
fronts the country, so far as coal is 
concerned, and that coal will be still 
scarcer next winter, is the warning 
issued bv the St. Lawrence County 
Fuel Administration, Master of the 
Pomona Orange, and County Farm 
Bureau Manacref." The .fuel" gover­
nors warn every-man who owns a 
woodlot to get his season's sunply 
-for next year .cut now. Their state­
ment says: ' ' .

"Do not regard this as something 
intended to scare VQUI It is a warn­
ing of what we, believe to be eeTt*>in 
to'come, and it .is iriven vou so that 
you raav nreuhre for next winter 
while there'is yet time. If vou do 
not believe this, and do not nrenare 
for next winter, now, you will have 
no right to comnlain if when n»xt 
winter comes you have no fuel. And-
if you"permit that situation to *r?Se 
in vour case, we believe von will he-
unable to procure any c6al for your 
needs.

From ad­
missions made bv the prisoner under 
oath last fall, as to his intimate as­
sociation with Count'von B»-rn*+/(rff, 
Bolo Pasha, Dr. Barnard Dernburg, 
and Count von Jaeow, however, it 
was assumed some form of espion­
age charze was the basis for bis sum* 
mary incarceration.
